FINAL ACT OF THEE SECOND UNITED NATIONS TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE CONFERENCE

1. The Second Technical Agsistance Conference was convened by the Secretaryf-ﬂ

Goneral of the United Nations in accordancs with the resolution of the General )

Agsembly of 12 January 1952, the relevant portions of which read as follows:
