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Introduction

The purpose of the Reconcile FI Secondary Index utility is to remove invalid records
that exist in secondary financial indexes because of moving data to the Target client
using Gold Client. The most likely scenario for needing to execute this program is as
follows: accounting documents which have not yet been cleared in the Source client
are copied to the Target; this action results in having records populated in the
“open” (not cleared) indexes. Later, these same documents are cleared in the Source
client and copied to the Target again; this action results in having records populated
in the “cleared” indexes. The issue is that the records in the “open” indexes remain
from when the data was copied initially. Execution of this utility resolves the issue by
removing the invalid records from the respective tables.

The indexes that may be updated by this utility are:

BSAD: Accounting: Secondary Index for Customers (Cleared Items)

BSID: Accounting: Secondary Index for Customers

BSAK: Accounting: Secondary Index for Vendors (Cleared Items)

BSIK: Accounting: Secondary Index for Vendors

BSAS: Accounting: Secondary Index for G/L Accounts (Cleared Items)

BSIS: Accounting: Secondary Index for G/L Accounts

To determine what updates to make, data in the BSEG table is read and based on
the data found, a process of updating records within the respective indexes occurs.

The scope of this action is based on the user’s inputs consisting of Company Code
and Fiscal Year.
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Security Details

Additional security measures have been taken into account regarding the execution

of the Reconcile FI Secondary Index utility:

e A safeguard exists that prevents the utility from being executed in your

Production system

e The utility can be completely disabled within a given system so that no users

are allowed to execute it

e The utility has its own authorization activity (which it shares with the Balance
Recalculation utilities) which is related to Gold Client’s authorization object,
ZGCSGCSGCS (Fig. 1.0); having this unique activity defined provides the
flexibility to restrict the execution of this utility to a very limited set of users

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Prerequisites

Before putting the Reconcile FI Secondary Index utility to use, a couple of important
tasks must be completed by your Gold Client administrators; details on completing
each task are listed below. If you intend to run the utility in multiple systems such as
DEV and QAS, then these tasks must be completed within each of those
systems.

Add ‘FI_RECONCILIATION_REPORTS’ to the Application Settings (MConfig) table

Completing this task allows the FI Secondary Index utility to be executed in the
given system. Note: this setting is shared with the Balance Recalculation utilities.

1. Go to t-code ZGOLD and select the ‘Configuration’ button

2. From the Gold Client Setup Utility screen, open the Administration folder and
select the executable named Application Settings (MConfig) (Fig. 2.0)

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Enabling or Disabling the FI Secondary Index Utility

As mentioned in the Security Details section, if you wish to disable the execution of
the FI Secondary Index utility in a particular system for ALL users - even those that
have the specific access to run it - this can be done through a master control setting.
For example, you may not want anyone to be able to run this utility in your QAS
system, but it’s permitted in DEV. Follow the steps below to enable or disable the
utility execution as needed.

Only Gold Client administrators should have access to the most sensitive areas of
Gold Client, thus they should be the only ones permitted to enable or disable the
utilities.

1. Go to ZGOLD and select the ‘Configuration’ button
2. From the Gold Client Setup Utility screen, open the Administration folder and
select the executable named Application Settings (MConfig) (Fig. 3.0)

3. Toggle from display mode to change mode

4. Locate the entry named ‘FI_RECONCILIATION_REPORTS’ and mark the
setting accordingly (Fig. 3.1)

a. A check in the ‘Active’ box means that this utility is enabled, and CAN
be executed in the given system

b. Not having a check in the ‘Active’ box means that the utility is disabled
and CANNOT be executed in the given system (by any team member)

5. This setting is client-independent; repeat this process in each (non-

production) system as necessary

How to Execute the FI Secondary Index Utility

1. To access this utility, go to ZGOLD and select the ‘Post Process’ function
located within Data Echo (Fig 4.0); next, open the Finance folder and select
‘Reconcile FI Secondary Indexes’ (Fig. 4.1).

4. The utility processing option by default is ‘Summary Report’ which will not

update the database (Fig. 4.3)

a. For report mode, select the Execute button

b. For update mode, select the ‘Update Database’ radio button, and then

If the report was executed with the Update Database setting, records in the
secondary indexes should have been updated accordingly.
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Important Points

Data in the secondary FI indexes may be out of sync as soon as additional
transactional data is imported into the same client. If this is an issue, consider
creating variants and running the utility using periodic background jobs.
