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2016 SIG 18 Telepractice Survey Results

Survey Methodology

On May 19, the ASHA Surveys and Analysis Team sent a web survey to individuals who were Special Interest
Group (SIG) 18 affiliates and/or had indicated “telepractice/telehealth” as an area of expertise on the ASHA dues
notice or online membership form (n = 2,279). Follow-up e-mail reminders were sent to non-respondents on
May 27 and June 6. Of the 2,279 individuals, 23 (1%) had undeliverable e-mail addresses and 34 (1.5%) opted
out of this and future web surveys. This left 2,222 possible respondents. The actual number of respondents was
569—a 25.6% response rate.
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Results

Percentages are rounded and may not add to exactly 100%. Some comments have been edited for grammar and
spelling.
