My client, Steadfast Insurance Company ("Steadfast") insured T Mobile Inc., which has brought suit
against Steadfast, as well as another of my clients, Zurich American Insurance Company ("Zurich"),
seeking to recover any settlement payments/refunds made in connection with the FTC action. The
litigation is styled 7-Mobile USA, Inc. v. Steadfast Insurance Company and Zurich American Insurance
Company, United States District Court for the Western District of Washington in Seattle, Washington,
Case No. 2:15-CV-01622-RSL ("Steadfast action").
