His friendship with Native Americans from 

the local reservations was a lifelong bond, 

and to this day, the Gary Cooper 

Indigenous Fund at USC still thrives.
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In 2005, after gifting a portion of Gary Cooper's 
archives to USC’s School of Cinematic Arts, Maria 
Cooper Janis established The Gary Cooper Endowed 
Fund to honor her father’s lifelong respect for Native 
Americans by supporting indigenous students 
pursuing careers in entertainment.
