SOLEMNIZATION OF MATRIMONY.

T At the day and time appointed for .solemnization of Matrimony, the
persons to be marpied shall come into the body of the Clhasrel with their
Friends and neighbours: and there standing together, the Man on the
right hand and the Woman on the left, the Minister shall suy,

EARLY beloved, we are gathered together here in the
sight of God, and in the face of this congregation; to join
together this Man and this Woman in holy Matrimony ; which
ig an honourable estate, 1nst1tuted of (God himself, signifying
unto us the mystical union that is betwixt ~ Christ and
hig Church; which holy estate Christ adorned and beautified
with his presence, and first miracle that he wrought, in Cana
of Galilee: and is commended in Holy Writ to be honourable
among all men ; and therefore is not by any to be enterprised,
nor taken in hand, unadvisedly, lightly, or wantonly ; but
reverently, discreetly, soberly, and in the fear of God, duly
considering the causes for which Matrimony was ordained.
First, Tt was ordained for the increase of mankind according
40 the will of God and that children might be brought up in the -
foar and nurture of the Lord, and to the praise of bis holy Name.

Secondly, It was ordained in order that the natural instincts
and affections, implanted by God, should be hallowed and
controlled ; that those who are not called of God to remain
wnmarried should live chastely in Matrimony, and thus in

holiness and pureness of living mankind should dwell together
in families. ‘

Thirdly, Tt was ordained for the mutual soclety, help,
and comfort, that the one oufrht to have of the other, both in
prosperity and adversity.
