o gides or a stalemate. Both Arabs ard Jews," the Commission reported, "have ex-
jreseed a desire for a 'cease-fire' and & truce on their own texms, which are unaccept-
le to the other side.”

(JTA) -- The U.S. Government today informed Lebanon theb it
(i1l be compelled to view "geriously” eny discrimination egeinst Americen citizens
ty eny government on the bacis of race, color or creed, The American Minister to Leb-
won, Lovell Pinkerton, wes instructed to demand the release of the American Jews who
yesterdey were forcibly teken off the S.S. Marine Carp ct Beirut end transferred to a

concentration cemp at Baalbeck.

A State Department official revealéd at a news conference that the Depertment
sent instructions to the Americen Minister to Lebenon, Lowell Pinkerton, that in the
eent the American citizens removed from the Merine Carp had not been released, or if
tte Lebanese authorities detain in the future American citizens merely because they
ee Jevish, the Minister should inform the Lebanese Government that the Government of
ihe United States considers that all bearers of American passports irrespective of race
wlor, or creed are entitled to an equal extent %o the protection of the U.S, Govern-
rent. ' .

Pinkerton was also instructed to make it cleer that the "United States Gov-
erment must insist that governments of other countries do not discriminate against
the bearers of American passporte on the grounds of race, color, or creed and that the
Tnited Stetes Government would be compelled to view seriously any such discrimination
egainst ‘Americen citizens by eny government."

12,0, IN WASHINGTON "EXPLAINS" ORDER SUSPENDING EMIGRATION AID FOR DP'S TO ISRAEL

WASHINGTON, May 21. (JTA) -- A statement "explaining” why the-International
Refugee Organization has suspended migration assistance to displaced Jews en route to
Israel vas issued here today by Gen. Welter A. Wood, chief of the I.R.0. Preparatory
(emission, The statement, released to the Jewish Telegraphic Agency, reads:

"Orders suspending sponsorship of immigration to Pelestine are based on the
coviction that open warfare there mekes genuine resettlement of families, including
wazen end children, impossible for the présent. Since this is true it is coneidered
0 part of the job of an international agency to send soldiers to fight.. Previous
mvenents were carried out on vieas issued by a recognized authority no longer in ex-
Istence, hence I.R.0. has no of post-resettlement welfare including housing,

reasonable employment and normel existence for refugees' families.

"I.R.0. is non-political and takes no position in the Middle East controversy.
Fer fron opposing resettlement in Palestine, I.R.O. has, on the contrary, already spon-
sored 814 thousand movements there and has budgeted to send 75,000 more in anticipation
of an ultimate peaceful settlement.

"The policy statement wes iesued after receipt of press inquiries on the I.R.0.
meition. The policy in mo way interfered with the freedom that refugees have to move
epvhere in the world under eny other sponsorship they cem obtain.”
