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Respondents rated their Q1 & Q2 job satisfaction on a scale from 0 (very unsatisfied) to 10 (very satisfied).  
Although the percentage of satisfied lawyers didn't change from last year (47%), two 
percentage points shifted—down from the "neutral" range into “unsatisfied."

Bloomberg Law’s Attorney Workload and Hours Survey asked 1,129 lawyers about the first two 
quarters (H1) of 2023. We asked them questions about the hours they worked and billed, their 
employee compensation and benefits, their levels of job satisfaction, and self-care practices.

METHODOLOGY: Bloomberg Law fielded this survey anonymously online from August 2-25th, 2023.

One out of four attorneys take advantage of wellness days that their organizations offer, although 
nearly 70% said they are aware of additional mental health services available* but don't use them.
