DISCLOSURES OF PERSONAL 
INFORMATION FOR MONETARY OR

Right to No Discrimination

 Denying you goods or services. 



 Charging different prices or rates for goods or services, including using discounts 
or other benefits or imposing penalties. 

 Providing you a different level or quality of goods or services; or 
 Suggesting that you will receive different prices or rates for goods or service or at 

a different level or quality of goods or services. 
 

We may, however, charge different prices or rates, or provide a different level or quality of 
goods or services, if that difference is reasonably related to the value provided to us by your 
personal information. 

Requests to Exercise Your Rights
