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Grace is a little girl who wants to be Peter Pan in the school play. She refuses to give up
her dream even though she’s a different race and sex than the traditional Peter Pan.
Breaking stereotypes and believing in yourself is the theme. Actress Whoopie Goldberg
and other women share how they’ve succeeded in nontraditional situations — like
working as a boiler mechanic and playing hockey.

Here are several activities you and your child can do together after watching this
episode.

Sing the “l Am Special” Song

Together with your child, sing these words to the tune of the song “Are You Sleeping,
Brother John?”
