Swift 6 makes concurrent programming dramatically easier by 
diagnosing data races at compile time with a new language mode, 
helping you find and fix bugs faster.

The Swift 6 language mode is opt-in, so you can migrate your code 
when you’re ready, one module at a time. And you can migrate 
independently of any package dependencies.
