1, At the request of the Negotiating Ccmmittee for Extra-Budgetary Funds, the
Secretary—Gene;al, by a letter to the permanent delegations of Member States and
to the representatives of non-Mcmber States, dated 3 August 1956, convened the
Seventh United Nations Technical Assistance Conference, at which Governments were
‘asked to announce their contributions to the Expanded Programme of Technical
Assistance Tor the Seventh financial period, 1 January =~ 31 December 1957.

2.. The Seventh United Nations Technical Assistance Conference met at
Headguarters on.lT*Ocﬁoher‘l956. The Governments of the following States were
represented at the Conferencéﬁﬁy“delgg9tions:

3. The Conference also took account of the fact that several Governments were
not in a position to announce contributions during the Conference but that they

- contemplate submltting statements of the amounts of their contributions after

announced by Governments notified.to him after the clese of the Conference.
