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On July 15, 2010, the Commission released a notice of proposed rulemaking (NPRM) seeking 
comment on a package of proposed reforms to the universal service rural health care support mechanism.1

The Commission set the comment and reply comment deadline for the Rural Health Care NPRM 
as 30 and 45 days, respectively, after publication of the summary of the NPRM in the Federal Register.2  
On August 9, 2010, a summary of the NPRM appeared in the Federal Register.3 Accordingly, interested 
parties may file comments on or before September 8, 2010, and reply comments on or before 
September 23, 2010. All pleadings are to reference WC Docket No. 02-60.

Comments may be filed using the Commission’s Electronic Comment Filing System (ECFS), or 
by filing paper copies.4

Other rules pertaining to oral and written ex parte
presentations in permit-but-disclose proceedings are set forth in section 1.1206(b) of the Commission’s 
rules.7
