The Wireline Competition Bureau (Bureau) seeks comment on a request filed by the Indiana 
Telehealth Network for an extension of the June 30, 2011 deadline for participants in the universal service 
Rural Health Care Pilot Program (Pilot Program) to select a vendor and request funding commitment 
letters from the Universal Service Administrative Company (USAC).1  

To request funding under the Pilot Program, participants must first file with USAC an FCC Form 
465 (Description of Services Requested and Certification Form), describing the services for which they 
are seeking funding.  After a participant selects a vendor, the participant must file with USAC an FCC 
Form 466 or Form 466-A (Funding Request and Certification Form) and related attachments.2  

In February 2010, the Bureau extended by one year, to June 30, 2011, the deadline for Pilot 
Program participants to select a vendor and file their funding commitment requests with USAC.3  The 
Indiana Telehealth Network has requested a one-year extension of the funding commitment request 
deadline, to June 30, 2012.

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arguments presented generally is required.6 Other rules pertaining to oral and written ex parte
presentations in permit-but-disclose proceedings are set forth in section 1.1206(b) of the Commission’s 
rules.7
