The Wireline Competition Bureau seeks comment on a petition filed by the United States
Telecom Association (USTelecom)' for reconsideration and clarification of the Healthcare Connect Fund
(HCF) Order (Order).” USTelecom asks the Commission to reconsider its decisions to permit health care
providers (HCPs) participating in the HCF program to install and resell excess capacity,’ and to receive
support for dark fiber.*

USTelecom also asks the Commission to clarify: (1) that enforcement actions seeking recovery
for violations in all universal service rural health care (RHC) programs be directed solely at the
responsible parties;’ (2) whether its RHC programs’ competitive bidding rules prohibit gifts from service
providers to applicants;® (3) service providers’ broadband metrics reporting requirements;’ and (4) certain
certification and invoicing requirements, including the time frame within which HCPs must submit
invoices to service providers.®

business days after the presentation (unless a different deadline applicable to the Sunshine period applies).
Persons making oral ex parte presentations are reminded that memoranda summarizing the presentation
must (1) list all persons attending or otherwise participating in the meeting at which the ex parte
presentation was made, and (2) summarize all data presented and arguments made during the
presentation. If the presentation consisted in whole or in part of the presentation of data or arguments
already reflected in the presenter’s written comments, memoranda or other filings in the proceeding, the
presenter may provide citations to such data or arguments in his or her prior comments, memoranda, or
other filings (specifying the relevant page and/or paragraph numbers where such data or arguments can be
found) in lieu of summarizing them in the memorandum. Documents shown or given to Commission
staff during ex parte meetings are deemed to be written ex parte presentations and must be filed
consistent with rule 1.1206(b). In proceedings governed by rule 1.49(f) or for which the Commission has
made available a method of electronic filing, written ex parte presentations and memoranda summarizing
oral ex parte presentations, and all attachments thereto, must be filed through the electronic comment
filing system available for that proceeding, and must be filed in their native format (e.g., .doc, .xml, .ppt,
searchable .pdf). Participants in this proceeding should familiarize themselves with the Commission’s ex
parte rules.
