If the pasture owner and the owner of the livestock prefer, they can use
the following basis for calculating animal units: one bull, 1.25 animal units; one 1,000-pound cow, 1 animal unit; one
yearling steer of heifer, .075 animal unit; calf, 6 monthsto 1 year, 0.5 animal unit; 3 to 6 months, 0.3 animal unit; sheep, 5
per animal unit; horse, 1.25 animal unit.)
