H.E. Ibrahim Mahlab Prime Minister of Egypt heads a senior delegation to the first U.S. — Africa

Leaders’ Summit:

H.E. Ibrahim Mahlab Prime Minster of the Arab Republic of Egypt visited Washington D.C from
4th to 7th of August 2014, as he led a senior Ministerial delegation including Mr. Mounir Fakhry
Minister of Trade and Industry, Mr. Hani Kadry Minister of Finance, and Mr. Ashraf Salman
Minster of Investment to participate in the U.S. — Africa Leaders’ Summit that was held in
Washington during this period.

The summit tackled several critical African related issues, atop of which are peace and security,
mobilizing foreign direct investments to the Continent, and also social development and youth
empowerment. The high level Egyptian representation in the Summit embodied Egypt’s deep rooted
affiliations with the United States and Africa and its commitments to revive its pivotal role in
achieving peace, stability, and development in African countries.

The Egyptian Prime Minister held several bilateral meetings with senior US officials
administration on the sidelines of his visit to Washington, among which were John Kerry Secretary
of State, Jacob Lew Secretary of Treasury, Penny Pritzker Secretary of Commerce, Dr. Ernest Moniz
Secretary of Energy, in addition to other officials who he met during social engagements including
National Security Advisor Susan Rice, Secretary of Homeland Security Jeh Johnson, and Secretary
of Transportation Anthony Foxx.

Mr. Mahlab discussed with the U.S. officials the political and economic developments in Egypt,
including the implementation of Egypt’s political Road Map. They also discussed the recent
economic reform decisions to alleviate poverty and manage the budget deficit, which was highly
commended by the U.S. officials. The two sides also exchanged views on regional issues of mutual



interest, in addition to the increasing security challenges that Egypt is facing against terrorism and
extremism.

Mr. Mahlab and the accompanying Ministerial delegation participated in the U.S. — Africa
Business Forum and other economic and business related events, among which was a high level
meeting with representatives of 30 major U.S Companies in various fields, which gave the Egyptian
delegation the opportunity to elaborate on the Egyptian Government’s economic policies and
investment opportunities in Egypt, especially the recently announced mega projects such as
reclaiming one million acres of lands, development of the Suez Canal, renewable energy projects,
and the development of the health, education, and the infrastructure sectors.

The Prime Minister and the accompanying Ministerial delegation also held a fruitful meeting with
representatives of the Egyptian Community in the United States, where he underscored the Egyptian
Government’s commitments in serving Egyptians abroad, addressing their needs and ensuring their
engagement and communications with Egypt. Mr. Mahlab commended the willingness of many of
the participants in the meeting to support the Egyptian Economy through the “Viva Egypt” fund,
and he discussed with them means to do so and also to support the mega projects that the
Government is planning to execute in the near future. The PM also promised to study the
constructive suggestions presented by the community members in order to maximize the benefits
from the expertise of all Egyptians abroad.

Suez Canal Investment certificates:

The commencement of the Suez Canal development Project has been announced by the Egyptian
Government. The project will be financed by investment certificates yield 12% annual interest rates
paid quarterly which is the highest interest rate in the domestic market. Egyptian individuals within
Egypt and abroad are allowed to acquire these certificates. I highly encourage the Egyptian
community in the United States of America to be part of this mega national project and seize this

opportunity by subscribing once these certificates are offered.

Exhibition of Premier Egyptian and Western Artists Opens at National Cathedral

“AMEN — A Prayer for the World’’ Exhibit on Display from August 31 to October 6

— Beginning on August 31, the Washington National Cathedral in DC will host the 6% annual
CARAVAN Exhibition of Visual Art. This year’s exhibit is a collection of work featuring interfaith
artists from Egypt and the West which represent the harmonious spirit of all Egyptians during the
January 25, 2011 Revolution. The theme of the exhibition is “AMEN — A Prayer for the World” and

brings together 48 works of art from Muslim, Christian and Jewish Egyptian and Western artists.



I believe that this remarkable and timely exhibition transcends boundaries to foster an important
intercultural and inter-religious dialogue. I welcome the works of these talented artists to Washington,

DC and invite the community to take advantage of this rare opportunity to view them.

Curators Reverend Paul-Gordon Chandler, President of CARAVAN, and Reda Abdel Rahman brought
together an array of Egyptian artists, including famed artists Farghaly Abdel Hafiz, Ahmed Shiha and
Mohamed Shaker, alongside rising stars Marwa Adel and Karim Abdel Malak. The artists were
provided a life-size fiberglass sculpture to serve as a foundation for their own unique work. Each
sculpture — modeled after Amun, the first deity within monotheistic religious concepts — represents

one of four prayer poses.

The exhibition traveled to the National Cathedral in Washington, DC from Cairo, where it was on
display at the Museum of Modern Art. It will travel next to New York City, and will be displayed at
the Cathedral of St. John the Divine. Sotheby’s will later hold a charity event auctioning the sculptures

with proceeds going to the Egyptian charity Tawasol, which is opening a school in Cairo.
