2. Make vour presence known Lo an usher, 2o Lhal we can pive you your aliyah assignment,

3. As the Torah reading hegins, please take seats in the front row near the lectern where the Torah is read.
An usher will indicate bo yvou when vou should ascend the palpit,

4. Parents stand together at the Torah in front of the Torah card, which is found in large print on the
reading table (page 142 in the prayer book).

K. Chant the first Torah blessing:
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32 The Torah portion is read by the Torah reader.

. Touch the Torah with the fallit, lkiss the talfit, and recite the second Torah blessing:
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7. Turn to face the rabbi, who will then read a prayer, announeing the child's Hebrew name and azsking God
that the jov and nachas vou feel will continue throughout life.

6. Parcnts then face the microphone, and the mother recites the tollowing praver:

Almighty God, we give thanks to You for allowing us to share in the miracle of creation — bringing info
existence o human life. Guord owr newborn daughter and grant her Your blessing. And fo us, her
parents, grant the wisdom and ability to rear her faithfully in the ways of the Torah - that us o frue
doughier of Isracl, she may bring Blessing and honor to our people.

Parenls then recile Logelher:

We praise You, Lord our God, for keeping us in life, sustaining us,
and allowing us fo celebrate this jovous moment.
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Take Lwo sleps Lo Lhe righl and remain at the Reader's pulpit during the next alivah.

8. Shake hands with the cantors, rabbis and others on the bimah, descending at the steps on the rabbi's
side.
