"PREMISES IS LOCATED on state-owned property. A LOCAL LICENSING2
AUTHORITY MAY deny the issuance of any new tavern or retail liquor store3
license whenever such authority determines that the issuance of the4
license would result in or add to an undue concentration of the same class5
of license and, as a result, require the use of additional law enforcement6
resources.".7
