A BILL FOR AN ACT
CONCERNING COMPREHENSIVE HUMAN SEXUALITY EDUCATION, AND,101

IN CONNECTION THEREWITH, MAKING AN APPROPRIATION.102

Bill Summary

(Note:  This summary applies to this bill as introduced and does
not reflect any amendments that may be subsequently adopted. If this bill
passes third reading in the house of introduction, a bill summary that
applies to the reengrossed version of this bill will be available at
http://leg.colorado.gov.)

The bill moves provisions of the statutory legislative declaration
to a nonstatutory legislative declaration.

The bill clarifies content requirements for public schools that offer
comprehensive human sexuality education and prohibits instruction from
explicitly or implicitly teaching or endorsing religious ideology or
sectarian tenets or doctrines, using shame-based or stigmatizing language
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or instructional tools, employing gender norms or gender stereotypes, or
excluding the relational or sexual experiences of lesbian, gay, bisexual,
or transgender individuals.

Current law provides for a comprehensive human sexuality
education grant program. The bill amends certain provisions of the grant
program to:

! Require the department of public health and environment
to submit an annual report concerning the outcomes of the
grant program indefinitely;

! Add 8 representatives to the oversight entity and require
membership of the oversight entity to be comprised of at
least 7 members who are members of groups of people who
have been or might be discriminated against;

! Require grant applicants to demonstrate a need for money
to implement comprehensive human sexuality education;
and

! Require that rural public schools or public schools that do
not currently offer comprehensive human sexuality
education receive priority when selecting grant applicants.

The bill provides a general appropriation of at least $1 million
annually for the grant program.

The bill prohibits the state board of education from waiving the
content requirements for any public school that provides comprehensive
human sexuality education.

