About 1 hour and 40 minutes’ drive from Lekkerwater, the transfer by road between Lekkerwater and the
airfield is ZAR 4800 per vehicle, one way (maximum 6 guests and luggage). Aircraft arrival times should
be scheduled to land at the De Hoop Airfield around midday (with the exact time to be finalised closer to
the time to accommodate other guest's arrivals at Lekkerwater).

PARK ENTRANCE

- Vehicle access to Lekkerwater is via the Potberg park entrance of De Hoop Nature Reserve -not the
"Morukuru and De Hoop Collection” entrance gate.

- The gates at Potberg open at 07h30 and close at 16h00. The gate entrance fee is currently ZAR 50 per
person, per night and is payable upon entry to Cape Nature, either by cash or credit card.

- From the Potberg entrance gate, it is 14.6km (approximately 40 minutes’ drive) to the Lekkerwater car
park.
