PRIVACY POLICY

This privacy policy (Privacy Policy) will help you understand what information we collect at
VASUDHAIVA KUTUMBAKAM GROUP PRIVATE LIMITED (Formerly known as Leverage Ed-Tech
Private Limited)(Company), why we collect it, how the Company uses it, including if and how we
share the information with third parties, and the choices you have.
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When we talk about “we,” “our,” or “us” in this Privacy Policy, we are referring to the Company.

When we talk about “you” in this Privacy Policy, we are referring to the User.

By using the Website and providing your data to the Company, you agree to the terms of this Privacy
Policy, for your use of the Website. This Privacy Policy may be modified by the Company from time
to time in its sole discretion, and any modifications shall be made effective and binding upon you
through posting by the Company on the Website.

By mere use of the Website, you expressly consent to our use and disclosure of your personal
information in accordance with this Privacy Policy.

A. INFORMATION WE COLLECT AND RECEIVE
1. Your Data

Your data may contain 'sensitive personal data or information' or 'personal information' as
defined under the Information Technology (Reasonable Security Practices and Procedures
and Sensitive Personal Data or Information) Rules, 2011 (Data Protection Rules). The
Company will collect, use, process, and transfer such information as prescribed under the
Data Protection Rules. Where the Company collects or processes your data, it does so on your
behalf. Your data may include the following types of data, but is not restricted to: name,
gender, date of birth, nationality, home address, source of funds, employment status
(including industry type), any political exposure or not, email ID, phone-numbers and other
contact information.

2. Other Information

° Account creation information: In the course of the usage of the Website, the Users
provide information such as an email address and password.

° Billing and other information: For transactions undertaken on the Website, our
third-party payment processors may collect and store billing address and credit card
information.

° Website usage information: This is information about how you are accessing and

using the Website, which will include administrative and support communications
with us and information about the transactions undertaken through the Website.

We will not retain any sensitive personal data or information for longer than is required for
the purpose for which such data or information was collected or may lawfully be used or is
otherwise required under any other law for the time being in force.

We may provide information to service providers to help us bring you the services we offer.
Specifically, we may use third parties to facilitate our business, such as to host the service at a
co-location facility for servers.

Our Cookie Policy
