Planning the Olympic Winter Games
begins 9 years in advance. To host the
Games with minimized effects on the
environment, it is necessary to make
environmental decisions in the early
stages of its preparation. This early
evaluation and planning can help
convince the population, as well as
the International Olympic Committee
(10C), that Annecy is the right place to
host the Games.
