(except 2022 and 2023).

Since the start of the 2019 season, Pittsburgh has allowed 20.3 points/game, which is tied for the
fifth-fewest allowed in the NFL over that span.

1000

Najee Harris is the only player in the NFL to register 1,000 yards rushing in each of the last three
seasons. He is the first player in franchise history to record 1,000 yards rushing in each of his first
three seasons in the NFL. Harris is the first player in the League to record 1,000 yards rushing in
each of his first three seasons in the NFL since Alfred Morris (Washington, 2012-14).

Pittsburgh has recorded 20 consecutive seasons with a .500 record or better, which is the longest
active streak in the NFL and the longest streak in team history (previous record was 13, 1972-
1984).

150+

Najee Harris and Jaylen Warren each rushed for 750 yards this season. The duo was the first
pair of Steelers’ running backs to each rush for 750 or more yards in the same since season 2004
(Jerome Bettis, 941; Duce Staley, 830).

T.J. Watt’s 19.0 sacks led the NFLin 2023. He is the first player in League history to lead the NFL
in sacks three times (2020, 2021 and 2023).

480

Pittsburgh has scored 480 points in the fourth quarter since the start of the 2020 season, which
is the seventh-most in the NFL.

Since the start of the 2019 season, Pittsburgh has allowed 18.8 first downs/game, which is the
fourth-fewest in the NFL over that span.

468

Pittsburgh registered 468 yards of total offense in Week 17 at Seattle, which is the most by the
Steelers since Week 12 of 2018 (527 at Denver).

Pittsburgh has been ravaged by injury and suspension at the both inside linebacker and safety
position. The Steelers have now started 16 different players combined at the linebacker and safety
positions, which is the second-most of any team in the NFL.

438

Since the start of the 2019 season, Pittsburgh has registered 438 tackles for loss, which is the
third-most in the NFL.

T.J. Watt became the fourth player since 1982 with at least 15.0 sacks in three of his first seven
NFL seasons, joining Pro Football Hall of Famers Reggie White (four seasons) and DeMarcus Ware
(three) as well as his brother, J.J. Watt (three).

330

The Steelers have allowed 330 points in the fourth quarter since the start of the 2020 season,
which is the fewest in the NFL.

Pittsburgh has committed 16 tumovers this season, which is tied for the third-fewest in the NFL,
and tied for the sixth-fewest by the Steelers since 1970.

Since the start of the 2019 season, Pittsburgh opponents are averaging 211.1 passing yds/game,
which s the fifth-fewest allowed in the NFL over that span.

Pittsburgh’s offense has made tremendous stides over the last three weeks of
the regular season.

QB Mason Rudolph connected with WR George Pickens on the Steelers’
second offensive play of the game for an 86-yard TD pass vs. Cincinnati in Week
16. The TD pass was the longest of Rudolph’s career and the TD reception was the
longest of Pickens’ career. It also was the longest pass play of the season for the
Steelers and longest since Week 12 of 2018 at Denver when Ben Roethlisherger
connected with JuJu Smith-Schuster for a 97-yard TD.

Rudolph threw for 130 yards in the first quarter in Week 16, which was the most
passing yards in a first quarter by the Steelers since Ben Roethlisberger in Week
30f2018 at Tampa Bay (153).

Pittsburgh’s 166 yards of offense in the first quarter in Week 16 was the most
inafirst quarter by the Steelers since Week 9 of 2015 vs. Oakland Raiders (177).
The Steelers held a 24-0 lead at halftime vs. Cincinnati in Week 16. The 24-point
halftime lead was their largest since Week 4 of 2016 vs. Kansas City (29-0).
Pittsburgh’s 24 first-half points were the most in a first half by the Steelers since
Week 10 of 2018 vs. Carolina (31).

The Steelers exceeded 30 points in a game for the first time since Week 11 of
2021 at L.A. Chargers (37).

Pittsburgh rushed for 75 yards on 14 carries (5.4 avg.) in the opening quarter at
Seattle in Week 17. The 75 yards rushing were the most for the Steelers in any
first quarter this season and most by Pittsburgh in a first quarter since Week 17
of 2017 (78 vs. Cleveland).

The Steelers rushed for 145 yards on 24 carries (6.0 avg.) in the opening half in
Week 17. The 145 yards rushing were the most for the Steelers in any first half
this season and most by Pittshurgh in a first half since Week 6 of 2006 (154 vs.
Kansas City).

Pittsburgh’s 24 rushes in the first half in Week 17 were tied for the most by the
Steelersin an opening half since at least 2000. The 24 rushes are also the most by
Pittsburgh in a first half since Week 9 of 2004 (24 vs. Philadelphia). The Steelers
also rushed 24 times in the first halfin Week 16 of 2003 vs. San Diego Chargers.
The RB tandem of Najee Harris and Jaylen Warren have each eclipsed 1,000
scrimmage yards this season. Harris and Warren are the fourth duo in franchise
history to eclipse 1,000 scrimmage yards in the same season and first since
Walter Abercrombie and Earnest Jackson in 1986. Abercrombie and Frank Pollard
also accomplished the feat in 1985, as did Franco Harris and Rocky Bleier in 1976.
Pittsburgh registered 468 yards of total offense in Week 17, which is the most by
the Steelers since Week 12 of 2018 (527 at Denver).

Harris and Warren have each rushed for 750 yards this season. The duo is the first
pair of Steelers’ running backs to rush for 750 or more yards in the same since
season 2004 (Jerome Bettis, 941; Duce Staley, 830).

Rudolph averaged 11.4 pass yards/attempt at Seattle in Week 17. The 11.4 pass
yards/att. is the highest by a Pittsburgh quarterback (min. 20 att.) since Ben
Roethlisberger in Week 10 of 2018 (13.1 pass yards/att. vs. Carolina).

Rudolph recorded 10.0 pass yards/att. or higher in both Week 16 and 17 (min.
20 att.). He's the first Steelers quarterback to accomplish the feat since Ben
Roethlisberger in 2010, and third in franchise history (Terry Bradshaw in 1982).

RUDOLPH LEADS THE WAY

QB Mason Rudolph has played in 21 games (13 starts) over his six-year NFL
career. His career regular-season record as a starter: 8-4-1 (.654): 5-3 (.625) in
2019, 0-1(.000) in 2020, 0-0-1 (.500) in 2021 and 3-0 (1.000) in 2023.

Rudolph has led the Steelers to three consecutive victories to close the 2023
regular season, including a pair of road wins at Seattle and Baltimore.
Pittsburgh has now closed the regular season with a winning streak of at least
three games on 13 occasions since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger.

In his three starts vs. Cincinnati, at Seattle and at Baltimore: 55-of-74 (74.3%),
719 yards passing, three TDs, no interceptions, 118.0 passer rating and 9.7 pass
yards/att.

All three of Rudolph’s TD passes have gone for at least 60 yards.

His three 60+ yard TD passes in are the second-most in the NFL for the entire
season (Tua Tagovailoa had four in 17 games).

Rudolph completed 18-0f-20 passes (90 percent) for 152 yards, one TD and a
115.0 rating at Baltimore in Week 18.

He threw a 71-yard TD pass to WR Diontae Johnson that gave the Steelers a
14-7 lead with 14:49 left in the fourth quarter.

His 90.0 completion percentage is the highest in single-game franchise history
(min. 20 pass attempts).

Rudolph has two of the top four highest completion percentage games in
franchise history (24-28, 85.7,09/30/2019 vs. Cincinnati).
