With LB Myles Jack’s start at Seattle in Week 17, Pittshurgh has now started 16
different players combined at the linebacker and safety positions, which is the
second-most of any team in the NFL. The Steelers have started nine different
linebackers, including seven inside linebackers.

QB Mason Rudolph averaged 11.4 pass yards/attempt at Seattle in Week 17.
The 11.4 pass yards/att. is the highest by a Pittsburgh quarterback (min. 20 att.)
since Ben Roethlisberger in Week 10 of 2018 (13.1 pass yards/att. vs. Carolina).
Rudolph has now recorded 10.0 pass yards/att. or higher in consecutive games
(min. 20 att.). He's the first Steelers quarterback to accomplish the feat since Ben
Roethlisberger in 2010, and third in franchise history (Terry Bradshaw in 1982).
Pittsburgh rushed for 75 yards on 14 carries (5.4 avg.) in the opening quarter. The
