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1. The Econoni ¢ and Social Council, in resolution 1997/62, recomended
that at future sessions of the Commission on Science and Technol ogy for
Devel opnent (CSTD), the report on budget and inter-sessional activities be
consi dered under a separate agenda item In accordance w th Counci
deci sion 1997/306, by which it approved the provisional agenda of the
fourth session of the CSTD, the report on budget and inter-sessional
activities is to be considered under agenda item5

The budget of the Commission (1 January 1998-28 February 1999)

2. Table 1 provides an account of the appropriations and expenditures
for CSTD activities under the regular budget and of the inconme and
expenditures for CSTD activities covered by extrabudgetary resources. The
report covers the period 1 January 1998 to 28 February 1999. Under the
1998- 1999 programe budget of the United Nations, the CSTD has an
appropriation of US$ 352,500, to be used for the travel of nenbers to
attend the fourth session as well as for the travel and subsistence
al | owances for the working groups and panels established to prepare the
inputs for the Comm ssion's fourth session. Fromthe regul ar budget, US$
152,500 was set aside to pay for the travel of Commission nenbers to
participate in the fourth session, and US$ 200,000 was allocated for the
activities of the working groups and panels. In view of the changes in the
nmenber ship of the Commission, twice during the inter-sessional period, the
Wrrking Goup on scientific and technol ogi cal partnershi ps and networki ng
for national capacity-building (main theme) nmet only once. Thus, the cost
of the Wirking Group on the nain thene cane to only US$ 48,733. During the
reporting period the CSTD held two nore neetings, nanely, the last neeting
of the Working G oup on the common vision for the future contribution of
science and technology to developnent, and the panel neeting on
bi ot echnol ogy and its inpact on food production, the cost of which cane to
US$ 55,520 and US$ 23,430 respectively. An anount of US$ 50,000 has been
set aside for a first neeting of the Working G oup that will be established
to prepare the inputs for the Coomission’s fifth session, |eaving a bal ance
of US$ 22,317. For budgetary purposes all funds will need to be actually
spent before the end of 1999.

3. Wth regard to extrabudgetary resources, the avail able resources for
CSTD activities canme to US$ 183, 202.23%. As shown in Table |, the anpunt of
US$ 161, 078.23 was the balance fromthe trust fund that had been set up
with contributions fromthe Governnent of the Netherlands (Dutch Fund) to
cover the 1995-1997 inter-sessional activities. In early 1998, the Chairnan
of the CSTD requested the Governnent of the Netherlands to consider the
extension of the trust fund in order to conplete unfini shed work and to use
the balance for sone new activities, nanmely, the first nmeeting of the
Wrking Goup on the main thenme. The Governnent of the Netherlands gave its
approval in Novenber 1998. An additional US$ 22,124 was contributed by the
Gover nnent of Austri a.

4, As can be seen fromTable I, US$ 76, 187. 03 was used for the science,
t echnol ogy and innovation policy reviews (STIP) (Ethiopia and Jamai ca), US$
21,577.25 for the purchase of copies of the publication “Know edge
Soci eties: Information Technol ogi es for Sustainable Devel opnent” and US$
20,000 for the publication of the reports on the coalition of resources for
t he devel opnent of science and technology. Al these activities had been
approved and pl anned by the previous Conmi ssion. The anount of US$ 45, 500
earmarked for the neeting of the Wirking Goup on the main thene has not
been used, as the neeting took place in Septenber 1998 and the approval
from the Governnment of the Netherlands was not comunicated to the
secretariat until Novenber. The Dutch Fund will be term nated on 30 June

This amount is net of support costs.
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1999 and the use of the balance for other purposes will again require
approval fromthe Governnent.
5. Finally the ampunt of US$ 22,124 has been used for the preparation
of the report on the evaluation of best practices in networking.
