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1 Introduction

A few documents have been submitted for encoding the Ranjana script in the Unicode standard:

• L2/09-192 “Preliminary proposal for encoding the Rañjana script in the SMP of the UCS” (Michael
Everson)

• L2/13-243 “Proposal to Encode Ranjana Script in ISO/IEC 10646” (Dev Dass Manandhar, Samir
Karmacharya and Bishnu Chitrakar)

These proposals provide valuable information regarding the development of an encoding for Ranjana. There
are, however, several pertinent issues that they do not address. This document outlines some of these.

2 Considerations for encoding the script

Scope An encoding for Ranjana must take into consideration the requirements for representing the
Lantsa script. The Ranjana script is used in South and Central Asia for writing a variety of languages. It is
used primarily in Nepal and Tibet for writing Sanskrit along with local languages, such as Newar. A style of
the script is used in Mongolia, where it often appears as one of four or five scripts in Buddhist manuscripts.
There is evidence that an additional style of the script was used in Korea. All of these styles are found in
numerous sources encompassing inscriptions and manuscripts. Outside of Nepal and India it is known as
‘Lantsa’ or ‘Landza’, which is the Tibetan transcription of the name ‘Ranjana’.

Approach The encoding should unify the characters used in the Ranjana and Lantsa styles. There are
alternate methods in Lantsa of representing semi-vowels in conjuncts, which do not occur in Ranjana. Con-
textual forms of these semi-vowels may need to be encoded. Similarly, there are invocation, punctuation,
and other marks specific to each style that may have the same semantic value, but which have different
graphical representations. These may require separate encodings. The block for Ranjana will be a superset
of distinctive characters required for all styles.
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Representative glyphs Although the basic characters of Ranjana and Lantsa have the same graphical
structure, there are features that are definitive of each style. A determination is required regarding the style
that will serve as the representative form. Ideally, the code chart would present characters of other styles in
parallel, when appropriate. A comparison of Ranjana, Lantsa, and Siddham (a related script) is given in the
following tables.

Unification of Vartu A determination is required regarding whether or not to unify the script known as
‘Vartu’, ‘Wartu’, ‘Vartula’. This script is based upon Ranjana / Lantsa, but possesses a curved headstroke
instead of a horizontal or wedge-like form. The approach towards Vartu may be similar to the case of Tibetan
in Unicode, which unifies several styles.