 SECTION 1.  Legislative declaration. (1)  The general assembly4

finds that when accounting for all fifty states and the District of5

Columbia, Colorado is the only state that does not have a health6

graduation requirement. Twenty-four states and the District of Columbia7

mandate sexual health education as a graduation requirement, and8

thirty-four states and the District of Columbia mandate human9

immunodeficiency virus (HIV) education as a graduation requirement.10

Colorado does not mandate sexual health education or HIV education.11

(c)  "Culturally sensitive" means the integration of knowledge13

about individuals and groups of people into specific standards,14

requirements, policies, practices, and attitudes used to increase the quality15

of services. "Culturally sensitive" includes resources, references, and16

information that are meaningful to the experiences and needs of17

communities of color; immigrant communities; lesbian, gay, bisexual, and18

transgender communities; PEOPLE WHO ARE INTERSEX; people with19

physical or intellectual disabilities; people who have experienced sexual20

victimization; and others whose experiences have traditionally been left21

out of sexual health education, programs, and policies.22

ABUSE, COERCION, AND VIOLENCE.2

(d.7)  "HUMAN SEXUALITY INSTRUCTION" OR "INSTRUCTION"3

MEANS AN ORAL, WRITTEN, OR DIGITAL LESSON, LECTURE, OR4

PRESENTATION GIVEN BY SCHOOL STAFF OR NONSCHOOL STAFF THAT5

TEACHES ABOUT ABSTINENCE OR SEXUAL ACTIVITY IN THE CONTEXT OF6

STUDENT HEALTH OR HEALTHY RELATIONSHIPS. INSTRUCTION DOES NOT7

INCLUDE STUDENT SPEECH.8

(d.9)  "MEDICALLY ACCURATE" MEANS VERIFIED OR SUPPORTED BY9

RESEARCH CONDUCTED IN COMPLIANCE WITH SCIENTIFIC METHODS AND10

PUBLISHED IN PEER-REVIEWED JOURNALS, WHERE APPROPRIATE, AND11

RECOGNIZED AS ACCURATE, OBJECTIVE, AND UNBIASED BY THE AMERICAN12

PUBLIC HEALTH ASSOCIATION, THE AMERICAN ACADEMY OF PEDIATRICS,13

OR THE AMERICAN COLLEGE OF OBSTETRICIANS AND GYNECOLOGISTS.14

(6)  Except as described in subsection (9) of this section, HUMAN15

SEXUALITY INSTRUCTION IS NOT REQUIRED. HOWEVER, IF a school district,16

board of cooperative services, charter school, or institute charter school17

that offers a planned curriculum related to comprehensive human18

sexuality education must, in offering such a curriculum, maintain19

established requirements for the comprehensive human sexuality20

curriculum INSTRUCTION, THE INSTRUCTION MUST BE COMPREHENSIVE21

(c)  Include instruction to help students develop skills for making8

responsible and healthy decisions about human sexuality, personal power,9

boundary setting, developing safe and healthy relationships, and resisting10

peer pressure, including how to avoid PROMOTE THE DEVELOPMENT OF11

HEALTHY RELATIONSHIPS BY PROVIDING HUMAN SEXUALITY INSTRUCTION12

ON:13

(I)  HOW TO COMMUNICATE CONSENT, RECOGNIZE14

COMMUNICATION OF CONSENT, RECOGNIZE WITHDRAWAL OF CONSENT,15

(f)  Be comprehensive, age-appropriate, evidence-based, culturally26

(i)  NOT EMPHASIZE SEXUAL ABSTINENCE AS THE PRIMARY OR SOLE2

ACCEPTABLE PREVENTIVE METHOD AVAILABLE TO STUDENTS. A SCHOOL3

DISTRICT, BOARD OF COOPERATIVE SERVICES, CHARTER SCHOOL, OR4

INSTITUTE CHARTER SCHOOL SHALL NOT ENGAGE THE INSTRUCTIONAL5

(11)  The provisions of this section shall not apply to students in13

adopted by the state board.18

(12)  A SCHOOL DISTRICT, BOARD OF COOPERATIVE SERVICES,19

MONEY PURSUANT TO ARTICLE 44 OF TITLE 25 TO IMPLEMENT THE21

(1)  There12

is hereby created in the department the comprehensive human sexuality13

education grant program. The purpose of the program is to provide14

moneys MONEY to public schools and school districts for use in the15

creation and implementation of comprehensive human sexuality16

education programs in their curriculum PURSUANT TO SECTION 22-1-128.17

(2)  Upon receipt of federal moneys MONEY or other18

appropriations, to the cash fund, the department, in conjunction with the19

oversight entity, shall notify the school districts, the state charter school20

institute, and boards of cooperative services throughout the state of grants21

available through the program.22

(3)  Based on the recommendations of the oversight entity, the23

department shall award grants to public schools and school districts for24

periods of one to three years.25

(4)  Moneys MONEY distributed to public schools and school26

districts through the program must only be used for the provision of27
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comprehensive human sexuality education programs INSTRUCTION that1

comply COMPLIES with the provisions of and meet or exceed the CONTENT2

requirements for comprehensive human sexuality curriculum EDUCATION3

set forth in section 22-1-128 C.R.S., and developed pursuant to section4

22-25-104 (3).

The policies26

and procedures must include but are not limited to:27
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(I)  A process by which public schools and school districts will be1

ARE notified of available program funds MONEY for comprehensive2

human sexuality education;3

(II)  The procedures by which public schools and school districts4

may apply for grants pursuant to this article ARTICLE 44. Each grant5

application must, at a minimum, describe:6

(A)  How the applicant public school or school district will MUST7

use any awarded grant moneys MONEY to provide comprehensive human8

sexuality education to its student population;9

(B)  How the proposed comprehensive human sexuality education10

program complies with THE CONTENT REQUIREMENTS OF section 22-1-12811

C.R.S., and article 25 of title 22 C.R.S., and is evidence-based12

MEDICALLY ACCURATE, culturally sensitive, and represents positive youth13

development principles;14

(C)  How many students the public school or school district15

expects to reach through the comprehensive human sexuality education16

program; and17

(D)  The length of time for which the applicant is requesting grant18

moneys MONEY; AND19

(E)  DEMONSTRATED EVIDENCE OF THE NEED FOR MONEY NEEDED20

FOR AN APPLICANT SCHOOL DISTRICT OR PUBLIC SCHOOL TO IMPLEMENT21

COMPREHENSIVE HUMAN SEXUALITY EDUCATION PURSUANT TO SECTION22

22-1-128;23

(III)  Criteria for the oversight entity to apply in selecting public24

schools and school districts that may receive grants and how to determine25

the amount of grant moneys MONEY to be awarded to each grant recipient.26

The criteria must include a requirement that the proposed comprehensive27
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human sexuality education program complies with sections 22-1-128 and1

22-25-104 C.R.S., and is evidence-based MEDICALLY ACCURATE,2
