fljftilUam tfre Conqueror, 

The Normans (Men of the North) were a mixed nation of the fiercest 

Norwegians, Swedes, and Danes, and became settled in Neustria, in 

France, at the beginning of the 10th century, when King Charles the 

Simple conferred the Duchy, since called Normandy, on 

Rollo, the Dane, one of the most celebrated of the Norman 

leaders. This renowned Chieftain, m. 1st, Poppa, dau. of Berengarius, 

Count of Bayeux, and 2ndly, Gisela, dau. of Charles, King of France ; 

by the former of whom he left at his decease, in 931, two sons and two 

daughters, viz. : 

1. William, of whom presently. 

2. Robert, Count of Corbeil, ancestor of 
Hamon Denta/tus, 6th Count of Corbeil, who, according to Anderson, 

was father of two sons ; 

1. Robert EiTZ-HAMON,whoaccompanied William toEngland, 

and achieved great renown by his conquest of Glamorgan, 
where he was made Prince. His dau. Mabel, rn. Robert, 

Earl of Gloucester, illegitimate son of Henry I. 
2. Richard de Granville, Earl of Corbeil, who d. onhisjourney 

to Jerusalem, leaving a son, 
Richard de Granville, Earl of Corbeil, from whom the 

Granvilles of Stow in Cornwall claimed descent. 
Of that family a descendant was 

Sir Bevil Granville, the Cavalier commander, 
slain at the battle of Lansdowne, 5 July, 1643. 
From his son,Sir John Granville,created Earl 

of Bath, in 1661, derived the Granvilles, of 
Calwich Abbey, co. Stafford, now of Wellesbournc 
Hall, co. Warwick.

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1. C respina, who m. Grimaldus I., Prince of Monaco, and had issue, 
Guido I., Prince of Monaco, living a. d.950, ancestor of the Grimaldis, 

Sovereign Princes of Monaco, and Dukes of Valentinois. 
Crispinus Ansgot, whoreceived from his grandfather Hollo, the Barony 

of Bee, and became patriarch of the Lords of Bee-Crispin. 
Gibellinus, who was made Lord of Sinus St. Troppeus, by William I., 

Count of Provence. 
2. Gerletta,who m. William II.,Duke of Aquitaine, and Count of Poictou, 

and had with a dau. Blanca, wife of Lewis V., King of France, a son, 
William III., Duke of Aquitaine, who d. in the Abbey of St Cyprian, 

a.d. ]02o, having had a son, 
Guido, who became on his father’s resignation in 1019, Duke 

of Aquitaine. He founded the Priory of St. Gemma, in 
Xaintonge, and d. in 1021, when he was succeeded by bis 

sou, 
AVilliam IV., Duke of Aquitaine, who assisted Philip I. of 

France, against AVilliam the Conqueror. He erected 
the Palace of Poictou, and, after conferring large do¬ 
nations on the Church, d. in 10S6. His son and suc¬ 
cessor, 

AADlliam V., Duke of Aquitaine, reigned no less 
than seventy years. At his death, which occurred 
in 1156, he left two daughters: 

Petronella, wife of Rudolph, Count of Ver- 
mandois. 

Eleanor, Dachess of Aquitaine, who m. Lewis, 
King of France, but was divorced from that 
monarch in 1150, when she married Hen. II., 
King of England. 

The eldest son of Rollo, Duke of Normandy, 

AVilliam, surnamed Longa Spatha, Duke of Normandy, to. Adela, 

dau. of Hubert, Count of Senlis, and dying in 948 (he was slain, it is 

stated, by the treachery of Arnulph, Count of Flanders), left a son and 

successor, 

Richard I., Duke of Normandy, surnamed Sans Peur, who d. in 

9G0, leaving by his wife, Gunilda, a Danish lady, four sons and two 

daughters, viz.: 

1. Richard, his heir. 

2. Mauger, Earl of Corbeil. 
3. Robert, Count of Evereux (afterwards Bishop of Rouen), father of two 

sons, Richard, Count of Evereux, and Rudolph, Constable of Normandy. 
4. William, Count of Hiesmes and Eu, and Lord of Monstreul, who m. 

Lefieltna de Harcourt, and had two sons : 
Robert, Count of Eu. 
William, Count of Soissons, d. without male issue. 

1. Emma, m. 1st, Ethelred, King of England, and by him, who d. in 1016, 
was mother of a son, Edward the Confessor. Emma, m. 2ndly, Ca¬ 

nute the Great, and by him was mother of Hardy Canute, King of 
England. 

2. lledwig, m. to Geffrey, Count of Bretaigne. 
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The eldest son, 

Richard II., Duke of Normandy, surnamed the Good, m. 1st, 

Judith, dau. of the Duke of Brittany, and had- issue: 

1. Richard, his successor. 
2. Robert, successor to his brother. 
3. William, a Monk. 
1. Alice, whom. Renauld, Earl of Burgundy, and had a son, Guy, who 

claimed the Duchy at the decease of Robert le Diable. 
2. Eleanora, who m. Ba'dwin IV., Earl of Flanders, and was father of Bald¬ 

win V., Count of Flanders, whose dau. 
Matilda, m. William, Duke of Normandy, and became afterwards, 

on the Conquest of England, Queen of England. 
3. Papia, wife of Guilbert Saint Valery. 

Duke Richard m. 2ndly, Estrith, sister of Canute the Dane, and dau. of 

Swene, King of Denmark. From her he was divorced; and subse¬ 

quently he took as his third wife, Papia, a Danish lady, by whom he had 

two sons, Mauger, the celebrated Archbishop of Rouen, and William, 

Count of Arques. 

Richard d. in 1026-7, and was succeeded by his eldest son, 

Richard III., Duke of Normandy, who is stated to have been poisoned 

in 1027. He left no legitimate issue, and was succeeded by his brothe: > 

Robert le Diable, Duke of Normandy, who contributed to restore 

to his throne, Henry, King of France, and received from the gratitude 

of that monarch, the Vexin, as an addition to his patrimonial dominions. 

In the 8th year of his reign, curiosity or devotion induced him to under¬ 

take a pilgrimage to the Holy Land, where the fatigues of the journey 

and the heat of the climate so impaired his constitution that he died on 

his way home, at Nice, in Bithynia, in 1035. To Duke Robert, Herleva, 

or Arlotta, the dau. of an officer of his household, had borne a son, Wil¬ 

liam, who so strongly interested the affections of his father, that, before 

his departure for Palestine, Robert had prevailed on an assembly of the 

Barons at Fescamp, to acknowledge him as heir to the Duchy. 

William I., King of England. 

William, Duke of Normandy, was only ten years old at the death 

of his father, Robert le Diable, in 1035. The Earl Gilbert became his 

guardian, and the King of France solemnly engaged to protect the 

rights of his orphan vassal. But the guardian was slain, the interests 

of William were neglected, and his dominions during the time of h:s 
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minority, exhibited one continued scene of anarchy and bloodshed. At 

the age of nineteen, however, the young Duke first took the field to 

support by his own good sword, his claim to the succession, and after 

defeating Guy of Burgundy, and William of Arques, he baffled the 

efforts of his opponents; and at length, aided by the chivalry of the 

warlike age in which he lived, effected the Conquest of England, by the 

defeat of Harold, at Hastings, in 10G6, on the 25th December. In that 

year he was crowned, and was styled “ Willielmus Rex Anglorum.” 

The Conqueror, who was b. at Falaise 1025, and died at Hermentrude, 

a suburb of Rouen, 9th Sept. 1087, m. in 1053, Matilda, dau. of Bald¬ 

win V., Count of Flanders, by Adela, his wife, grand-daughter of Hugh 

Capet, and by her (who d. 2nd Nov. 1083) had issue : 

DESCENDANTS OF WILLIAM THE CONQUEROR. 

I. Robert, surnamed Court-hose, to whom his father bequeathed Normandy 
and Maine. This ill-fated Prince, defeated at the battle of Tenchebrai, was 
confined by Henry I. of Eugland, iu Cardiff Castle, until his death, 10th 
Feb. 113!, after a captivity of twenty-eight years. Hem. (when in 
Italy, on his way to Palestine) Svbilla, dau. of Geoffrey, of Conversana, 
or (according to Glover, Roger of Conversaria), and had a son, 

William, Earl of Flanders, who was protected by Philip le Gros, 
King of France, and received from that monarch the hand of Joan, 
sister of his Queen Alice, and dau. of Humbert, Count of Mau- 
rienne. This youthful Prince, distinguished for his courage and 
gallantry, was slain at the battle of Alost, in 1128. He left no 
issue.

questoris, and had two sons. 
1. Roger, who, possessing the lands of Mowbray, 

assumed, by command of King Henry, the 
surname of Mowbray, and became ancestor 
of the Mowrrays and Howards, Dukes of 
Norfolk, and of the Lords Stourton and 
Petre. 

2. Henry, of Camho, ancestor of the Albinis, 
Feudal Lords of that place. 

Ancestry of a^atiioa, duecn of 2£Jilliam t&e Conqueror* 

Baldwin I., surnamed Bras de Fer, Count of Flanders (great grand¬ 

son of Lyderic, Count of Harlebec, the first hereditary Governor of 

Flanders), m. in 8G2, Judith, widow of Ethelwolf, King of England, and 

dau. of Charles the Bald, grandson of Charlemagne, and by her, who 

survived him, left at his decease in 880, a son and successor, 

Baldwin II. surnamed the Bald, Count of Flanders, who carried on 

a successful war against Eudes, Count of France. He m. Alfritha, dau. 
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of Alfred the Great, King of England, and dying in 918, was s. by 

bis son, 

Arnolph I., surnamed the Great, Count of Flanders, who waged war 

against William of Normandy, whom he defeated and slew. By Alice, 

of Vermandois, his consort, who was fifth in descent from Charlemagne, 

Arnolph was father of 

Baldwin III., Count of Flanders and Artois, who wedded Matilda, 

dan. of Herman Billung, Duke of Saxony, and left at his decease in 9G2 

a son, 

Arnolph II., Count of Flanders, whose wife, Susanna, was dau. of 

Berenger II., King of Italy. He d. in 988, and was s. by his son, 

Baldwin IV., surnamed the Fair Beard, Count of Flanders, who is 

stated by some authorities to have married Orgina, dau. of Frederick, 

Count of the Moselle, and by others, Eleanor, dau. of Richard IT., Duke 

of Normandy. Certain it is that he died in 1034, and that he left a son 

and successor, 

Baldwin V., surnamed the Pious, Count of Flanders, who entered 

into hostilities with the Emperor Otho II., and acquired from that 

monarch Valenciennes and the Isles of Zealand. He subsequently 

further increased his territories by another rich accession, that of the 

citadel of Ghent. He to. in 1027, Adela, dau. of Robert, King of 

France, son of Hugh Capet, and had by her, 

1. Baldwin VI., called the Peaceable, Count of Flanders and Artois, who 
m. the Countess Eichilda, of Hainault and Namur, and dying in 
1070, left issue, 

Arnolru III., Count of Flanders, surnamed the Unlucky, slain in 
battle, 1072. 

Baldwin I., Count of Hainault, whose great-grandson, 
Baldwin IV., Count of Hainault, m. Maroaket, sister and heir 

of Philip the Great, Count of Flanders and Artois, and dying 
in 1194, left issue: 

Baldwin IX., Count of Flanders, Hainault, and Namur, 
elected Emperor of Constantinople, in 1204. He was 
slain at Adrianople, in the following year. 

Henry, elected Emperor of Constantinople in 1205, d. in 
1216. 

Yolande, m. Peter de Courtenay, elected Emperor of 
Constantinople in 1216. 

Isabel, heiress of' the county of Artois, m. in 1180, to 
Philip II., King of France. 

2. Robert I., Count of Flanders and Artois, at the death of his nephew 
Arnolph in 1072. From him derived the subsequent Counts of 
Flanders. 
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1. Judith, who m. 1st Tosti, Count of Northumberland, brother of 
Harold, and 2ndly, Guelph, Duke of Bavaria, ancestor of Ernest 
Augustus, Elector of Hanover, whose son ascended the throne of 
England as George I. 

2. Matilda, who m. "William the Conqueror. Through this Princess, 
Matilda, Queen of William the Conqueror, the Royal Houses of 
England, Plantagenet, Tudor, Stuart, and Guelph derived 
descent from Charlemagne and Alfred the Great.

Tiie families sprung from the marriage of William de Warren, Earl 

of Warren and Surrey, with Gundred, the Conqueror’s youngest 

daughter, viz. : 

Fitz-Alan, descended from Edmund, Earl of Arundel, by Alice, his 
wife, sister and heir of John, Earl of Warren and Surrey (see under 
Henry III.). 

Percy, descended from Henry, Lord Percy, of Alnwick, by Alianore, 

his wife, dau. of John, Earl of Warren and Surrey (see under Henry 

III.). 

Gournay, descended from Gerard de Gournay, Baron of Gournay, by 
Editha, his wife, dau. of William de Warren, Earl of Warren and 
Surrey. Of this line we may enumerate the Barons Gournay, 

whose eventual representative, Julia, only dau. and heir of Hugh de 
Gournay, m. William, Lord Bardolph of Wirmgay, and the Gour- 

nays of Somersetshire and Norfolk. Of the other scions of the 
marriage of Gerard de Gournay and Editha de Warren, were 

The Mowbrays and Howards, Dukes of Norfolk, sprung from Roger de 
Albini, the elder son of Nigel de Albini, by Gundred de Gournay, 
his wife, and the Albinis of Camho, derived from Henry, youDger 

brother of Roger. 
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WiLLIAM II., surnamed Rufus, b. in 1056, was second son of William 

of Normandy, by his consort Matilda, dau. of Baldwin V., Count of 

Flanders, and derived maternally from Charlemagne, Emperor of the 

West, and Alfred the Great, King of England. Rufus was the Con¬ 

queror’s favourite son, had accompanied him in all his journeys, and 

fought by his side in all his battles. At his father’s death he ascended 

the throne of England to the prejudice of his elder brother Robert, and 

was crowned 26thSept., 1087, being styled “Deigratia Rex Anglorum.” 

He never married, and at his decease, A.D. 1100, the crown devolved 

on his younger brother Henry. By whose hand the King fell, and 

whether by accident or design, are questions still unsolved. Popular 

tradition ascribes the deed to Sir Walter Tyrrel, a hunting companion 

of the monarch, but an investigation of contemporary evidence leads to 

no proof of the circumstance. Certain it is that after sunset, 2nd Aug. 

1100, the body of the king was discovered by some countrymen lying 

on the ground and weltering in blood. An arrow, the shaft of which 

was broken, had entered his breast. 
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Henry Beauclerc, the youngest son of the Conqueror, was born at 

Selby, in Yorkshire, in 1070, and became King of England at the death 

of his brother, William Rufus. His coronation was solemnized 5th 

Aug. 1100. He to. 1st, Matilda (Editha), dau. of Malcolm III. (Can- 

more), King of Scotland, by Margaret, his wife, sister and heir of Edgar 

Atheling, grandson of Edmund Ironside, King of England; and by 

her had a son and a dau., viz.: 

i. William, who was drowned on his passage from Normandy, in the 
great storm, 26th Nov., 1120, being then aged 18. He had married, 
1119, Sybilla, dau. of Fulk, Count of Anjou, but left no issue, 

ir. Maud, or Matilda, born in 1104, who m. 1st, the Emperor Henry 1Y , 
but by him, who died in 112G, had no issue; and 2nd y, in 1127, 
Geoffrey Plantagenkt, then only 16 years of age, s >n of FouUc 
V., Count of Anjou, by Ermeugard, his wife, dau. and heir of Helias, 
Count of Maine. By this celebrated Prince, the Empress Maud, 
who united in her veins the blood of the Anglo-Saxon with that of 
the Norman Sovereigns, left at her decease, 10th Sept., 1167, three 
sons and one dau , viz. : 

1. Henry, who ascended the throne of England as Henry II. 
2. Geoffrey, Earl of Nantes, who d. s. p., 1157. 
3. William, Earl of Poictou, who d. s. p , 1163. 
1. Emma, who m. David, Prince of North Wales, younger son 

of Owen Gwynedd, Prince of North AYiles, and was mother 
of an only dau. and heir, Gwenlltan, who m. Griffith, 
younger son of Cadvvygnn, Lord of Nanuau, younger sou 
of Bleddyn ap Cynfyn, King of Powys. 

King Henry I., to. 2ndly, 2nd Feb. 1121, Adeliza, dau. of Godfrey, 

1st Duke of Brabant, but by her (who to. 2ndly William de Albini) he

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had no issue. [Joscelyn of Louvaine, brother of Queen Adeliza, was 

ancestor of the Percys, Earls and Dukes of Northumberland.]

Cerdic, the Saxon, crowned at Winchester in 532, as third monarch of 

the Englishmen, is styled by Gibbon “one of the bravest of the children 

of Woden.” He was father of the renowned Cenric, from whom de¬ 

rived in direct descent, 

Egbert, who, previously to his advent to the throne, held a com¬ 

mand in the army of Charlemagne. In 800, at the decease of King 

Brithric, Egbert ivas called by the voice of his countrymen to assume 

the government of Wessex, and he subsequently succeeded in reducing 

all the kingdoms of the Heptarchy under his sway. His reign, a long 

and a glorious one, is memorable for the great victories he achieved 

over the Danes. Egbert d. in 83G, leaving by Redburgha, his wife, two 

sons and one dau., viz.: 

Ethelwolf, his successor. 

Athelstan, who had Kent and Essex. 
Editha, Abbess of Polesworth, in Warwickshire. 

The eldest son, 

Ethelwolf, succeeded his father in the throne of Wessex, and though 

litter to wear the cowl than wield the sceptre, evinced much courage and 

activity when the moment of action called his energies out. In his time 

the Danes renewed their incursions, but suffered defeat and great 

slaughter, and at length disheartened by their losses, retired from the 

shores of Britain. Ethelwolf d. in 858, and was buried at Winchester, 

leaving by Osburgha, his first wife, dau. of Oslac the Thane, Grand 

Butler of England, 

i. Ethi-lbald, Kmg of Wessex, who m. his father’s widow, Judith, dau. 
of Charles the Bald, King of Erance, but the union scandalizing the 
people, Ethelbald consented to a separation. He d. in 860. 

n. Ethelbeet, King of Wessex, d. in 866, and was buried at Sherborne, 
in. Etueleed, King of Wessex, whose reign was disturbed by the in¬ 

vasion of the Danes. In a conflict with them at Basing, he received 
a death wound, in 871. His son Elhelwald, who opposed the right 
of his cousin, Edward the Elder, to the throne, was slain in battle,

i. Elswitha, who m. Burrhed, King of Mercia, and d. a Nun, in 889. 

The youngest son, 

Alfred, surnamed the Great, was born at Wantage, in 849, and by his 

ever memorable achievements as a warrior, patriot, and legislator, 

proved the brightest ornament of the race of Cerdic. This illustrious 

monarch, who ascended the throne at the death of his brother Ethelred, 

rescued his country from slavery, enacted admirable laws, restored 

learning, and laid the foundation of the English constitution. The 

general historian dwells on his reign with delight, and all writers 

combine in awarding to Alfred every great and good quality that could 

dignify or adorn a prince. Keightley compares him to Marcus Aurelius, 

Mirabeau esteems Charlemagne inferior, and Voltaire maintains that 

there never existed on the earth a man more worthy of posterity’s 

respect. 

According to Mathew of Westminster, and Ingulphus, Alfred died in 

900, but Robert of Gloucester fixes the date a year later. The will 

of Alfred is deserving of notice, from the interesting information it 

affords as to the transmission of property among the Saxons. A Latin 

but very faulty translation is given in Wise’s Asser, p. 74. A more 

accurate version has been made by Manning, from the original in 

the Register of Newminster, and is deposited in the library of Mr. 

As tie. 

By Elswitha, his wife, dau. of Ethelred the Great, Ealdoman of 

Mercia, Alfred left two surviving sons, and three daughters, viz.: 

r. Edward, his successor. 

ii. Ethelwald, b. iu 880, who received from his father a learned education, 
and (/. in 022. His sons were Turketel, Chancellor to King EJred, 
and Abbot of Croyland, if. in 975, and Ethelwin aud Edwin, who both 
perished at the celebrated battle of Brnnanburg. 

J. Ethelfleda, m. to Ethelred, Duke of Mercia. This princess, whose mascu¬ 
line virtues aud martial exploits are celebrated iu the highest strains of 
panegyric by our ancient historians, administere i the government of 
Mercia, alter the death of her husband, with great ability, and cordially 
supported her brother Edward in his operations against the common 
enemy, the Dane. “ The Lady of Mercia,” as this illustrious princess 
was called, d. in 920, leaving an only child, 

Elfwina, who was dispossessed of her territories, and sent an 
honourable captive into Wessex, by her uncle Edward. She m. a 
West Saxon nobleman, 

t. Ethelgiva, Abbess of Shaftesbury. 
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nr. Alfritlia, to whose accomplishments and estimable qualities Asser bears 
hono .cable testimony. Alfred bequeathed to her a hundred pounds 
and three manors. This princess in. Baldwin II., Count of Flanders, 
and was great-great-great-grandmother of 

Baldwin V., Count of Flanders, whose dau. Matilda was consort 

of William the Conqueror. 

The elder son and successor of Alfred the Great was, 

Edward, surnamed the Elder, whose right to the throne was opposed 

by his cousin Ethelwald, claiming as representative of Ethelred, the 

brother of the late monarch. Edward, aided by his heroic sister, the 

Lad}' of Mercia, defeated the Danes, and acquired more real power than 

had ever been possessed by his predecessors. He d. in 925, having been 

thrice married. His first wife was the dau. of a Neatherd, and was 

called Egwina. Of her, Malmesbury, on the faith of an ancient ballad, 

gives a romantic narrative. Her superior beauty, even in childhood, 

had attracted admiration : and a fortunate dream was said to portend 

that she would prove the mother of a powerful monarch. This report 

excited the curiosity of the lady who had nursed the children of Alfred. 

She took Egwina to her house, and educated her as one of her own 

family. When the Etheling Edward casually visited his former nurse, 

he saw the daughter of the neatherd, and was captivated with her 

beauty. A son, Athelstan, and a daughter, Editha, were the fruit of 

their mutual affection. From this very doubtful story, it has been in¬ 

ferred that these children were illegitimate; but the force of the in¬ 

ference is weakened by the testimony of a contemporary poetess, who; 

in mentioning the birth of Athelstan, alludes to the inferior descent of 

his mother, but at the same time calls her the partner of Edward’s 

throne.*" The son, Athelstan, succeeded to the crown at the death of 

his father : the dau. Editha to. Sihtric, Danish Duke of Northumbria, 

and had two sons, Godfrid and Anlaff. 

Edward the Elder’s second wife was Elfreda, dau. of Earl Ethelhelm, 

and by her he had 

Edward, who d. s.p. 
Edwin, who perished at sea. The traditionary ballads, consulted by 

Malmesbury, attribute his death to the jealousy of the king, but 
Athelstan appears rather to have deplored his death as a calamity, than 
to have regretted it as a crime.

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Egvina, wlio m., first, Charles the Simple, King of France, and was by 
him mother of a son Louis, and a dau. Giselle, first wife of the Norman 
Eollo.

Ethelheld, a Nun at Wilton. 
Ethelda, m. to Hugh the Great, Count of Paris. 
Editha, who m. the Emperor Otto I. 
Egiva, m. to a prince whose name is not recorded, but whose dominions 

lay among the Alps. 
Edburga, a Nun at Winchester. 
Elgiva, Tti. to Louis, Prince of Aquitaine. 

Edward the Elder’s third wife was Edgiva, dau. of the Earl Sigellinc, 

Lord of Meapham, Culings, and Lenham, in Kent, and the issue of this 

marriage were three sons : 

Edmund, who succeeded his brother Athelstan. 
Edred, successor to Edmund. 
Elfred, who was the especial favourite of his father, and was made by 

him co-partner in the kingdom. He d. young, and was buried at 
Winchester. 

Edward d. in 925, and was succeeded by his eldest son, 

Athelstan, first monarch of England, then about thirty years of age. 

This renowned prince, who by the splendid victory of Brunanburgh, 

crushed his enemies, and achieved the sovereignty of the whole island, 

had the glory of establishing what has ever since been called the king¬ 

dom of England. He d. in 941, and was succeeded by his brother, 

Edmund the Elder, who was crowned at Kingston. His reign, a 

vigorous one, endured only six years. Id 945, at a banquet given in 

celebration of the feast of St. Augustine, he was stabbed by a noted 

outlaw, Leolf. 

Edmund had married Elgiva, a princess of exemplary piety, and left 

two sons, Edivy and Edgar, of whom presently, as kings of England. 

At the decease of Edmund, the childhood of his sons rendered them 

incapable of directing the government, and in an assembly of the pre¬ 

lates, thanes, and vassal princes, their uncle, 

Edred, was chosen king, and rendered his reign remarkable, for the 

final subjugation of Northumbria. He d. in 955, and was buried at 

Winchester. His nephew and successor, 

Edwy the Fair, ascended the throne by the unanimous voice of the 

witan. This prince, who by his tyrannical proceedings, the immorality 

of his private life, his connection with Elgiva, and the hostility lie bore 
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to the famous St. Dunstan, abbot of Glastonbury, alienated the affec¬ 

tions of his subjects, d. in 959, and was succeeded by his brother, 

Edgar the Peaceful, one of the most distinguished monarchs in the 

early annals of England, and perhaps the most powerful. The Saxon 

Chronicles relate, that in 973, he received, at Chester, the homage of 

eight princes: Kenneth, of Scotland ; Malcolm, of Cumberland; Mac 

Orric, of Anglesey, and the Isles; Iukil, of Westmorland; Jago, 

of Galloway; and ITowel, Dyfnwal, and Griffith of Wales; and they 

farther narrate how the ceremony was opened by a splendid proces¬ 

sion by water on the Dee, wherein the royal barge was rowed by the 

vassal kings. 

Edgar to., first, Elfleda, dau. of Ordmer, a nobleman of East Anglia, 

by whom he had a son, Edward, his successor; and, secondly, 

Elfrida, dau. of Ordgar, Earl of Devon, by whom he had another son, 

Ethelred. 

This great and good king, d. in 975. His eldest son, 

Edward the Martyr, whose virtues promised a prosperous reign, fell 

a victim to the ambition of his step-mother, Elfrida, who caused him 

to be stabbed by an assassin, when in the act of drinking a cup of mead 

at her door. This event occurred in 978, and the prelates and thanes, 

in the absence of any other claimants, were compelled to bestow the 

crown on the son of the murderess, 

Ethelred II., surnamed the Unready, whose coronation was per¬ 

formed at Kingston, on the 14th April. This monarch, who possessed 

neither the spirit nor the ability of his predecessors, endeavoured by large 

sums of money to purchase the departure of the Danes. This expe¬ 

dient only increased the depredations of that marauding people, and in 

1013, unable to resist their continued hostility, Ethelred fled to Nor¬ 

mandy. He returned, however, shortly after, and d. in 1016. He to. 

1st, in 984, Elgiva, dau. of Thorold, an English Thane, and by her (who 

d. in 1003), was father Avith other issue, of Edmund, his heir, and Edwy, 

slain by the orders of Canute. Ethelred to. 2ndly, in 1003, Emma, 

called for her beauty, “ the Pearl of Normandy,” dau. of Richard I., 

Duke of that province, and by her (who to. 2ndly, King Canute), had 

two sons: 

Alfred, slain by Earl Godwin. 
Edavaiui, who ascended the throne at the deatli of Hardy Canute, in 
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1011, and is known in history as “ the Confessor." This prince, edu¬ 
cated at the Court of his kinsman, the Duke of Normandy, imbibed 
a strong regard for that country, and thus, by the encouragement 
he extended to the Normans, prepared the kingdom for the advent 
of those enterprising soldiers. He m. Editha, daughter of Earl 
Godwin, and sister of Harold II., King of England, but d. without 
issue, 5 Jan., 106G, being the last Saxon King of the ancient blood 
royal of Cerdic. At his demise, the crown was usurped by his brother- 
in-law Harold, who fell at the battle of Hastings, the 14th of the 
October following; when William of Normandy, by right of con¬ 
quest, ascended the throne. 

Ethelred’s eldest son, 

Edmund II., called “ Ironside,'' from his hardy valour, made a bold 

and successful effort to sustain the falling fortunes of his House, but his 

reign lasted for too brief a period. In 1017, he was murdered at the 

instigation of his brother-in-law Edric, styled by Speed, “ a very com¬ 

pound of treasons.” Edmund Ironside on. Algita, widow of Segeferth, 

a Danish Thane, and left two sons, 

Edwin or Edmuno, who, with his brother, fled from England, and was 
protected and educated by Solomon, King of Hungary. He subse¬ 
quently married that monarch’s daughter Agatha, but died s. p. 

Edward, surnamed “ the Outlaw," who resided at the Court of Hungary, 
until recalled by the Coufessor to his native country, lie survived 
his coming but one month, and d. at London in 1057, leaving, by 
Agatha, his wife, dau. of Henry II., Emperor of Germany, one son and 
two daughters, viz.: 

Edgar Atueling, who m. Margaret, sister of Malcolm III., King of 
Scotland, but died s. p. 1110. 

Christiana, a Nun. 
Margaret, who m. Malcolm III., King of Scotland, and d. in 1093, 

leaving with other issue (for which see Royal Descent of Scotland), 
a son and two daughters, viz.: 

David, King of Scotland. 
Matilda, Queen of Henry I., King of England. 
Mary, who in. Eustace, Earl of Boulogne, and was mother of 

Matilda, consort of Stephen, King of England. 
Ot Margaret, Queen of Scotland, the heiress of our Saxon lloyal 

Line, Sir AValter Scott gives the following description: “ She did 
all iu her power, and influenced as far as possible the mind of her 
husband to relieve the distresses of her Saxon countrymen, of high 
or low degree, assuaged their afflictions, and was zealous in pro¬ 
tecting those who had been involved in the ruin which the battle 
of Hastings brought on the lioyal House of Edward the Con¬ 
fessor. The gentleness and mildness of temper proper to this 
amiable woman, probably also the experience of her prudence and 
good sense, had great weight with Malcolm, who, though preserv¬ 
ing a portion of the ire and ferocity belonging to the king of a 
wild people, was far from being insensible to the suggestions of 
his amiable consort. He stooped his mind to hers on religious 
matters, adorned her favourite books of devotion w ith rich bind¬ 
ings, and was often seen to kiss and pay respect to the volumes 
which he was unable to read.” 
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Stephen of Blois, Count of Boulogne, who seized upon the throne at 

the death of Henry I, and was crowned by William, Archbishop of Can¬ 

terbury, 22 Dec., 1135, was a younger son of Stephen, Count of Blois, by 

Adela, his wife, dau. of William the Conqueror. He pretended that 

the deceased monarch had expressed an intention that he should follow 

him on the throne, and he sustained this feeble claim by the most 

dauntless energy and coui’age. At length, after many changes of for¬ 

tune, Stephen having lost his son, Eustace, entered into a compact with 

Henry Plantagenet, son of his rival, the Empress Maud, by which it 

was agreed that Stephen should enjoy the throne in peace, during his 

life, and that Henry should succeed him. 

Gello, a prince of the Northmen, who invaded Normandy under 

Hollo the Dane, was the first Count of Blois, being so created by Charles 

lice Simple. He cl. in 928, leaving a son, 

Theobald I., Count of Blois, who m. the sister of the Emperor Con¬ 

rad, arid was succeeded by his eldest son, 

Eudes, Count of Blois, Chartres, Tourain, Brie, and Champaigne, 

a turbulent noble of his time, slain at Lorraine, in 1033. He m. 1st 

Emelia, dau. of the Emperor Conrad II., and 2ndly, Matilda, dau. of 

Bichard I., Duke of Normandy. 

His eldest son, 

Theobald II., Count of Blois, Chartres, and Tourain, was defeated 

and slain in battle near Tours, by Godfrey Martel, Count of Anjou, A.D. 

1043 ; and as he left no issue, his inheritance devolved on his brother, 

Stephen, Count of Blois, Champaigne, Chartres, and Tourain, a 

crusader under Godfrey dc Bouillon, who fell, gallantly fighting against 
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the Infidels, at Rames, in 1101. He m. Adela, the favourite dau. of 

William the Conqueror, King of England, and had issue: 

r. Theobald III., Count of Blois, and 3rd Count Palatine of Champaigne, 
who m. Matilda, a German Princess, and dying in 1151, left with 
several daughters, of whom Alisa was third wife of Louis VII. of 
France, four sons, viz. : 

1. Henry, Count of Champaigne and Brie, a crusader, m. Marv, 
dau. of Louis VII., King of France, and left with a dau. 
Mary, m. to Baldwin Count of Flanders, Emperor of Con¬ 
stantinople, two sons, viz.: 

Henry II., Palatine of Champaigne and Brie, accompanied 
Philip Augustus and Bichard Coeur de Lion, to Palestine, 
and was made King of Jerusalem. He d. at his palace at 
Acre, in 1196, leaving by Isabel, his wife, widow of Conrad, 
Margrave of Montferrat, two daus. ; the elder, wife of 
Hugh, King of Cyprus, and the younger, of Heyrard, 
Count of Brienne. 

Theobald, Palatine of Champaigne? m. Blanca, sister and heir 
of Sanctius VII., King of Navarre, and became in conse¬ 
quence King of that country. He d. in 1201, leaving with 
two daus , Blanca, wife of Odo, Duke of Meran,and Beatrice, 
wife of Hugh IV., Duke of Burgundy, a son and successor, 

Theobald I., King of Navarre and Count of Champaigne, 
whose son, Henry I., King of Navarre, and Count of 
Champaigne, left at his decease in 1274, an onlydau.aiul 
heiress, Johanna, wife of Philip IV., King of France. 

2. TnEOBALD IV., Count of Blois and Chartres, Seneschal of France ; 
(I. at the siege of Acre, 1190, leaving by Alisa, his wife, dau. of 
Louis VII., King of France, several children who all d. issueless, 
excepting one dau , who became Countess of Blois, and m. 
Gautier, Lord of Avesnes, in Hainault, by whom she left an 
only dau. and heir, Mary, m. to Hugh de Cuastillon, Count 
of St. Paul. 

3. Stephen, Count of Sancerre. 
4. William, Cardinal Archbishop of Rheims. 

ii. Stephen, Count of Bullogne and Mortaign, King of England,

Lupus, but d. s. p. Maud and her husband were amongst the victims 
of the memorable shipwreck wherein the king’s sous William and 
Richard perished. 

Stephen, King of England, m. Maud, dau. of Eustace, Count of 

Boulogne, by Mary, his wife, dau. of Malcolm III., King of Scotland, 

and his Queen Margaret, the heiress of the Saxon Royal Line. Of this 

alliance there was issue, two sons and a dau., viz.: 

Eustace, Count of Boulogne, m. Constace, dau. of Louis VI., King of 
France, but il. s.p. in 1152. 

William, also d. s. p. 
Mary, who m. Matthew, son of Theodoric, of Alsatia, Count of Flanders, 

and left a dau. Ida, Countess of Boulogne, who m. four times. 1st, 
Matthew of Tulli; 2udly, Er -hard, Count of G lelders ; 3rdly, Berthold, 
Duke of Zarengen ; and 4thly, Reinald ofDammartin. 

King Stephen died 25th Oct. 1154, and was buried at Feversham, in 

Kent.

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This monarch, b. in 1133, son of Geoffrey Plantagenet, Count of 

Anjou, by Maud, his wife, widow of the Emperor Henry IV., and dau. 

and heir of HENRir I., King of England, ascended the throne at the 

death of King Stephen, in 1154, and was crowned 19th Dec., 1155. He 

inherited a greater extent of territory than had ever been held by an 

English sovereign, which he still further increased by the conquest of 

Ireland and Brittany, and by his marriage in 1151, with Eleanor, the 

divorced Queen of Louis VII. of France, and the richly portioned dau. 

and heiress of William V., Duke of Aquitaine, and Count of Poictou. 

Henry II. was styled “Rex Angliae, Dux Normannise et Aquitanige.” 

By this Princess, who d. 26 June, 1202, Henry had issue:

land, in 1170. This prince, who broke out into open revolt agaiust 
his father, m.

in. Richard, successor to the throne (see RicnAito I.). 
iv. Geoffrey, Earl of Bretagne, b. in 1158, accidentally slain in a tourna¬ 

ment at Paris, in 1185. He m. Constance, dau. of Conan la Petit, 
Earl of Richmond, and Duke of Brittany, and left a posthumous son, 
and a dau., viz.: 

Arthur, put to death by his uncle, King John, 3 April, 1203.

j. Matilda, b. in 1156, who m. Henry the Lion of Saxony, and had issue, 
1. H enry, Longus, of Zelle, who became Count Palatine of the

2. Olio, Duke of Brunswick, elected Emperor in 1193, d. in 1218. 
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3. William, surnamed of Winchester, from the place of his birth. 
This prince, b. in 1184, was one of the hostages for the pay¬ 
ment of the ransom of his uncle Richard Coeur de Lion. He 
m. Helen, dau. of Waldemar I., King of Denmark, and left at 
his decease in 1213, an only sou, 

Otiio, surnamed Piter, who, at the death of his uncle Henry 
of Zelle, laid claim to Brunswick as heir male, in opposition 
to that prince’s daughters, and establishing his right by the 
sword, was created by the Emperor Frederick II., Dure of 
Brunswick Lunenburgii. He in. Matilda, daughter of 
Albert II., Elector of Brandenburg, and dying in 1252, was 
succeeded by his eldest son, 

Albert the Great, Duke of Brunswick, a renowned soldier, 
who, at the head of the Bohemians and Brunswiekers, de¬ 
feated a powerful army of Hungarians, and captured their 
king. In 1258 he took the fortress of Asseburg after three 
years’ siege, and also acquired by conquest the lordship of 
Wolfenbuttel. His successful career terminated in 1279. 
From him directly descended the Dukes of Brunswick, 

and the Electors of Hanover, as will be shown here¬ 
after.

PLANTAGENET. 

The Royal House of Plantagenet derived its surname, acccording to 

Rapin, from the following circumstance: “ Fulk the Great, Count of 

Anjou, being stung with remorse for some wicked action, in order to 

atone for it, went a pilgrimage to Jerusalem, and was scourged before 

the Holy Sepulchre with broom twigs — ‘plants de genet,’ which grew 

in great plenty there.” Earlier authorities, however, assign for origin 

of the appellation, the custom of Geoffrey, Count of Anjou, who bore 

a full-blossomed branch of the yellow broom (Planta-genistce), as a 

plume in his helm. The first Count of all Anjou was 

Fulk the Red, who d. in 938, and whose son, 

Fulk II., surnamed the Good, succeeded to the country of Anjou, 

at the death, in battle, of his eldest brother, Ingelger. By Gervcrga, 

his wife, he was father of

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Geoffrey I., surnamed Grisegonelle, who received in requital of his 

gallant services against the Emperor Otho, a grant from King Robert, 

of the dignified office of Seneschal of France. He to. Adelais, of Yer- 

mandois, dau. of Robert, Count of Troyes, and dying 21 July, 9S7, was 

succeeded by his son, 

Folk III., surnamed the Black, Count of Anjou, whose dau. 

Ermengard, heiress of her brother Geoffrey Martel, Count of Anjou, 

to. Geoffrey, surnamed Ferole, Count of Gastinois, and was mother 

of 

Fulk IV., surnamed the Rude, who succeeded as Count of Anjou, at 

the decease, in prison, of his elder brother, Geoffrey the Bearded. Fulk 

d. 14 April, 1106, leaving a dau. Ermengard; TO. 1st, to William, Duke 

of Aquitaine, and secondly, to Alan III., Count of Bretaign, and a son, 

Fulk V., Count of Anjou, who to. 1st, Ermengard, dau. and heir of 

Helias, Count of Maine, and had by her, 

Geoffrey, bis heir. 

Helias, Count of Mayenne, whose dau. and heir, Mary, m. John I., Count 
of Alengon. 

Sibylla, m. 1st, to William of Normandy, Count of Flanders, and 2ndly, 
to Theodore, of Alsatea, Count of Flanders. 

Fulk to. 2ndly, Melesend, dau. of Baldwin II., King of Jerusalem, 

and became King himself at the death of his father-in-law. His eldest 

son, by his first wife, 

Geoffrey Plantagenet, Count of Anjou, to. 3 April, 1127, the 

Empress Maud, widow of the Emperor Henry IV., and dau. and 

heiress of Henry I., King of England, and had by her, who d. 10 Sep., 

1167, a son and successor, 

Hunry, Count of Anjou, who ascended the throne as Henry II. 

Geoffrey Plantagenet, a Prince of great j ustice and charity, d. in Sept. 

1150, and was buried at Mans, in St. Julian’s church. 
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Richard “ Occur dc Lion ” so celebrated as a soldier of the cross, was 

b. in 1157, ascended the throne in 1189, and d. in 1199, having been 

slain by an arrow from the castle of Chalons, which he had invested. 

His consort, by whom he had no issue, was Berengaria, the lovely 

daughter of Sancho the Wise, King of Navarre. 

The Royal House of Navarre, the parent stem from which issued the 

Kings of Arragon, Castile, and Leon, derived in the female line from 

Aznar, who was the first Sovereign Count of Arragon after the deliver¬ 

ance of that country from the Moorish yoke. 

Sancho the Wise, m. Beatrice dau. of Aljihonso, King of Castile, and 

had three children, viz., 

i. Sancho the Strong, celebrated by the Provencal poets for his exploits 
against the Moors. He d. s. p. 

ii. Berengaria, consort of Richard Cceur deLion. 
hi. Blanche, who m. the Troubadour Prince, TJiibaut, Count of Cliam- 

paigne, and d. leaving a son, 
Thibault, Count of Champaigne, who became heir of his uncle, 

Sancho the Strong, and of his aunt, Berengaria, and was even¬ 
tually King of Navarre. 

After the death of King Richard, Berengaria fixed her residence at 

Mans, in the Orleannois, and passed her latter years in pious retire¬ 

ment within the walls of the stately Abbey of L’Espan, which she had 

founded. “From early youth to her grave,” says Miss Strjckland> 

“ Berengaria manifested devoted love for Richard ; uncomplaining when 

deserted by him, forgiving when he returned, and faithful to his memory 

unto death, the royal Berengaria, Queen of England, though never in 

England, little deserves to be forgotten by any admirer of feminine 

and conjugal virtue.”

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This monarch was b. 24 Dec., 11C0, and crowned 27 May, 1199, being 

styled “ Rex Angliae et Dominus Hibernise.” He to. 1st, Avisa, dau. 

and heiress of William, Earl of Gloucester, who was son of Robert 

de Mellent, natural son of King Henry the First, but this lady he 

subsequently divorced, and to. 2ndly Isabella, dau. and heir of Aymer 

Taillefer, Count of Angouleme, by Alice, his wife, dau. of Peter, Lord of 

Courtnay, 5th son of Lewis le Gros, King of France. 

By maternal descent, Isabella shared the blood of the Capetian 

sovereigns, and from her father she inherited the beautiful province 

of the Angoumois, situated in the very heart of Aquitaine. Her mar¬ 

riage to John of England was solemnized at Bordeaux, in 1200, and 

its issue consisted of two sons and three daus., viz.: 

i. Henky, who ascended the throne as third of his name. 
it. Richaed, Duke of Cornwall, Lin 1208, created in 1225 Earl of Poic- 

tiers, and elected King of the Romans in 1256. He m. 1st, Isabel, 
dau. of William Marshall, Earl of Pembroke, and widow of Gilbert 
de Clare, Earl of Gloucester, and, by her, was father of 

Henry, b. in 1235, who was slain by Guy and Simon, sons of 
Simon, Earl of Leicester. 

The King of the Romans m. 2ndly, Sancha, dau. and coheir of Ray¬ 
mond Berenger, Count of Provence, and by her had 

Edmund, Earl of Cornwall, who m. Margaret, dau. of Robert 
de Clare, Earl of Gloucester, but d. s. p. 

Richard, slain at the siege of Kenwick, in 1296. 
The King of the Romans m. 3rdly, Beatrice, niece of Conrad, Elec¬ 

tor of Cologne, but by her he had no issue. Of his illegitimate 
children, the eldest, Richard de Cornwall, was ancestor of the 
Cornwalls, Barons of Burford, in Shropshire, and of the Corn- 
walls of Berrington, Moccas and Bredwardine, co. Hereford, and 
Delbury, co. Worcester. 

in. Joan, m. Alexander II. King of Scotland, but d, s. p. 
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iv. Eleanora, who m. 1st, William, Earl of Pembroke, and 2ndly, Simon 
Mont fort, Farl of Leicester, and had issue only by the latter, who 
was slain at Evesham, in 1205, viz. : 

1. Henry, who fell at Evesham, leading the van of the Baronial 
army. 

2. Simon, Earl of Bigoore, ancestor of the Montforts of France. 
3. Guy, who is said to have become Count of Angleria, in Italy, 

and to have been progenitor of the Montfort3 of Norway, 
and of the Counts of Campobachi, of Naples. 

4. Kichard, who is stated to have remained in England in privacy, 
under the name of Wellsburne. 

5. Eleanor, m. 3 Oct., 1271, to Llewelyn ap Griffith, King of 
North Wales, and d. in 1280, leaving an only dau. aud 
heiress, the Princess Catharine. 

v. Isabella, l. 1214, m. Frederick II. Emperor of Germany, and had two 
daughters: 

1. Margaret, wife of Albert Degener, Llangrave of Thuringia, and 
Margrave of Misma, by whom she was mother of 

Frederick, Margrave of Meissen and Thuringia, direct 
ancestor of the Koyal House of Saxe, and of H.K.H. 

Prince Albert, the late Prince Consort (see 
the Koyal Descent of the House of Saxe Gotha). 

2. Agnes, m. to Conrad, of Thuringia. 

After the deatli of King John, Isabella retired to her native city of 

Angouleme, and in about three years after, according to Matthew of 

Westminster, “ took to her husband Iter former spouse,* Hugh le Brun, 

Count dc la Marche,” and d. in 124G, leaving by him several sons, of 

whom the eldest, Hugh dc Lusignan, succeeded his father as Count de la 

Marche and Angouleme. 

# This expression refers to the fact of Isabella’s betrothmeut to the Count 
de la Marche, before her marriage with King John. 
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Henry III., b. at Winchester, 10th Oct., 120G, succeeded his father, as 

King of England, in 1210, being styled “ Rex Anglire, Dominus Hibernia) 

et Dux Acquitaniae.” He on., in 1236, Eleanor, 2nd dau. and cob. of 

Raymond Berenger, Count of Provence, grandson of Alfonso, King of 

Arragon. Berenger was the last and most illustrious of the royal 

Provenjal Counts; and, even had he not been the sovereign of the land 

of song, his own verses would have entitled him to a distinguished rank 

among the Troubadour poets. His consort, Beatrice, dau. of Thomas, 

Count of Savoy, was scarcely less celebrated for learning and literary 

taste. Of these illustrious parents, the eldest daughter, Marguerite, be¬ 

came the wife of St. Louis, King of France, and the Second, Eleanor, 

wedded Henry III. of England, on the 4th Jan., 1236. Piers of Lang- 

toft thus commemorates the Royal Lady :— 

Henry, our King, at Westminster took to wife 
The Earl’s daughter of Provence, the fairest May in life ; 
Her name is Elinor, of gentle nurture ; 
Beyond the sea there was no such creature. 

By this famous beauty, Henry had issue :

1. Arthur, who inherited the Dukedom of Brittany. He m. twice : 
by his second wife he was father of John, Count of Montfort, 
whose son, John de Dreux, Earl of Richmond, in. Mary, 
dau. of Kiug Edward III. ( see post, Edward III;). By his 
first wife he had a son, 

John de Dreux, Duke of Brittany, succeeded to the 
Earldom of Richmond, in 1334, but d s. i. iu 1341.

Henry III. d. 16 Nov., 1272. His widow survived him nineteen 

years, dying at the Nunnery of Ambresbury, 24 June, 1291. 
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Descendants. 

Edmund Plantagenet, surnaraed CroucKbaek, Earl of Lancaster, second 

son of King Henry III., was born at London, in February, 1245, and 

when he had attained his eighth year, was solemnly invested by the 

Pope in the kingdom of Sicily and Apulia. About this time too, 

a.d. 1253, he was made Earl of Chester. But neither of these honours 

turned out eventually of much value, for the real King of Sicily, Con¬ 

rad, was then living; and the Earldom of Chester was transferred to 

the Prince’s elder brother, Edward, afterwards Edward I. He soon 

obtained, however, both possessions and dignities, for upon the for¬ 

feiture of Simon de Montfort, Earl of Leicester, the King, by charter, 

1274, granted him the Earldom of Leicester, as also the honour and 

stewardship of England; with the lands likewise of Nicolas de Se- 

grave, an associate in the treason of Montfort. And the next ensuing 

year he had another grant from the crown of all the goods and 

chattels whereof Robert de Ferrers, Earl of Derby, was possessed upon 

the day of the skirmish at Chesterfield. He subsequently had grants 

of the honour of Derby, with the castles, manors, and lands, of the said 

Robert de Ferrers; and the honour of Leicester, with all the lands of 

Simon de Montfort, late Earl of Leicester, to hold to himself and the 

heirs of his body. About the 54th Henry III. the Earl went into the 

Holy Land, and returned within two years. In the reign of Edward I. 

he was in the Scottish wars, and had the grants which lie had received 

from his father confirmed, with additional castles, manors, and lands of 

great extent. In the 21st of that reign he procured license from the 

crown to make a castle of his house, in the parish of St. Clement’s 

Danes, in the county of Middlesex, called the Savoy, and he also founded 

the Nunnery, called the Minoresses, without Aldgate, in the suburbs of 

4 
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London. He was afterwards in the Welsh wars; and then proceeded 

to France, being sent with the Earl of Lincoln, and twenty-six ban¬ 

nerets, into Gascony. He eventually invested Bordeaux, but not suc¬ 

ceeding in its reduction, he was so affected by the disappointment, that 

it brought on a disease which terminated his life in the year 1295. 

The Prince’s remains were brought over to England, and honourably 

interred in Westminster Abbey. Upon his death-bed he directed 

“ that his body should not be buried ’till his debts were paid.” He 

married, first, Aveltne (daughter of William de Fortibus, Earl of Albe¬ 

marle), Countess of Holderness, heir to her father, and by her mother, 

Countess of Devon and the Isle of Wight; but this great heiress d. 

the following year, without issue. Lancaster to., secondly, Blanche, 

daughter of Bobert, Earl of Artois (third son of Lewis VIII., King of 

France), and widow of Henry, King of Navarre, by whom he had sur¬ 

viving issue, 

Thomas, his successor. 

Henry, of whom hereafter, as restored Earl of Lancaster. 

His Highness was s. by his elder son. 

Thomas Plantagenet, Earl of Lancaster, Steward of England, who, 

26th Edward I., doing homage, and being then esteemed of full age, 

had livery of his lands, except the dowry of Blanche, his mother; and 

thereupon marched into Scotland, the King himself being in the expe¬ 

dition. The Earl, who was hereditary sheriff of Lancashire, substituted 

Ptichard de Hoghton, his deputy in that office. For the remainder of 

this reign the Earl of Lancaster was constantly employed in the wars of 

Scotland. In the 4th Edward II., having married Alice, only daughter 

and heiress of Henry de Lacy, Earl of Lincoln, he had livery of the 

Castle of Denbigh, and other lands of her inheritance ; his homage for 

them being performed the ensuing year, in the presence of divers 

bishops, earls and barons, and other of the King’s council, in a certain 

chamber within the house of the Friars Preachers, in London. The 

Earl bore the title of Earl of Lincoln, in right of this lady: after his 

decease she married Eubolo le Strange, who d. s. p., and, thirdly, Hugh 

le Frene; the which Eubolo and Hugh are deemed by many writers 

to have been Earls of Lincoln. The said Alice styled herself Countess 

of Lincoln and Salisbury, and d. issueless in 1348. In the 5th Ed¬ 

ward II., the Earl of Lancaster joined the confederation against 

Piers Gaveston, and was made their general by the nobles and great 

personages, who had united for a redress of grievances. It is said that 
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his father-in-law, Henry de Lacy, Earl of Lincoln, had charged him 

upon his death-bed to maintain the quarrel against Gaveston, and that 

thereupon he joined with the Earl of Warwick, and caused the favour¬ 

ite to be put to death. From this period he was never fully restored 

to the confidence of the King, but was esteemed the great champion of 

the popular party, in whose cause he eventually laid down his life; for 

taking up arms against the Spencers, he was made prisoner in a skir¬ 

mish at Boroughbridge, and being thence conveyed to Pontefract, was 

beheaded on a plain without the town (where a beautiful church was 

afterwards erected in honour of his memory), in April, 1321. Bug- 

dale details the event that immediately preceded the Earl’s untimely 

death, thus—“That being come to Boroughbridge, he there found Sir 

Andrew de Harcla, warden of Carlisle and the Marches, and Sir Simon 

Ward, sheriff of Yorkshire, ready to encounter him. Where relating to 

Harcla his just quarrel to the Spencers, he (the Earl) promised him, if 

he would favour his cause, to give him one of those five earldoms which 

he had in possession; and that Harcla refusing, he told him he would 

soon repent it, and that he should die a shameful death (as it 

afterwards happened). Also, that Harcla, then causing his archers to 

shoot, the fight began, in which many of this Earl’s party being slain, 

he betook himself to chapel, refusing to yield to Harcla, and looking 

to the crucifix, said, ‘ Good Lord, I render myself to tliee, and put myself 

into tliy mercy.’ Also, that they then took off his coat armour, and put¬ 

ting upon him one of his men’s livei’ies, carried him by water to York, 

where they threw balls of dirt at him. Moreover, that from thence 

they brought him back to the King at Pontefract Castle, and there put 

him in a tower, towards the abbey, which he had newly made. Like¬ 

wise, that soon after, being brought into the hall, he had sentence of 

death, by these justices:—Aymer, Earl of Pembroke, Edmund, Earl of 

Kent, John de Bretaigne, and Sir Robert Malmethorpe, who pi’onounced 

the judgment. Whereupon, saying, ‘ Shall I die without answer?’ a 

certain Gascoigne took him away, and put a pill’d broken hood on his 

head, and set him on a lean white jade, without a bridle ; and that then 

he added, ‘ King of Heaven, have mercy on me, for the king of earth 

nous ad guerthi.’ And that thus he was carried, some throwing pellets 

of dirt at him (having a Fryer-preacher for his confessor), to an hill 

without the town, where he kneeled down towards the east, until 

Hugin de Muston caused him to turn his face towards Scotland, and

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then a villain of London cut off his head. After which, the prior and 

monks obtaining his body from the King, buried it on the right hand of 

the high altar. The day of his death was certainty upon the Monday 

next preceding the Annunciation of the Blessed Virgin. Touching 

his merits,” continues the same authority, “there happened afterwards 

very great disputes: some thinking it fit that he should be accounted a 

saint, because he was so charitable, and so much an honour of the re¬ 

ligious; as also that he died in a just cause; but chiefly because his 

persecutors came within a short period to untimely ends. On the other 

side many there were who taxed him for adultery, in keeping of sundry 

women, notwithstanding he had a wife ; aspersing him likewise for 

cruelty in putting to death some persons for small offences; and pro¬ 

tecting some for punishment who were transgressors of the laws ; alleg¬ 

ing also that he was chiefly swayed by one of his secretaries ; and that 

he did not fight stoutly for justice, but fled, and was taken unarmed. 

Nevertheless many miracles were reported to have been afterwards 

wrought in the place where his corpse was buried ; much confluence of 

people coming thereto, in honour thereof, till the King, through the 

incitation of the Spensers, set guards to restrain them; whereupon 

they flocked to the place where he suffered death, and so much the 

more eagerly as endeavours had been used to restrain them, until a 

church was erected on the place where he suffered.” All the honours 

of this prince became forfeited under his attainder: yet his brother 

and heir, 

Henry Plantagenet, being a distinguished soldier in the Scottish 

wars, had livery of his lands in the 17th Edward II., and was restored 

to the dignity of Earl of Leicester. This prince was subsequently one 

of the leaders in the great confederacy which overturned the power 

of the Spencers, and deposed King Edward II. Upon the accession of 

Edward III., the Earl had the honour of girding him with the sword 

of knighthood, and as soon as the new monarch wTas crowned, he was 

appointed, the King being a minor, his guardian. After which, in the 

parliament begun at Westminster, the attainder against his brother being 

reversed, he was restored to all the lands of his father and brother, with 

the Earldoms of Lancaster and Leicester, and the same year (1st Ed¬ 

ward III.), he was constituted captain-general of all the King’s forces 

in the Marches of Scotland. The Earl to. Maud, daughter and heiress

Beaumont, of the late Gilbert Stapleton (whose widow is the 
Marchesa Stapleton-Bretherton), of the Beaumonts of Stough¬ 
ton Grange and Cole Orton, &c., of Sir John Henry Grkyii.le 
Smith, Bart. The Lady Eleanor m. 2udly, to Richard Eitz Alan, Earl 
of Arundel. 

Jane, m. to John, Lord Mowbray. 

Isabel, Prioress of Ambresbury. 
Mary, m. to Henry, Lord Percy. 

His lordship d. in 1345, and was succeeded by his son, 

Henry Plantagenet, who had considerable grants from the crown, 

and was created Earl of Derby (11th Edward III.). In the 15th 

Edward III. the Prince was in the wars of Scotland, being then the 

King’s lieutenant for the northern parts of England, and general of his 

army against the Scots. After this, as Earl of Derby (his father still 

alive), he became one of the first and most successful captains of the 

age, reducing no less than forty-six French cities and places of note to 

the dominion of the King of England, and taking immense treasure in 

gold. In the year of those great exploits his father died. He had after¬ 

wards a chief command at the siege of Calais, at which time he had, of his 

own retinue, eight hundred men-at-arms, and two thousand archers, with 

thirty banners, which cost him in hospitality a daily disbursement of 

one hundred pounds. In the 22nd Edward III., after having had pre¬ 

viously for his brilliant services extensive grants from the crown, he 

was made the King’s lieutenant in Flanders and France, and the next 

year was created, by letters patent, Earl of Lincoln, soon after which he 

was constituted the King’s lieutenant and captain-general in Poictou, 

made a Knight of the Garter, and created Duke of Lancaster. To the 

latter high dignity he was raised in full parliament, and invested with 

power to have a chancery in the county of Lancaster, and to enjoy all 

other liberties and royalties appertaining to a county palatine, in as 

ample a manner as the Earls of Chester did, in the county palatine of 

Chester. About this time, too, he was constituted admiral of the King’s 

whole fleet westward. The same year, having obtained license to goabroad

to fight against the infidels, he was surprised in his journey, and forced 

to pay a large ransom for his liberty: which surprisal having occurred 

through the Duke of Brunswick’s means, the English Prince expressed 

resentment in language so unmeasured, that the Duke sent him a chal¬ 

lenge, which being accepted, a day was appointed for the combat: but 

when it arrived, the Duke of Brunswick was so panic-struck, that he 

could not wield a shield, sword, or lance; while the Duke of Lancaster, 

with the most undaunted firmness, in vain awaited his attack. They 

were, however, afterwards reconciled by the interference of the French 

monarch; and thus the English Prince acquired great renown for per¬ 

sonal valour, while his adversary was covered with disgrace. The close 

of this heroic nobleman’s martial career was quite as splendid as its 

opening, and after a most brilliant course of achievements, he d. in 1360, 

deeply lamented by all classes of his countrymen, including his gallant 

companions in arms; he lived in one of the most glorious periods of 

English history, and he was himself one of the chief actors in that 

splendid era. The Prince married Isabel, daughter of Henry, Lord 

Beaumont, and left two daughters, his coheirs, viz.: 

Maud, 1st m. to Ralph, son and heir of Ralph, Lord Stafford, and 2ndly, 
to William, Duke of Zealand, but d. s. p. in 1362. 

Blanch, in. to John of G-aunt, Earl of Richmond, afterwards Duke of 
Lancaster, K.Q-., fourth son of King Edwabd III. 
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This monarch, b. 17 June, 1239, was crowned 19 Aug., 1274. He m. 

1st, in 1254, Eleanor, only child of Ferdinand III., King of Castile, by 

Johanna, Countess of Ponthieu, his wife, and by her, who d, in 1290,

Thomas Plantagenet, surnamed of Brotherton, Earl of Norfolk, 

eldest son of Edward I., by bis second Queen, Margaret, dan. of Philip 

III. or the Hardy, of France, was b. at Brotherton, in Yorkshire, anno 

1301, whence the surname “ de Brotherton,” and before he had attained 

his thirteenth year, was advanced, by special charter of his half brother, 

King Edward II., (at the dying request of his predecessor), dated 1G 

December, 1312, to all the honours which Roger le Bigod, some time 

Earl of Norfolk, and Marshal of England, did enjoy by the name of 

Earl, in the county of Norfolk, with all the castles, manors, and lands, 

which the said Roger possessed in England, Ireland, and Wales, which 

had become vested in the crown, by the surrender of the said Roger. 

But in some years afterwards, the King seized upon the marshalship in 

the Court of King’s Bench, because the Earl of Norfolk had failed to 

substitute some person on his behalf to attend the justices of that 

court, upon their journey into Lancashire ; he had, however, restitution 

of the high office upon paying a fine of £100. This prince was re¬ 

peatedly in the wars of Scotland, temp. Edward II. and Edward III., 

in the latter of which reigns he had a confirmation of the Earldom of 

Norfolk, and the office of Earl Marshal. He m. first, Alice, daughter 

of Sir Roger Halys, Ivnt., of Harwich, by whom lie had issue, 

Margaret, of whom hereafter. 

Alice, m. to Edward de Mont acute, and had a daughter, 
Joan, who m. William Ufford, Earl of Suffolk, and d. without issue. 

The prince m. 2ndly, Mary, daughter of William, Lord Roos, and 

widow of William le Brus, and had a son, 

John, who became a monk at the Abbey of Ely. 
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Thomas de Brotlierton, d. in 1338, when the Earldom of Norfolk be¬ 

came extinct. But his elder daughter and coheir, who eventually 

became sole heiress, 

The Lady Margaret Plantagenet, was created Duchess of Nor¬ 

folk for life, by King Richard II., on the 29th September, 1397. 

Her grace, at the time styled Countess of Norfolk, claimed the office 

of Earl Marshal at the coronation of that monarch, and prayed that she 

might execute the same by her deputy; but her claim was not allowed, 

owing to the want of sufficient time to investigate its merits, and the 

prior appointment for the occasion of Henry, Lord Percy. This illus¬ 

trious lady to. first, John, Lord Segrave, and had issue, 

Anne, Abbess of Barking. 

Elizabeth, m. John, Lord Mowbray, and bad, with other issue, Tho¬ 

mas de Mowbray, Duke op Norfolk, K.G., who bad, by Lady 
Elizabeth FitzAlan, his wife, two sons, Thomas and John, whose line 
became extinct, and two dans, (in their issue coheiresses), viz. : 

I. Margaret de Mowbray, who m. Sir Robert Howard, and had 
a son, John Howard, Duke of Norfolk, ancestor of the Dukes 

of Norfolk, theLonns Stourton and Petre (asheirs general), 
the Earls of Carlisle, Suffolk, Effingham, and Devon, and 
the Lords Suffikld, Arundell, and Clifford, who are thus 
all entitled to quarter the Plantagenet arms. Besides these, 
the Howards of Corby, the Howard-Vyses of Stoke, the 
Blounts of Maple Durham, &c., inherit the same distinction, as 
descendants of coheirs of Howard.

Edmund Plantagenet, surnamed of Woodstock, Earl of Kent, second 

son of Edward I., by his second Queen, was summoned to parliament 

as “Edmundo de Wodestok,” on the 5th August, 1320, about two years 

before lie attained majority. He had previously been in the wars of 

Scotland, and had obtained considerable territorial grants from the 

crown. In the next year he was created Earl of Kent, and had a grant 

of the castle of Okham, in the county of Rutland, and of shrievalty of 

the county. About the same time he was constituted governor of the 

castle of Tunbridge, in Kent; and upon the breaking out of the insur¬ 

rection, under Thomas Plantagenet, Earl of Lancaster, he was com¬ 

missioned by the King to pursue that rebellious prince, and to lay siege 

to the castle of Pontefract. The Earl of Lancaster was subsequently 

made prisoner at Boroughbridge, and the Earl of Kent was one of those 

who condemned him to death. From this period, during the remainder 

of the reign of his brother, Edmund of Woodstock was constantly em¬ 

ployed in the cabinet or the field. He was frequently accredited on 

embassies to the Court of France, and was in all the wars in Gascony 

and Scotland. But after the accession of his nephew, King Edward III., 

he was arrested and sentenced to death, for having conspired, with other 

nobles, to deliver his brother, the deposed Edward II., out of prison. 

Whereupon, by the management of Queen Isabel, and her paramour, 

Mortimer, he was beheaded at Winchester (1380), after he had remained 

upon the scafibld from noon until five o’clock in the evening, waiting 

for an executioner ; no one being willing to undertake the horrid otlice, 

till a malefactor from the Marshalsea was procured to perform it. The 
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earl on. Margaret, daughter of John, Lord Wake, and sister and heiress 

of Thomas, Lord Wake, by whom he had issue, 

Edmund, "1 successi?e]y Earls of Kent.

Edmund Plantagenet, was restored to blood and honours by par¬ 

liament, the year in which his father suffered, and thus became Baron 

Woodstock, and Earl of Kent—but d. soon after in minority, unmarried, 

and was succeeded by his brother, 

John Plantagenet, third Earl of Kent, who on. Elizabeth, daughter 

of the Duke of Juliers, but d. s. p. in 1352, when the Earldom of Kent, 

and Baronies of Woodstock and Wake, devolved upon his only surviving 

sister,

Thomas Holland, Lord Holland, K.G., three sons and six daus. (in 
their issue coheirs), viz.:

Lionel Plantagenet, surnamed of Antwerp, third son of King 

Edward III, was born in 1338. Having married Lady Elizabeth de 

Burgh, only child and heiress of William, Earl of Ulster, and grand 

dau. of Jolinde Burgh, Earl of Ulster, by Elizabeth de Clare, his wife, 

youngest sister and coheir of Gilbert, Earl of Hertford and Gloucester, 

Lionel became jure uxoris, Earl of Ulster, and was created 15 Sept. 1362, 

Duke of Clarence—a title derived from the Honour of Clare. The Prince 

likewise a Knight of the Garter. By the heiress of De Burgh, he had 

an only child, 

Philippa, who m. Edmund Mortimer, Earl of March, (lineally descended from 
the marriage of Ralph, Lord Mortimer of Wigmore, with the Princess 
Gwladys, dau. of Llewelyn ap Iorwerth, Prince of North Wales,) and had 
issue. 

Eleanora, dau. of Thomas, Earl of Kent, 
and d. in 1398, leaving a son Edmund, Earl of March, (who d.s.p.

Richard Plantagenet, Earl of 
Cambridge, and was mother of 

Richard Plantagenet, Duke of York, who m. Cicely, dau. of 
Ralph, Earl of Westmoreland, and left, with other issue, a son.

John Plantagenet, surnamed of Gaunt, from the place of his birth, 

fourth son of King Edward III., was born in 1340. In 1342 he was 

created Eabl of Richmond, and advanced to the Dukedom of Lan¬ 

caster, by his father, King Edward III., in the 36th year of his reign. 

After the decease of his first wife, Blanch, the great heiress of Henry 

Plantagenet, Duke of Lancaster, he espoused Constance, elder daughter 

and co-heiress of Peter, King of Castile, and in her right assumed the 

title of King of Castile and Leon ; in which regal dignity, as well as in 

those of Duke of Lancaster, Earl of Richmond, Derby, Lincoln, and 

Leicester, he had summons to parliament: he was likewise Duke of 

Aquitaine, and a Knight of the Garter. On the decease of Edward III., 

this prince was joined in the administration of affairs during the minority 

of his nephew, Richard II. He subsequently attempted the conquest of 

Spain, at the head of a fine army ; and landing at the Groyne, advanced 

to Compostella, where he was met by John, King of Portugal, between 

whom and his eldest daughter, the Lady Philippa, a marriage was con¬ 

cluded. Thence he marched into Castile, and there ratified a treaty of 

peace, by which he abandoned his claim to the throne of Castile and 

Leon, in consideration of a large sum of money, and the marriage of 

Henry, Prince of Asturias, with his only daughter, by his second wife, 

the Lady Katherine Plantagenet. In the latter part of his life he dwelt 

in retirement, having incurred the displeasure of King Richard, by a 

motion which he had made in parliament, that his son Henry of Boling- 

brolte, should be declared heir to the crown. He d. at Ely House, Hol- 

born,in 1399. 

John of Gaunt espoused, first, as already stated, Lady Blanche Plan- 

tagenct, the eventual heiress of the Duke of Lancaster, and had by her, 
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Henry, surnamed of Bolingbroke, who, having m. Mary, daughter and co¬ 
heir of Humphrey de Bohun, last Earl of Hereford, was created Earl of 
Hereford, 29th Sept. 1397. 

Philippa, m. to John, King of Portugal: from this marriage descend, quar¬ 
tering the royal arms of England, Mary Isabella, Queen of Spain, Fer¬ 
dinand, King of Naples, Pedro, Emperor of the Brazils, Henry de 
Bourbon, Duke of Bordeaux, Frederick Augustus, King of Saxony, the 
Emperor of Austria, the Grand Duke of Tuscany, &c. 

Elizabeth, m. 1st, to John Holand, Earl of Huntingdon, and 2ndly, to Sir 
John Cornwall. This lady by her first husband had issue ; 

John Holand, Duke of Exeter, K.G. who m. 1st, Anne, widow of Ed¬ 
ward Mortimer, Earl of March, and dau. of Edmund, Earl of Stafford, 
and had by her, a son, 

Henry, 2nd Duke of Exeter, who m. Lady Anne Plantagenet, sis¬ 
ter of King Edward IV., and d. in 1473. 

John Holand, Duke of Exeter, m. 2ndly, Lady Anne Montacute, dau. of 
John Earl of Salisbury, and had by her a dau., 

Anne, eventually heiress, who m. 1st, John Lord Nevill, (son and 
heir of Ralph, Earl of Westmoreland,) who fell at Towtonfield, 
s.p.; and 2ndly, Sir John Nevill, Kt., by whom she had a son, 

Ralph Nevill, 3rd Earl of Westmoreland, who m. Marga¬

Edmund Plantagenet, surnamed Langley, from the place of his birth, 

fifth son of King Edward III., was created by his father, on the 13th 

November, 1362, Earl of Cambridge, and by his nephew, King Rich¬ 

ard II., 6th August, 1385, Duke of York. This priuce m. first, Isabel, 

daughter and co-heir of Peter, King of Castile and Leon, and sister of 

Constance, the wife of John of Gaunt, by whom he had issue, 

Edward, his successor in the Dukedom of York. 
Richard, of Conisburgh, who succeeded to the Earldom of Cambridge. 

This prince was beheaded at Southampton for conspiring against Henry 
IV. in 1415, when the Earldom of Cambridge became forfeited. He had 
m. Anne,* sister and co-heir of Edward Mortimer, Earl of March, son of 
Philippa, only dau. and heiress of Lionel, Duke of Clarence, second son of 
King Edward III., by whom he left an only son and a dau., viz. 

Richard, who succeeded his uncle as Duke of York. 
Isabel, m. to Henry Bourchier, Earl of Essex. 

Edmund, Duke of York, m. secondly, Joane, daughter of Thomas Hol¬ 

land, Earl of Kent, and sister and co-heir of Edmund, Earl of Kent, but 

had no issue. The Duke of York attained the highest reputation in the 

cabinet and the field, and after vainly endeavouring to sustain his nephew, 

Richard, upon the throne, he retired to his seat at Langley, upon the 

accession of Henry IV., and died there in 1402. The prince, who was a 

Knight of the Garter, was s. by his eldest son, 

Edward Plantagenet, as second Duke of York, who had been cre¬ 

ated Duke of Albemarle, 29th September, 1397, and was restored to the 

Dukedom of York in 1406, which he had been previously rendered incapa¬ 

ble of inheriting—he was also invested with the Garter. This gallant prince, 

* Through this alliance the house of York derived its right to the crown. 
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who had become eminent in arms, fell at Azincourt in 1415, and his 

brother having been previously put to death, the Dukedom of York (llie 

prince leaving no issue) devolved upon his nephew, 

Richard Plantagenet, who was restored to the Earldom of Cam¬ 

bridge, and allowed to inherit as third Duke of York. This prince be¬ 

coming afterwards one of the most powerful subjects of the period in 

which he lived, laid claim to the throne as the descendant of Lionel, 

Duke of Clarence, second son of Edward III., whereas the reigning mon¬ 

arch, Henry VI., sprang from John of Gaunt, Duke of Lancaster, third 

son of the same king, and thus originated the devastating war of the 

Roses. In his pretensions the duke was supported by the Nevils and 

other great families, but his ambitious projects all closed at the battle of 

Wakefield in 1460, where his party sustained a signal defeat, and he was 

himself slain. The prince had espoused Cicily, dau. of Ralph Nevil, 

Earl of Westmoreland, and left issue, 

Edward, his successor. 

Edmund, said to have borne the title of Earl of Rutland. This prince at the 
age of twelve was barbarously murdered by Lord Clifford, after the battle 

of Wakefield. 
George, Duke of Clarence, (see Plantagenet, Duke of Clarence.) 
Richard, Duke of Gloucester, (afterwards King Richard III.) 
Anne, m. first to Henry Holland, Duke of Exeter, and secondly, to Sir Tho¬ 

mas St. Leger, Knt., by whom she had a daughter, 
Anne St. Leger, who m. Sir George Manners, ancestor of the present 

ducal house of Rutland. 
Elizabeth, m. to John de la Pole, Duke of Suffolk. 
Margaret, m. to Charles, Duke of Burgundy, but had no issue. This was 

the Duchess of Burgundy, so persevering in her hostility to Henry VII., 
and her zeal in the cause of York, who set up the pretended Plantagenets, 
Warbeck and Symnel.

Edward Plantagenet, fourth Duke of York, who, after various 

fortunes at the head of the Yorkists, finally established himself upon the 

throne as Edward IV., when the Dukedom of York merged in the 

crown.

Thomas Plantagenet, born at Woodstock, 7th January, 1355, and 

thence surnamed “ of Woodstock,” was youngest son of King Edward 

III. He m. the Lady Alianore de Boliun, one of the daughters and co¬ 

heirs of Humphrey, last Earl of Hereford, Essex, and Northampton; 

and in consideration of that alliance was shortly afterwards made Con¬ 

stable of England (a dignity enjoyed for nearly two centuries by the Bo- 

huns). At the coronation of his nephew, King Richard II., the prince 

was advanced to the Earldom of Buckingham, with a grant of a thou¬ 

sand marks per annum, to be paid out of the exchequer, until provision 

of so much value should be made otherwise for him, and twenty pounds 

a year out of the issues of the county, whence he derived his title. From 

this period, he was constantly employed as a commander in foreign wars, 

until the 9th of the same reign, when, for his eminent services, he was 

created by patent, dated 12th November, 1385, Duke of Gloucester. 

In that interim, he had been likewise sent into Essex, at the head of a 

large force, to suppress the insurrection of Jack Straw. The ceremony 

of his creation, as Duke of Gloucester, was performed at Hoselow Lodge, 

in Tividale, by girding witli a sword, and putting a cap with a circle of 

gold, upon the prince's head; the parliament being then sitting at Lon¬ 

don, and assenting thereto. In two years afterwards, he was constituted 

Justice of Chester, but he subsequently forfeited the favour of the 

king, by his opposition to Robert de Vere, Duke of Ireland, and his co¬ 

alition with the lords who assembled in arms, at Haringey Park, to put 

an end to the power of that celebrated minion. After the disgrace arid 

banishment of De Vere, the Duke of Gloucester obtained some immu¬ 

nities from the crown, but the king never pardoned the course he had 

c 
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pursued in that affair, and eventually it cost the duke his life. The 

death of the Duke of Gloucester occurred in 1397. He left issue, 

Humphrey Plantagenet, his heir.

The duke’s son, 

Humphrey Plantagenet, who was styled Earl of Buckingham, 

after the murder of his father, was conveyed to Ireland, by King Rich¬ 

ard, and imprisoned in the Castle of Trim, where he remained until the 

accession of Henry IV., who purposed restoring him to all the honours, 

but he died upon his return to England, at Chester, in 1399. 

Note.—Thomas of Woodstock, Duke of Gloucester, was summoned 

to parliament in 1385, as Duke of Aumarle, but never afterwards by that 

title, nor did his son, Humphrey, ever assume the dignity.

Thomas Plantagenet, K.G., son of King Henry IV., was created by 

his father, 9th July, 1411, Earl of Albemarle and Duke of Clarence. 

This martial and valiant prince being engaged in the wars of Henry V., 

fell at the battle of Baugy in 1421, and as he died without legitimate 

issue,* his honours became extinct. 

3|ofm plantagenet, Duke of IBcofom, 

John Plantagenet, third son of King Henry IV., by his first consort, 

the Lady Mary de Bohun, dau. and co-heir of Humphrey, Earl of Here¬ 

ford, was created by his brother, King Henry V., by letter patent, dated 

6th May, 1414, Earl of Kendall and Duke of Bedford, being de¬ 

signated previously “ John de Lancaster.” The achievements of this 

eminent person form so prominent an era in the annals of the Plantage 

nets, and have been detailed so much at length by all our great histo¬ 

rians, that it were idle to attempt more than a mere sketch of his most 

conspicuous actions, in a work of this description. His first public em¬ 

ployment in the reign of his father, was that of Constable of England 

and Governor of the town and castle of Berwick-upon-Tweed. In the 

3rd of Henry V., he was constituted Lieutenant of the whole realm of 

England, the king himself being then in the wars of France, and the next 

year he was retained by indenture, to serve in those wars, being appointed 

* He had a natural son, Sik John Clarence, called the " Bastard of Cla¬ 
rence,” who accompanied the remains of his gallant father from Baugy to Canter¬ 
bury for their interment. This Sir John Clarence had a grant of lands in Ireland 
from King Henry VI., and according to Camden, he bore for arms, “ per 
chevron gu. and az two lions adverse saliant and guardant or. in chief, and a 
fleur-de-lis, or. in base. 
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general of tlie king’s whole army, both by sea and land ; whereupon he 

set sail, and encountering the French near Southampton, achieved a great 

naval victory over them. In the year ensuing, the king making another 

expedition into France, the duke was again constituted Lieutenant of the 

kingdom during his absence. In the 7th Henry V., he sailed with large 

reinforcements to the king in Normandy; and the next year, assisted at 

the siege of Melon, which held out fourteen weeks and four days, before 

it surrendered. Upon the accession of Henry VI., the duke was con¬ 

stituted chief counsellor and protector to the king, then an infant, and 

appointed at the same time Regent of France. But all his splendid 

achievements, great, glorious, and gallant as they were, lie for ever ob¬ 

scured, beneath one dark deed of inhumanity, his treatment of the most 

undaunted of his foes—the renowned Joan of Arc. 

The prince, wrho, with his other honours, had been invested with the 

Garter, espoused first, Anne, daughter of John, Duke of Burgundy, and 

secondly, Jacqueline, daughter of Peter, of Luxemburgh, Earl of St. 

Paul, but as he had no issue, the Earldom of Kendall and Dukedom of 

Bedford became extinct, at his decease in 1435. The duke’s remains 

wTere interred in the Cathedral of Notre Dame, at Roan, under a plain 

tomb of black marble. He was deeply lamented by the English people. 

He had ever borne the character of one of the first captains of his age, 

and the greatest general of his line. His widow Jacqueline of Luxem¬ 

burgh, espoused, secondly, Sir Richard Wideville, and had, with other 

issue, Elizabeth Wideville, who m. first, Sir John Grey, of Groby, and 

after his decease in the second battle of St. Albans, became Queen Con¬ 

sort of King Edward IV. 

Lewis XI. of France, says Banks, being counselled to deface the Duke 

of Bedford’s tomb, is said to have used the following generous expression: 

“ What honour shall it be, either to us or you, to break this monu¬ 

ment, and to rake out of the earth the bones of one, who, in his life¬ 

time, neither my father, nor any of your progenitors, with all their 

puissance, were ever once able to make fly one foot backwards; that by 

his strength or policy, kept them all out of the principal dominions of 

France, and out of this noble Duchy of Normandy. Wherefore I say, 

first, God save his soul, and let his body rest in quiet; which, when he 

was living, would have disquieted the proudest of us all ; and as for his 

tomb, which, I assure you, is not so worthy as his acts deserve, I account 

it an honour to have him remain in my dominions.”

Humphrey Plantagenet, fourth son of King Henry IV., by his first 

wife, the Lady Mary de Bohun, daughter and co-heiress of Humphrey, 

Earl of Hereford, Essex, and Northampton, Constable of England, was 

made a Knight of the Bath, at his father’s coronation, along with his 

brothers, Thomas, afterwards Duke of Clarence, and John, Duke of 

Bedford. In the 1st of Henry V., he obtained with other grants, the 

Castle and Lordship of Pembroke ; shortly after which, being made Duke 

of Gloucester, in the Parliament held at Leicester, he had summons by 

that title, as well as by the title of Earl of Pembroke, 26th Sept. 1414. In 

the 3rd of the same reign, the prince assisted at the siege of Harfleur, and 

he received soon after a dangerous wound, in the celebrated battle of Azin- 

court. During the remainder of the reign of his martial brother, the Duke 

of Gloucester was almost wholly engaged in the wars of France ; and upon 

the accession of Henry VI., he was constituted, as he had been twice 

before, upon temporary absences of the king, Lieutenant of the realm. 

In this year it was, that he was involved in a serious dispute with William 

Duke of Brabant, by reason of marrying that prince’s wife, Jaqueline, 

Duchess of Hainault, who had come to England, upon some disagreement 

with her husband. The matter led to open hostilities, and a challenge to 

single combat passed between the two dukes, and was accepted ; but that 

mode of deciding the affair was prevented by the Duke of Bedford, and 

the contest was finally terminated, by the Duke of Gloucester’s bowing to 

the decision of the Pope, and withdrawing from the lady. He then es¬ 

poused his concubine, Eleanor, daughter of Reginald, Lord C’obham ; and 

in a few years afterwards, a complaint was made to parliament, against 

him, by one “ Mistress Stokes and other bold women,” because he suf¬ 

fered Jaqueline, his wife, to be prisoner to the Duke of Burgundy. In 
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lie I4:h of Henry VI., he obtained a grant for life, of the Earldom of 

Flanders, •which was held of the king in capite, in right of his crown of 

France: and he had numerous and most valuable grants of manors 

and lordships in England: he had also, an annuity of two thousand 

marks, out of the exchequer, during the king's pleasure. The duke 

incurring, however, the jealousy of IMargaret of Ay on, fell, at length, 

a victim to her machinations. Attending a parliament which had been 

called at St. Edmundsbury, he was arrested upon the second day of the 

session, by the Viscount Beaumont, Constable of England, accompanied 

by the Duke of Buckingham, and some others, and put in ward : all 

his servants being taken from him, and thirty-two of the chief of 

them sent to different prisons. The following night, the prince was 

found dead in his bed, supposed to have been either strangled or 

smothered; and his bodv was exhibited to the lords, as though he 

had died of apoplexy. 

The duke, who received from the people the title of Good, and was 

called “ the Father of his country,” had, with his other honours, been in¬ 

vested with the Garter. He was a proficient in learning: wrote "some 

tracts : laid the foundation of the Bodleian library, and built the divinity 

schools in the University of Oxford. The death of the prince happened 

in 1446, and as he left no issue, his honours became extinct.

Hexbt the Fifth, surnamed of Monmouth; l>. in 13S3, succeeded 

his father 20 March, 1413, and was crowned 9 April following.

Henev the Sixth, surnamed of Windsor; b. 6 Dec. 1121, crowned 

King of England and France, at London, 6 Nov. 1129, and at Paris, 7 

Dec. 1131. He m. 22 April, 1115, in Tichfield Abbey, Margaret of 

Anjou, dan. of Rene,* titular King of Sicily, Naples, and Jerusalem, 

great-grandson of John, King of France, and by her, who closed her sad 

eventful history 25 Aug. 1180, had issue, an only child, 

Edward of Lancaster, Prince of Wales, b. at Westminster 13 Oct. 
1453, who in. in 1470 Lady Anne Nevill, second dau. and coheir of 
Richard, Earl of Warwick, the King-Maker, but was murdered the year 
after, subsequently to the battle of Tewkesbury. He died s.p. His widow 
became in the sequel Queen Consort of Richard III. “ A small un¬ 
adorned slab of gray marble,” (we quote from Miss Strickland,) “ in 
the Abbey Church of Tewkesbury, points out the spot where the last 
hope of Anjou's heroine, and the royal line of Lancaster was consigned 
without funeral pomp to an unhonoured grave among the mean victims 
of his victorious foe.” 

King Henry VI. d. in the Tower of London, (by supposed violence,) 

on the 22 May, 1471. “ That night between eleven and twelve of the 

clock,” writes the chronicler in Leland, “ was King Henry, being pri¬ 

soner in the Tower, put to death, the Duke of Gloucester and divers of 

his men being in the Tower that night.” “ May God give him time 

for repentance, whoever he was, who laid his sacrilegious hands on the 

Lord’s annointed.” 

The last Lancastrian king lies buried at Chertsey Abbey.

his wife, dau. and heir of Roger, Earl of March, son and heir of 

Edmund Mortimer, third Earl of March, by the Lady Philippa 

Plantagenet, his wife, dau. and heir of Lionel, Duke of Clarence, (see 

p. iii.) In his person was thus vested the senior representation of the 

Royal House of Plantagenet. He was b. at Rouen 29 April, 1141, 

and m. in 1164, Elizabeth Woodville, widow of Sir John Grey, of 

Groby, and dau. of Sir Richard Woodville, by Jacqueline of Luxem- 

burgh, his wife, widow of the Regent, John, Duke of Bedford. By this 

lady, who d. in 1492, King Edward had issue, 

Edward, Prince of Wales, afterwards Edward V.

Ednyfed Vyciian ap Kendrig, Lord of Brynffenigl, in Denbighland, 

and Krigeth in Efinoydd, Chief Counsellor, Chief Justice, and General 

of Llewelyn ap Iorwerth, King of North Wales, was one of the most 
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prominent historical characters of the period. Commanding in the wars 

between Llewelyn, Prince of North Wales, and John, King of England, 

he attacked (lie army of Ranulph, Earl of Chester, and obtaining a signal 

victory, killed three chief captains and commanders of the enemy, whose 

heads he laid at the feet of his sovereign. For this exploit he had con¬ 

ferred on him new armorial ensigns emblematic of the achievement, which 

continue to be borne b}^ the Lloyds of Plymog, and other families 

derived from him, viz., “ Gu., between three Englishmen’s heads, in 

profile, couped at the neck, ppr., bearded and crined, sa., a chevron, 

ermine.” An elegy to this powerful noble, by Elidyr Sais, who lived 

1160-1220, is published in the Mivyrian Archaeology (London, 8vo., 

1801, vol. i. p. 346). He m. twice, 1st, Tangwystyl, dau. of Llowarch 

ap Bran, Lord of Menon, in Anglesey, Founder of the n. Noble Tribe

ii. Griffith ap Ednyfed Vychan, of Henglawdd, who, in the words of an 
ancient Welsh chronicler, “was forced to flee into Ireland for the scandal 
he suffered on account of the Princess Joan, dau. of John, King of Eng¬ 
land, and wife of Llewelyn ap Ionverth, King of North Wales.” Griffith 
m. twice ; by his first wife he was father of 

Sir Rhys Griffith, Knt., whose son, Sir Griffith Llwyd, received 
from Edward I. the honour of knighthood on bringing him in¬ 
telligence of the birth of his son, Edward of Caernarvon. He did 
homage for his lands in Wales to the young prince at Chester; but 
indignant at the sufferings of his countrymen under the English 
yoke, he meditated a revolt. Between the years 1316 and 1318, 
he attempted to form an alliance with Edward Bruce, the short¬ 
lived King of Ireland; letters passed between them, but without 
effect: but at length determined alone to free his country from the 
slavery to which he himself had probably contributed, he took arms 
in 1322, and for a while overran the country with resistless im¬ 
petuosity. Finally, he was subdued, taken, and doubtless under¬ 
went the common fate of the gallant Cambrian insurgents. Sir 
Griffith, who bore “ Gu., a chev., or, and a chief, erm.” m. Gwel- 
lian, dau. of Conan ap Meredith, son of Rhys, Lord of South 
Wales, and by her had issue, eight daus. and co-heirs. Sir Griffith 
Llwyd had also an illegitimate son, 

Sir Ievan Llwyd, Knt., living temp. Edward III., mentioned by 
Hollinshead, as “ Sir Ievan of Wales.” This warrior, who 
was appointed Governor of Guernsey and Jersey for the 
French, and was killed in France, m. the dau. and heir of Sir 
Thomas Puleston, a Knight of Rhodes, younger son of Sir 
Richard Puleston, of Emrall, co. Flint, Knt., and was suc¬

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William Lloyd of Llwyndyrys, whose dau. and 
heiress, Gwen Anwyll, m. Rhys Vaughan, Esq. of Cors- 
y-Gedol, co. Merioneth, and from this marriage derived 
the Vaughans of Cors-y-Gedol. 

Griffith ap Ednyfed Vychan, by his second wife, Gwenllian, dau. of Howell 
ap Trehearn, Lord of Brecknock, was father of Sir Howel ap Grif¬ 

fith, Knt., who m. Tanghost, dau. of David Goch ap Howell, whose 
son, Griffith ap Sir How'el, bore “ Gu., a chev., between three 
mullets, or.” From the first marriage of Griffith ap Sir Howel, de¬ 
scended the Griffiths of Burton Agnes, co. York, Barts., whose 
heiress, 

Frances, dau. and heir of Sir Henry Griffith, Bart., conveyed the 
estate of Burton Agnes, in marriage, to Sir Matthew Boynton, Bart., 
by whose descendant, the present Sir Henry Boynton, it is 
now enjoyed. 

By his second marriage, Griffith ap Sir Howel was father of Robert ap 
Griffith, of Einmal, who had two sons, 

1. Robert ap Robert, who m. Myfanwy, under age 44 Edward III., 
and living 21 Edward IV., dau. and heir of Griffith ap David, a 
“ Baron de Edeirnion,” (Minister’s Accounts in the Chapter House, 
Westminster, 31 Edward IV.,) great grandson of Iorwerth, Lord 
of half Edeirnion, and was father of a dau. and heir, 

Gwenhwyfar, who m. Ievan ap Adda ap Howel, of the Tribe 
of Tudor Trevor, Lord of Hereford. 

2. Rhys ap Robert, (whose arms were, “ Sa., a chev. between three 
mullets, arg.,’) from whom derived, sixth in descent, 

Meredith ap John, who had, with other issue, two sons, 
Rowland Llwyd, (eldest son,) of Llanelian and Kymmel, co. 

Denbigh, ancestor of the Lloyds of Kymmel, whose heiress 
Alice, dau. and heir of Griffith Lloyd, of Kymmel, m. Rich, 
ap Evan ap David Vychan, and had a dau. and heir, Cathe¬ 
rine, wife of Pierce Holland, Esq., eleventh in descent from 
Sir Thomas Holland, supposed by Pennant to have been 
a younger son of John Holland, Duke of Exeter, who d. in 
1446. The last heir male in the direct line left two daus. 
and coheiresses, 

Mary Holland, who m. Col. Price, of Rhiwlas, co. Me¬ 
rioneth. 

Catherine Holland, heiress of Kymmel, who m. Col. Carter, 
an officer in the service of the Long Parliament, from 
which marriage derived John Carter, Esq. of Kymmel, 
who alienated the property to Sir George Wynne, Bart, 
of Leeswood, who sold it to David Roberts, Esq., from 
whom it was purchased by the Rev. Edward Hughes, 
father of Lord Dinorben, the present proprietor. 

George Llwyd, D.D., (sixth son.) consecrated Bishop of Chester 
in 1604, who m. Anne, dau. of John Wilkinson, of Norwich, 
and wac father, with other issue, of an eldest son, 

David Llwyd, Esq., who m. Mary Garard. 
i. Gwenhwyfar, m. Tegwared-y-Bais Wen, natural son of Llewelyn the 

Great, Prince of North Wales, 
n. Gwladws, m. to Tegwared ap Kendrig ap Rotpert Vawr. 
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Alan, the son of Flaald, a Norman, obtained soon after the conquest a 

grant of the castle of Oswestry, co. Salop, and occurs as “ Alanus 

Flaaldi filius.” He m. the dan. and heir of Warine, Sheriff of Shropshire, 

temp. William the Conqueror, and had three sons, viz., 

i. William, who m. Isabel de Say, Lady of Clune, dau. and heir of 
Helias de Say, and was father of 

John Fitzalan, Lord of Clune and Oswestry, who became Earl 
of Arundel by marrying Isabel, sister of William de Albini, Earl 
thereof; and was ancestor of the Fitzalans, Earls op Arundel, 
now represented by the Duke of Norfolk, 

ii. Walter, of whom we treat. 
hi. Simon, who is said to have accompanied his brother Walter to Scotland, 

and to have founded the family of Boyd, whence the Earl of Errol 
derives. 

The second son, 

Walter Fitz Alan, is a witness to a charter by King David I. in 

favour of the church of Glasgow, dated at Cadzow, in the earlier part 

of the 12th century, and had granted to him by the same monarch the 

high office of Steward of Scotland. In 1160, Walter founded the 

monastery of Paisley, for monks of the Cluniac order, from the convent 

of Wenlock, in his native county of Salop, and d. in 1177, leaving by 

Eschina, his wife, dau. of Thomas de Londoniis, and heiress of Molla 

and Huntlaw, in Roxburghshire, an only son, 

Alan, High Steward of Scotland, who occurs as a witness to two charters 

of William the Lion, and d. in 1204. He appears to have been twice 

married, 1st, to Eva, dau. of Suan, the son of Thor, Lord of Tippermuir 

and Tranent; and 2ndly, Alest?, dau. of Morgund, Earl of Marr. His 

issue was two sons, Walter, his heir, and David. The elder, 

Walter, High Steward of Scotland, obtained 21 Aug. 1230, the office 
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of Justiciary, and is a witness to a charter by King Alexander II., under 

the designation of“ Walterus, filius Alani, Senescallus, Justiciar. Scotioe.” 

He m. Beatrix, dau. of Gilchrist, Earl of Angus, and had issue, 

i. Alexander, his heir. 

n. John, killed at Damietta, in Egypt, 1249. 
hi. Walter, called Bailloch, who m. the younger dau. of Mauritius, Earl of 

Menteth, and in her right, had that earldom adjudged to him by the 
Scottish nobles, in 1258. Under this title, Walter occurs in the princi¬ 
pal transactions of his time. By the countess, his wife, he had two sons 
who assumed the surname of Menteth, but retained the paternal coat of 
Stewart, altering the fess to a bend ; these two sons were, 

1. Alexander, Earl of Menteth,one of the “Magnates Scoti®,” 
who engaged to support the succession of Margaret of Norway. 
He swore fealty to King Edward I., and was dead before the ac¬ 
cession of King Robert I. His son and successor, 

Alan, Earl of Menteth, joined Robert Bruce, in his claim to 
the throne of Scotland, and was captured by the English, in 
whose custody he died, leaving a dau., Mary, Countess of 

Menteth. The next earl was 
Murdoch Menteth, but his precise relationship to his predecessor 

is not clearly known. It would seem that he made an agree¬ 
ment with Mary, dau. of Earl Alan, for the possession of 
the earldom in 1330, as, in that year he gave “ consanguine® 
suae Mari® de Menteth fili® unic® quondam Alani, Comitis 
de Menteth,” the lands of Aberfoil, Drongary, &c., Murdoch 
was slain at Halidon Hill, 19 July, 1333, when the daughter of 
Earl Alan, 

Mary, became Countess of Menteth. She m. Sir John 
Graham, who in her right, assumed the earldom, and, as 
such, being taken prisoner at the battle of Durham, 17 
Oct. 1346, was put to death by the English monarch, 
Edward III. His only child, by Mary, his wife, was Mar¬ 

garet, Countess of Menteth, who wedded Robert 
Stewart, 3rd son of King Robert II. 

2. John (Sir) keeper of the castle of Dumbarton, to whom tradition 
ascribes, whether truly or not, is still a subject of historical dispute, 

the betrayal of Sir William Wallace.

The eldest son, 

Alexander, High Steward of Scotland, was the principal Commander 

under King Alexander III., at the battle of Largs, 2 Oct. 1263, when 

the Scottish army gained a signal victory over the Norwegians under 

Haco. He subsequently, in 1264, invaded and conquered the Isle of 

Man, which was annexed to the crown of Scotland. The High Steward’s 
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death is stated to have happened in 1283. By Jean, his wife, dau. and 

heir of James, son of Angus Macrory, Lord of Bute, he had issue, 

i. James, his heir. 

ix. John, of Bonkyl, slain at the battle of Falkirk, 22 July, 1298. He m. 
Margaret, dau. and heir of Sir Alexander Bonkyl of Bonkyl, co. Ber¬ 
wick, and had issue, 

1. Alexander, of Bonkyl, father of Sir John Stewart, of Bonkyl, 
designed Earl of Angus, in a charter dated 15 June, 1329. He 
m. Margaret, dau. of Sir Alexander de Abernethy, Knt., and had 
an only son, Thomas, Earl of Angus, who d. a prisoner in Dum¬ 
barton Castle, 1361. By Margaret, his wife, dau. of Sir William 
St. Clair, of Roslin, he had one son, Thomas, Earl of Angus, who 
d. s.p., and two daughters, of whom the younger, Elizabeth, m. Sir 
Alexander Hamilton, of Innerwick, and the elder Margaret, m. 1st, 
Thomas, Earl of Marr, and 2ndly, William, 1st Earl of Douglas, and 
had, by her second husband, a son, George Douglas, Earl of Angus, 
who is now represented in the male line by Alexander Douglas 

Hamilton, Duke of Hamilton, Earl of Angus, &c. 
2. Alan, of Dreghorn, in Ayrshire, a gallant soldier of his time, who 

fell at the battle of Halidon hill, in 1333. His son, Sir Alexander 

Steavart, of Derneley, was father of Sir Alexander Stewart, of 
Derneley, who in. Janet, dau. and heir of Sir William Keith, of 
Galstown, and had, with younger issue, two sons, Sir John Stewart, 

of Derneley, and Sir William Stewart, of Castlemilk, killed at the 
siege of Orleans, 12 Feb. 1428-9, ancestor of the Stewarts of 
Castlemilk and Torrence. The eldest son, 

Sir John Stewart, of Derneley, Lord of Aubigny, was the famous 
associate in arms of John, Earl of Buchan, in command of the 
Scottish auxiliary force in France ; he was slain at Orleans, 
12 Feb. 1428-9, leaving by Elizabeth, his wife, dau. of Duncan, 
Earl of Lennox, three sons, 

Alan, (Sir) of Derneley, who m. Catherine, dau. of Sir Wil¬ 
liam Seton, of Seton, and was ancestor of the Earls of 

Lennox, of Henry, Lord Darnley, husband of Mary, 

Queen of Scots, and of Arabella Stuart.* 

* Earls of Lennox. 

Sir John Stewart, of Derneley, eldest son of Sir Alan, by Catherine Seton, 
his wife, succeeded his father in 1439, had a charter “ to Sir John Stewart, of 
Derneley,” of the barony of Torbolton, in Ayrshire, 17th July, 1460, and 
another to “ John, Lord Derneley,” and Margaret Montgomery, his wife, of 
the lands of Drumley, Dreghorn, and Ragathill, in the same county, 20th 
July, 1461, which proves that in that interval he had been created a lord of 
parliament, by the title of Lord Derneley, most probably at the coronation of 
King James III., who succeeded to the throne, 3rd August, 1460. He was 
served heir of Duncan, Earl of Lennox, his great-grandfather, 23rd July, 1473, 
in half of the Earldom of Lennox, and in the principal messuage of the earl¬ 
dom, which had been in the king’s hands by the space of forty-eight years, by 
the death of Earl Duncan. He thereupon assumed the title of Earl of 

Lennox. His lordship m. Margaret, eldest dau. of Alexander, 1st Lord 
Montgomery, and had issue, 

Matthew, 2nd Earl of Lennox. 
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Alexander, died s.p. m. 
John, Lord of Aubigny and Concressault, in France, Knight 

of the Order of St. Michael, and captain of a hundred men- 
at-arms, d. in 1-182, leaving by Beatrix d’Apecher, his 
wife, one son, 

Bernard Stuart, Chevalier d’Aubigny, a renowned 

Robert, of Aubigny, a highly distinguished military commander in the ser¬ 
vice of France, created a marischal by Francis I. d.s.p. 

William, chevalier, Seigneur D'Oyzon et de Grey, counsellor and chamber- 
lain of the king, captain of a hundred lances, mentioned as such in 1499. 

John, of Henriestoun, rector of Kirkinner, and also of the university of 
Glasgow. He m. Marion, dau. of Thomas Semple, of Eliotstoun, and 
had one child, Margaret, m. to John Fraser, of Kuoik, in Ayrshire. 

Alexander, described as brother of Matthew, Earl of Lennox, in a charter, 
1495, an archer de la garde Ecossoise in France, 1538. 

Allan, of Cardonald, of which he had a charter, 1496. He had a son. 
John, who had a son, James, who had two sons, James, of Cardonald, 
and Alan, made Abbot of Crossregal, in 1564, both of whom d. without 
issue, and the estate of Cardonald went to the son of their sister Mar¬ 
garet, Walter, 1st Lord Blantyre. 

Elizabeth, m. to Archibald, 2nd Earl of Argyll. 
Marion, m. to Robert, 1st Lord Crichton, of Sanquhar. 
Janet, m. to Ninian, 2nd Lord Ross, of Halkhead.

The eldest son, 
Mattheav Stewart, 2nd Earl of Lennox, succeeded his father, 1494. He 

commanded the right wing of the Scottish army, together with the Earl of 
Argyll, at the fatal battle of Flodden, 9th September, 1513, and fell in that 
disastrous conflict. His lordship m. Elizabeth Hamilton, dau. of James, Lord 
Hamilton, niece of James III., and by her had, with three daus., Margaret, m. 
to John, 2nd Lord Fleming, and 2ndly, to Alexander Douglas, of Mains, 
Elizabeth, m. to Sir Hugh Campbell, of Loudon, and Agnes, m. to William 
Edmonstone, of Duntreath, a son and heir, 

John Stewart, 3rd Earl of Lennox, one of the most estimable characters 
of the age in which he lived, who was taken prisoner by the Laird of Pardovan, 
and murdered in cold blood by Sir James Hamilton, of Finnart, natural son of 
Arran. His lordship m. Lady Anne Stewart, 8th dau. of John, Earl of Atholl, 
uterine brother of King James II., and had issue, 

Matthew, 4th Earl of Lennox. 
Robert, 6th Earl of Lennox. 
John, Lord of Aubigny. 
Helen, m. 1st to William, 6th Earl of Erroll; 2ndly, to John, 10th Earl 

of Sutherland, and had issue to both. 

The eldest son, 
Matthew Stewart, 4th Earl of Lennox, succeeded his father, 1526. The 

early part of his life was passed in the service of the crown of France in the 
wars of Italy, where he served with gallantry and distinction. He returned 
home at the death of James V.; and after acting a leading part in the political 
transactions of the time, was constituted, in 1570, Regent of Scotland. 

This high office he held for little more than a year, being slain in 1571. His 
lordship m. Lady Margaret Douglas, dau. of Archibald, Earl of Angus, by Mar¬ 
garet, Queen Dowager of Scotland, sister of Henry VIII., and by her (who d. 
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warrior, viceroy of Naples, so gallantly distinguished 
by his martial achievements in the service of France, 
against Gonsalvo de Cordova 

o. Walter, (Sir) of Dalwinton and Garlies, whose great grand-dau. 
and heiress, Marion Stewart, m. in 1396, Sir John Stewart, son of 

at Hackney, 9th March, 1577, in her 62nd year) had four sons and four dans., 
all of whom d. young, except two sons, 

Henry, Lord Darnley, b. at Temple Newsom, 1545 ; created Duke of 

Albany, Earl of Ross, and Lord Ardmannoch, in 1565 ; m. 29 July, 
1565, to Mary, Queen of Scotland; and was murdered, 9 February, 
1566-7, leaving one son, King James VI. 

Charles, 5 th Earl of Lennox. 
The Regent Lennox was succeeded by his only surviving son, 
Charles Stewart, 5th Earl of Lennox, who had four charters, dated 18th 

April, 1572, for the purpose of conveying to him and to his heirs male the 
Earldom of Lennox and various other lands belonging to the Darnley family, 
which had devolved on King James VI. in right of blood. He accordingly 
became 5th Earl of Lennox, but did not long enjoy them, dying at London in 
1576, aged 21, and was buried in Henry VII.’s chapel, in Westminster Abbey, 
as appears from the inscription on his mother's monument there. He m. in 
1574, Elizabeth, dau. of Sir William Cavendish, sister of William, 1st Earl of 
Devonshire, by whom he had an only dau. 

Arabella, the ill-fated victim of the jealous timidity of James I., who 
feared her near kindred to royalty. Having formed a matrimonial con¬ 
nexion with William Seymour, Marquess of Hertford, without the con¬ 
sent of the king, the unfortunate lady was committed prisoner to the 
Tower, where she closed her unhappy life, 27th Sept. 1615. 

Robert Stewart, 2nd son of John, 3rd Earl of Lennox, was created Earl 

of Lennox, by royal charter, dated 15th June, 1578, by which the Earldom of 
Lennox, the Barony of Torbaltoun, the lands of Cruckisfee, Derneley, and 
others, in the shires of Renfrew, Ayr, Dunbarton, and Stirling, were granted 
to him and the heirs male of his body. “ He was bred,” says Douglas, “ to 
the church ; the first promotion he had was that of provost of the collegiate 
church of Dunbarton, and after that he was preferred to the episcopal see of 
Caithness, in 1542 ; but while he was only elect, taking part with his brother, 
the Earl of Lennox, against the Earl of Arran, he was deprived of his bishopric, 
and lived in exile till 1563, when he was again restored, at least to the profits 
of the see ; and complying with the Reformation, he had for his share of the 
riches of the church, the priory of St. Andrew’s given him by the crown. He 
became 6th Earl of Lennox in virtue of the charter, 1578, but afterwards agreed 
to accept of the Earldom of March and Lordship of Dunbar in lieu of the 
Earldom of Lennox, so that the king might be at liberty to bestow the lands 
and honours of Lennox upon Esme, Lord of Aubigny. In confirmation of this 
arrangement, a charter was granted, 15th October, 1582, of the Earldom of 
March and Lordship of Dunbar in favour of Robert Stuart, containing a new 
erection of these lands into an earldom, and creating him Earl of March. 
After this he lived privately at St. Andrew’s, in a studious and retired manner, 
happily free from any faction till his death, 29th March, 1586, in the 70th year 
of his age.” He m. Lady Elizabeth Stewart, eldest dau. of John, 4th Earl of 
Atholl, relict of Hugh, 6th Lord Lovat, (who d. in January, 1576-7,) but had 
no issue by her, who obtained a divorce from him, and m. 6th July, 1581, James 
Stewart, Earl of Arran. 
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SirWilliam Stewart, of Jedworth, and was ancestor of the Stewarts of 
Garlies, now represented by Randolph Stewart, Earl of Gal¬ 

loway ; of the Stewart-Mackenzies, of Seaforth, now repre¬ 
sented by Keith William Stewart Mackenzie, Esq. of Sea¬ 
forth ; of the Steavarts, Earls of Blessingxon in Ireland ; of 
the Steavarts of Piiysgill, co. Wigton; and of the Stuarts of 

Minto and Blantyre, Avhose present male heir is Charles 

Stuart, Lord Blantyre.

James, (Sir) the Black Knight of Lorn, m. Joanna,

John, created Earl of Atholl in 1357, Avhose 
direct descendant, John Steavart, 5th Earl of 

Atholl, left at his decease four daus., his 
coheirs, viz. Dorothea, m. to William Murray, 
2nd Earl of Fullebardine, ancestor by her of 
the present Duke of Atholl ; Mary, m. to 
James, Earl of Atholl; Jean, m- 1st to Henry, 
Lord St. Colmc, and 2ndly, to Nicol Bellenden;

The eldest son, 

James, High Stewrd of Scotland, succeeded his father, Alexander, 

in 1283, and was chosen in 1286 one of the six regents of the kingdom 

under Queen Margaret. In 1297, he was associated with Wallace in his 

patriotic struggle with England, but in 1306 he was compelled to swear 

fealty to Edward I. He d. 16 July, 1309, in the 66th year of his age, 

leaving, by Cecilia, his wife, dau. of Patrick, Earl of Dunbar and March, 

four sons and one dau., viz., 

i. Andrew, d. s. p. 
n. Walter, heir to his father. 

hi. John, (Sir) killed at the battle of Dundalk, in Ireland, 14 Oct. 1318. 
iv. James, (Sir) of Durrisdeer. 

i. Egidia, m. to Sir Alexander de Menzies. 

The eldest surviving son, 

Walter, tile High Steward, b. in 1293, brought a considerable 

force to the aid of Robert Bruce, and held, with Sir James Douglas, the 

command of the third division, at the glorious battle of Bannockburn. 

Shortly after, he was appointed to receive on the Borders, Elizabeth, 

Queen of Robert Bruce, the Princess Marjory, his daughter, and 

other illustrious Scottish prisoners, then released from captivity in Eng¬ 

land. On that occasion, it is probable, the High Steward formed an 

attachment to the Princess, for in a very short period (in 1315) he was 

married to her. In 1316, when King Robert went over to Ireland, 

Walter the High Steward, and Sir James Douglas, were appointed 

Governors of Scotland; and in 1318, on the capture of Berwick, the 

charge of that important acquisition was committed to the Steward, who 

in the following year, defended it with signal bravery against Edward II. 

In 1320, Walter was one of the patriots who signed the famous letter to 

the Pope ; and in 1322, surprised, at Biiand Abbey, in Yorkshire, the 

King of England, who, with the utmost difficulty escaped to York. 

The High Steward d. 9 April, 1326, in the 33rd year of his age. Had 

he lived, he might have equalled Randolph and Douglas; but his course 

of glory was brief. He m. 1st Alice, dau. of Sir John Erskine, of Erskine, 

and had by her a dau., Jean, m. to Hugh, Earl of Ross.

King James was taken prisoner by the English on his voyage from 

Scotland to France in 1405, and sent to the Tower of London, where he 

remained in captivity till 1421. In that year he returned to Scotland, 

but was murdered by his uncle, Walter, Earl of Atholl, at Perth, on 21 

Feb. 1437-8 ; his son and successor, 

James II. was b. 16 Oct. 1430 ; during his minority Sir Alan Living¬ 

ston was Regent of Scotland. He m. in 1449, Mary, dau. of Arnold, 

Duke of Gelders, and by her (who d. in 1463) had issue,

* King James III. having imbibed an unhappy prejudice against his two 
brothers, Albany and the Earl of Marr, they were arrested by his orders, 1479, 
and Marr put to death. Albany was committed prisoner to the castle of Edin¬ 
burgh, whence he made his escape by means of two casks of malmsey wine, 
with which he intoxicated his guards, and, according to Pitscottie, killed them. 
“ One of the casks,” says Douglas, “ contained a coil of rope, which was let 
down from a retired part of the wall (the king was then in the castle). Albany’s 
servant first descended, but from the shortness of the rope, fell and broke his 
thigh. The duke guarded against the same fate by lengthening the cord with 
the torn sheets of his bed, and descending safely, first carried his faithful do¬ 
mestic upon his back to a place of security, and then proceeding to Newhaven, 
was received on board a French ship lying off that place, which immediately 
sailed for France. He was forfeited, 4 Oct. 1479, and troops were sent to 
besiege his castle of Dunbar, which soon yielded, the garrison escaping in boats 
to England. He met with an honourable reception at Paris, where his expenses 
were defrayed by Louis XI.; and he remained there till 1482, when he pro¬ 
ceeded to England, where he entered into an agreement with King Edward IV., 
disgraceful to himself, and treasonable to his country. By that agreement 
Edward obliged himself to assist him in reducing Scotland and maintaining his 
royalty against James.” Albany assumed the title of Alexander, King of Scot¬ 
land, by gift of the English king: consented to pay homage to Edward, and to 
give up to him some counties and places in the south of Scotland, particularly 
Berwick. He afterwards joined the English army, which advanced against 
Berwick, and after taking that town, marched to Edinburgh. His grace never¬ 
theless found means to make his peace with his brother, King James III., who 
engaged to restore his estates and offices, and to grant an amnesty to his fol¬ 
lowers, and having delivered the king from the power of the Earl of Atholl, 
his uncle, who kept him a prisoner in Edinburgh Castle, he acquired great 
favour. However, in 1483, Albany renewed his former treasonable agreement 
with King Edward IV., and having previously placed his castle of Dunbar in 
the hands of' the English, he and the Earl of Douglas invaded Scotland with 
500 cavalry and some infantry. They suffered a defeat at Lochmaben, 22nd 
July, 1484, when Douglas was taken prisoner, and Albany escaping by the 
swiftness of his horse, retired into France. By act of the parliament of Scot¬ 
land, 1st Oct. 1487, the lands forfeited by Alexander, Duke of Albany, Earl of 
March, Marr, and Garioch, Lord of Annandale and Man, w'ere annexed to the 
crown. These lands were the lordship and earldom of March, the baronies of 
Dunbar and Colbrandspath, with the castle of Dunbar, and tower and fortalice 
of Colbrandspath, and the lordship of Annandale, with the castle of Loch¬ 
maben. Alexander, Duke of Albany, was accidentally killed at Paris in 1485, 
by the splinter of a lance at a tournament between the Duke of Orleans and 
another knight, and was buried in the Gelestins in that city. He m. 1st, Lady 
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The king* was killed by the bursting of a piece of ordnance at the 

siege of Roxburgh Castle, in 1160, and was succeeded by his son, 

James III. b. in 1153, who m. Margaret, dau. of Christian I., King of 

Denmark, and being murdered by the confederated nobility, involun¬ 

tarily, headed by his own son, the Duke of Rothsay, in 1188, was suc¬ 

ceeded by that prince, as 

Catherine Sinclair, eldest dau. of William, Earl of Orkney and Caithness ; but 
sentence of divorce was pronounced between the parties by the official of 
Lothian, 2nd March, 1477-8, on account of propinquity of blood. By her he 
had one son, Alexander, who was declared illegitimate by act of parliament, 
13th November, 1516. He had first, the priory of Whithorn, in Galloway ; 
afterwards, the abbey of Inchaffray ; then that of Scone ; was consecrated 
Bishop of Murray, 1527 ; and dying in 1534, was buried at Scone. Duncan 
Stewart says there was also a danghter of that marriage, Catherine, wife of 
Patrick Hamilton, of Kincavil, brother of James, Earl of Arran ; she is, how¬ 
ever, not mentioned in the act of parliament, 1516. Alexander, Duke of 
Albany, m. 2ndly, 16th Feb. 1480, Anne de la Tour, 3rd daughter of Bertrand, 
Comte d’Auvergne and de Bouillon, and by her (who in. secondly, 15th Feb. 
1487, Louis, Comte de la Chambre, father of Cardinal Philippe de la Chambre ; 
and dying 13th Oct. 1512, was buried in the Carmelite monastery de la Pochette, 
in Savoy) had one son, 

John Stewart, Duke of Albany, “ who, in 1514,” says Douglas, “was in¬ 
vited to assume the regency of Scotland, during the minority of King James V., 
and he arrived at Dumbarton, 18th May, 1515, with eight ships laden with 
ammunition, warlike stores, and the gold and luxuries of France ; the peers 
and chiefs crowded to his presence ; his exotic elegance of manners, his con¬ 
descension, affability, and courtly demeanour, won all hearts. As soon as the 
forms would admit, a parliament was assembled at Edinburgh, where the first 
care, after the restitution of his honours and estates, was to inaugurate Albany 
in the regency, a ceremony performed with great splendour. A sword was de¬ 
livered, a crown was placed upon his head, and the peers paid solemn obeisance, 
while Albany was with martial music proclaimed protector and governor of 
Scotland till the period of the king’s attaining the age of eighteen years.” 
This—the celebrated Regent Albany of the reign of James V.—after governing 
the kingdom with great incapacity and extreme unpopularity for eight years, 
made his final retreat to France in 1523, loaded with the curses and reproaches 
of the nation. John, Duke of Albany, m. 8th July, 1505, his cousin-german, 
Anne de la Tour, Comtesse D’Auvergne and de Lauragais, with whom he got 
the county of Lauragais, and the seigneuries of Danzenac, Courreze, and Boussac. 
She was eldest dau. of John de la Tour, Comte d’Auvergne, by Jane de Bourbon, 
eldest dau. of John, Comte de Yendome, and must have been very young at 
her nuptials, as her father and mother’s contract of marriage is dated 11th 
January, 1495. She died without issue at St. Saturnin. Her sister, Madeline 
de la Tour, in. 13th June, 1518, Lorenzo de Medici, Duke of Urbino, nephew 
of Pope Leo X., and died in the following year, leaving one child, Catherine 
de Medici, Countess of Auvergne and Lauragais, queen of Henry II. ,of France.

3rdly, 15 May, 1567, James Hepburn, 4th Earl of 

Bothwell, but had no other issue. The fate of Queen Mary is a matter 

of too much notoriety to be dwelt upon at any length. Her rule was 

opposed by a confederation of the Scottish nobles, headed by her bastard 

brother, the Regent Moray, and to these she was forced to surrender at 

Carberry Hill, 15 June, 1567, whence she was sent prisoner to Loclileven 

Castle, and there placed under the immediate surveillance of the Lady 

Margaret Douglas, the Regent’s mother. In this state of restraint the 

Queen was compelled to sign a formal resignation of the crown to her 

son, James, Duke of Rothsay. Subsequently she effected her escape 

from the walls of Lochleven by the aid of George Douglas, and joining 

her followers, fought and lost the battle of Langside, 13 May, 1568. In 

this her extremity she fled into England, to claim the protection of her 

kinswoman, the English Queen ; but her hope was false. After enduring 

nineteen years of captivity, Mary was put to death, at Fotheringhay 

Castle, by decapitation, on the 8th of February, 1586. Upon the resig¬ 

nation of the crown by Queen Mary, at Lochleven, her son, James, 

Duke of Rothsay, then but a year old, was declared King, as 

James VI., and under this monarch the sceptres of England and Scot¬ 

land became united at the decease of Elizabeth, in 1603, when he 

ascended the English throne, as King James I. 
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The obscurity in which antiquity has involved the early history of 

nations can only be, in a slight degree, cleared up by tracing the origin 

of the families that maintained the continued rule over them. By the 

combined efforts and researches of Muratori and Leibnitz, the ancestry 

of the Guelphs has been derived from the princely race of Este ; and 

Gibbon continues the line from that illustrious house, though the dark 

ages, up to Charlemagne. “ The genuine masculine descent of the 

Princes of Brunswick,” says that eloquent writer, “ must be explored 

beyond the Alps : the venerable tree which has since overshadowed Ger¬ 

many and Britain, was planted in the Italian soil. As far as our sight 

can reach, we discern the first founders of the race in the Marquesses of 

Este, of Luguria, and, perhaps, of Tuscany, In the eleventh century, 

the primitive stem was divided into two branches ; the elder migrated to 

the Banks of the Danube and the Elbe ; the younger more humbly ad¬ 

hered to the neighbourhood of the Adriatic: the Dukes of Brunswick 

and the Kings of Great Britain are the descendants of the first; the 

Dukes of Ferrara and Modena were the offspring of the second. 

In the 11th century, Cunigunda, sister and heiress of Guelph, Duke 

of Lower Bavaria, Count of Altdorf, married Azo, Marquess of Este, 

representative of his illustrious house, a nobleman, whose character 

shines conspicuously through the gloom of the age in which he lived. 

This alliance was productive of a son, who received at his baptism the 

name of Guelph, to revive and perpetuate the memory of his uncle, his 
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grandfather, and his first progenitors on the maternal side. After the 

death of Cunigunda, Azo wedded Garzenda, dau. and heir of Hugh> 

Count of Maine, and was, by her, father of a son, Fulk, the acknow¬ 

ledged parent of the Dukes of Ferrara and Modena. The Marquess 

of Este d. in 1097, aged upwards of a hundred years. His son, by 

Cunigunda, 

Guelph, Count of Altdorf and Duke of Upper and Lower Bavaria, 

engaged in the first Crusade, and d. on his return from Palestine, at 

Paphos in Cyprus, a.u. 1100. He had m. Judith, dau. of Baldwin, 

Count of Flanders, and sister of Queen Maud, wife of William the 

Conqueror, and left four sons, of whom Henry, surnamed the Black, 

had the title of Duke of Saxony, and d. in 1125. He was father of 

Henry the Proud, who acquired by marriage with Gertrude, dau. and 

heir of the Emperor Lothaire, new and extensive dominions on the banks 

of the Elbe and the Weser, including the Dukedom of Brunswick and 

the County of Northeim, in which he was succeeded by his son, Henry 

the Lion, Duke of Saxony. This celebrated warrior, the most renowned 

of his time, became, by the great extent of his hereditary and acquired 

property, too powerful to escape the jealousy and fears of the Emperor 

and Princes of Germany, by whom he was despoiled of his Saxon and 

Bavarian dominions. He still, however, retained Brunswick and Lunen¬ 

burg, and made the former city the capital of his states. 

Henry the Lion was twice married ; by his first wife he left no family, 

but by his second wife, who was Maud, dau. of Henry II. of England, 

he had issue,

from 1195 to 1215. This Prince partitioned his father’s dominions with 
his brother Otto ; and d. in 1227, leaving two daus., the elder m. to 
Otto the Illustrious, Duke of Bavaria, and the younger m. to Herman 
IV.

William of Winchester, b. in 1184, was one of the hostages for the 

payment of the ransom of his uncle Richard Coeur de Lion. He m. 

Helen, dau. of Waldemar I., King of Denmark, and left, at his decease 

in 1213, an only son,

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Otiio, surnamed Puer, who at the death of his uncle Henry, of Zelle, 

laid claim to Brunswick as heir male, in opposition to that prince’s 

daughters, and establishing his right by the sword, was created by the 

Emperor Frederick II., Duke of Brunswick Lunenburg. He m. 

Matilda, dau. of Albert II., Elector of Brandenburg, and dying in 1252, 

was succeeded by his eldest son, 

Albert the Great, Duke of Brunswick, a renowned soldier, who, at 

the head of the Bohemians and Brunswickers, defeated a powerful army 

of Hungarians, and captured their king. In 1258, he took the fortress 

of Asseburg after three years’ siege, and also acquired, by conquest, the 

lordship of Wolfenbuttel. His successful career terminated in 1279. 

By Adelheid, his second wife, dau. of Boniface III., Marquess of Mont- 

ferrat, he left a dau. Matilda, m. to Eric VI., King of Denmark, and six 

sons, of whom, Luther and Conrad, were knights of St. John the Bap¬ 

tist, and Otto, a distinguished Member of the chivalrous Order of the 

Temple. Among the other three sons, Henry, Albert, and William, 

their father divided his dominions. Of these, 

Albert the Fat, succeeded to Gottingen, Northeim, Minden, &c. He 

in. Richenza, dau. of Henry, Prince of Wenden, and was father of 

Magnus the Pious, whose youngest son (by Sophia, his wife, dau. of 

Henry Margrave of Brandenburg),

John-Frederick, who succeeded to Calenburg and Gottingen (the Hano¬ 

verian Dominions), at the death of his brother. He became a Catholic, 
and d. in Italy in 1679, leaving daus. only, one of whom Amelia, m. the 
Emperor Joseph I. 

Ernest-Augustus, Bishop of Osnaburg. 

The three eldest sons dying without male issue, the principalities were 

reunited in the person of the youngest, Ernf.st-Augustus, Bishop of 

Osnaburg, who thus became Duke of Hanover. This prince, who in. 

herited the military talents of his family, was made 9th Elector of the 

Empire, in 1692, under the title of Elector of Hanover, and Great 

Marshal of the Empire. His Serene Highness m. Sophia, dau. of 

Frederick, Elector Palatine, and King of Bohemia, by Elizabeth, 

his wife, dau. of James I. of England, and had issue, 

George-Lewis, his successor. 
Frederic-Augustus, an Imperial General, killed in the war against the 

Turks. 
Maximilian-William, General of the Venetians, who embraced the doctrines

Margaret d’Albret, married 10 April, 1410, Gaston de Foix, Captal of Buch, Count 
of Benauges and of Longueville, K.G. second son of Isabella, sovereign Countess of 
Foix and of Bearn, by her husband, Archumbauld de Grailly, Viscount of Benauges, 
&c. Gaston de Foix sided with the King of England, and was highly distinguished at 
the battle of Agincourt, and made a Knight of the Garter He afterwards sustained the 
cause of the English in Normandy and Guyenne, with so much zeal, that, when it 
became desperate by the fall of Bordeaux, he preferred to banish himself rather than 
submit to another power. He sold all his possessions in Guyenne, to his nephew, the 
Count of Foix, and to the Count of Dunois, 20 January, 1451, and retired to Meilles, 
in Spain, which he purchased. Their only son, viz : 

VII. John de Foix,* * Earl of Kendal, in England, K.G., Count of Longueville, and of Be-

Blanchb of Brittany, married July, 1280, Philip d’Artois, Count of Artois, Lord of 
Conches, of Donancourt, &c., who accompanied his father Robert II. Count of Artois, 
peer of France, regent of the kingdom of Naples, surnamed “The Good and the 
Noble,” to the battle of Furnes. He died soon afterwards from the effects of wounds 
received in that action, 11 Sept. 1296. Blanche of Brittany, his wife, died at the 
castle of Vincennes, 19 March, 1327.—Their second daughter, viz :

• The eldest son of John de Foix, Captal of Buch, &e., 1st Earl of Kendal, and of Margaret de la Pole, of the 
house of Suffolk, Gaston by name, became Earl of Kendal at the death of his father, in 1485 ; and his posterity 
continued that style afterwards. But in 1572, Henry de Foix, Earl of Kendal, dying without issue male by his 
wife, Mary de Montmorency, daughter of Anne de M., Duke of Montmorency, Constable and Grandmaster of 
France, their eldest daughter Margaret de Foix, Countess of Kendal, who married John Louis de Nogaret de la 
Valette, Duke of d’Epernon, Peer of France, transmitted to that family all the possessions of her house, on con¬ 
dition of their eldest son taking the name and arms of De Foix. Her second son by this marriage, Bernard de 
La Vallette and de Foix, Duke of Epernon and Earl of Kendal, died at Paris, 25 July, l66l. leaving a daughter, 
Anne Louisa Christine de Foix de la Valette d’Epernon, a nun of the order of the Carmelites, in whose convent 
in the Faubourg St. James, at Paris, she died 22 Aug., 1701.

and coheiress of Michael, second of the name, Earl of Suffolk, and niece of William, 
1st Duke of Suffolk, so celebrated in the reign of Henry VI. He died in 1485, and 
was buried at Castelnau de Medoc. Their second son, viz : 

VIII. John de Foix, Viscount of Meilles, Count of Gurson, and of Fleix, founder of the

IV. Roger Bernard de Foix, 1st Viscount of Castelbon, and Lord of Moncade, is styled 
cousin by the King of France in his letters, dated from Moncellez-Pont St. Maixence, 
the Stli October, 1340. He made his will in 1349. By his wife Constance de Luna, 
sister of Lopez, Count of Luna, he had three children, of whom the eldest, viz : 

V. Roger Bernard de Foix, 2nd Viscount of Castelbon, signalised himself in the wars of 
Spain, in the years 1356, 1357, 1363, and 1374.. He married Giraude de Navailles, 
by whom he had two children, of whom the eldest, Mathew de Foix, became on the 
death of his cousin, Gaston Phoebus, Count of Foix and Viscount of Bearn; but 
dying himself in August, 1398, without issue, by his wife, Jane of Arragon, eldest 
dau. of John I., King of Arragon, and of Martha of Armagnac, he was succeeded 
by his only sister, viz : 

VI. Isabella de Foix, who thus became sovereign Countess of Foix, Viscountess of Bearn 
and of Castelbon. She married in 1381, by the Pope’s dispensation, Archambaud de 
Grailly, son of Peter de Grailly, and of Rosemburge de Talleyrand de Perigord. He 
succeeded, on the death of his nephew, John de Grailly, 3rd of the name, Knight of 
the Garter, to the possessions of the house of Grailly, and became Captal of Buch, 
Count of Benauges, of Longueville, Lord of Meille in Arragon, of Puy-Paulin, of 
Fleix, &c. He had attached himself to the party of the English, and of Charles the 
Bad, King of Navarre. He was taken prisoner at the battle of Cocherel, May 1364 ; 
and was afterwards made again prisoner, and led as such to Paris with several English 
and Gascons, 11th December, 1372. They had five sons; to the eldest of whom was 
left the succession of the house of Foix, &c.; to the second, Gaston, all the possessions 
of the house of Grailly; to the third, viz : Archambaud, the estates derived from 
Giraude de Navailles, his grandmother. To Matthew, their fourth son, was left the 
sum of 20,000 florins of gold of the money of Arragon; and to Peter, their youngest 
son, intended for the church, a pension of 1,000 florins. All their sons adopted the 
name and arms of De Foix.—Their second son, viz: 

VII. Gaston de Foix, 1st of that name, Captal of Buch, Count of Benauges and of Lon¬ 

gueville, Lord of Gurson, of Grailly, of Villagrand,(of Rolle and of Meille, succeeded to 
all the estates his father had possessed before he became Count of Foix. He followed 
during the whole of his life the side of the English, on account of his possessions in 
Guyenne. Henry V. King of England, confirmed, in the 2nd year of his reign, 23 
June, 1414, the donations made to the Lords of Grailly by the Kings of England, his 
predecessors. He was made a Knight of the Garter, and married in the name of that 
king, Catherine of France, daughter of King Charles VI. He received from Henry V. 
the earldom of Longueville in Normandy, in 1421. He had distinguished himself at 
the battle of Agincourt, in 1415, and afterwards supported the English cause with so 
much zeal, that when it became desperate by the reduction of Bordeaux, he sold all 
his possessions in Guyenne to liis nephew, the Count of Foix, and retired to Meille in 
Spain. He married Margaret d’Albret, dau. of Arnaud-Amanjou, Sire d’Albret, and 
of Margaret de Bourbon, dau. of Peter, 1st Duke of Bourbon, and of Isabella of 
Valois, by whom he had an only son, viz: 

VIII. John db Foix, Earl of Kendal, K.G., Count of Benauges, Captal of Buch, &c., who 
married Margaret de la Pole, daughter of Michael, 3rd Earl of Suffolk.

La Vallette, Dukes of Epernon, assumed the title of Earls of Kendal; married 4 De¬ 
cember, 1507, Anne, daughter and heiress of Louis De Villeneuve, Marquis of Trans, 
Premier Marquis of France, and of Honorade de Berre.

IX. Martha de Foix, married 9 March, 1535, Claude de Grasse, Baron of Bar, in Provence, 
eldest son of James de Grasse, Lord of Bar, and of Sybil de Quiqueran, daughter of 
Gaucher, Baron of Beaujen. Martha of Foix was cousin german of Anne, Queen of 
Bohemia and of Hungary, the dau. of Ladislaus, and of Anne of Foix Kendal, who 
married Ferdinand I. Emperor of Germany. She was also niece of Catherine de 
Foix, Queen of Navarre, who married John Sire d’Albret, whose grand-daughter 
Jeanne d’Albret, married Anthony de Bourbon, and was the mother of Henry IV., who 
in her right became King of Navarre. Their eldest son, viz : 

X. Claude II. Count of Bar, Knight of the Orders of the King, Chamberlain to the Duke 
of Orleans, brother of the king, and Governor of Antibes, married 27 February, 1560, 
Jane de Brancas, dau. of Gaspard de Brancas, Baron of Cereste, and of Frances 
d’Ancezune, dau. of John d’Ancezune, Lord of Condolet, Lieut.-General of Artillery, 
by Mary de Crussol-Uzes his wife. Their eldest son, viz : 

XL Hannibal de Grasse, Count of Bar, Marshal de Camp, Governor of Antibes, was one of 

the chiefs of the party of Henry IV. He married Clara, dau. of Claude d’Allagonia, 
Lord of Meirargues, and of Jane de Risse, Lady of Astouin. His will is dated 11 
June, 1607. Their third daughter, viz : 

XII. Anne de Grasse, married John Henry Grimaldi, Marquis of Corbons, Baron of Cagnes, 
of the Chief Grimaldis Lords of Cagnes and Antibes, the senior branch of the sovereign 
House of Monaco. He was the eldest son of Honore Grimaldi, Lord of Corbons and 
of Cagnes, and of Blanche de Thomas, dau. of Bartholomew de Thomas, Lord of Mil¬ 
haud, by Sylvestre de Digne, Lady of Gignac, his wife. He was well known for his 
devotion to literature, and was appointed King’s Lieutenant at Monaco, in considera¬ 
tion of his having contributed to place his relation, the Prince of Monaco, under the 
protection of France. His will is dated in 1622, but he lived long afterwards, having 
attained to a very advanced age. Their eldest daughter, viz : 

XIII. Mary Gabrielle Grimaldi, married November 16, 1654, Francis de Lombard, third 
of the name, Lord of Gourdon in Provence, Major in the Regiment La Marine. He 
had lost an arm at the battle of Rocroy, and succeeded on the death (without issue) of 
his two elder brothers, to the possessions of his House, as well as to the hereditary 
office of Lieutenant General, civil and criminal, of the Senechalat of Grasse. Their 
eldest daughter, 

XIV. Mary Anne de Lombard Gourdon, married Joseph Amadeus de Bonardo Mangardo, 
Count of Roburento, in the Marquessate of Ceva, in Piedmont, hereditary Knight 
Commander of the Order of St. Maurice and Lazarus, of Savoy, only son of John 
Anthony Bonardo Mangardo, Count of Roburento, Knight Commander of Saints Mau¬ 
rice and Lazarus, Privy Councillor to the Duke of Savoy, &c., and of Marie Anne 
Bianca de Sforza, of Ceva. He died at Venice in 1700. His only sister, called Ales- 
sandra Marguerita, married Anthony Cordero, 1st Count of Pamparato, and by him 
was the great-great-grandmother of the present Marquess of Pamparato, Stanislaus 
Felix Joseph Cordero, byname, Director General of the Royal and National studs 
of Sardinia, Major-General of cavalry, &c. Their only son, 

XV. C.ezar Antony Bonardo Mangardo,Countof Roburento, hereditary Knight Commander 
of Saints Maurice and Lazarus, of Savoy, was born 5th July, 1684, at Nice. He left 
Piedmont, the land of his ancestors, to settle at first in Provence, the country of his 
mother, then in the island of Bourbon, where he married, and had several children. 
He held a high office in that colony, where he died in the year 1732, at the age of 46. 
11 is eldest son, viz : 

XVI Joseph Bonardo Mangardo, Count of Roburento, de jure, hereditary Knight Com¬ 
mander of Saints Maurice and Lazarus, but which latter dignity with the annexed 
estate, (situated ill the valley of the Ellero, near the town of Mondovi, in Piedmont), 
in consequence of the neglect of his father to conform to the necessary regulations for 
securing the succession to his descendants, had been awarded about the year 1733, by 
the religion of Saints Maurice and Lazarus, to John Baptist Cordero, 1st Marquis of 
Pamparato, as being the nearest representative of the Bonardo family remaining in 
Piedmont, in virtue of his descent from Alessandra Marguerite Bonardo, Countess of 
Pamparato, his grandmother. Count Joseph Bonardo, married Mademoiselle de 
Laval, of the island of Bourbon. Amongst other children, deceased sine prole, they 
had the following.

Perpetual Secretary of the Institute, &c. who died at Paris in 1788. Monsieur de 
Fouchy, served at first in the Royal Navy, but having been compelled to retire, in con¬ 
sequence of the decree of the National Convention, depriving all ex-nobles of their 
commissions in the service, he settled in the Isle of France, where he possessed 
several plantations. When the Isle of France was taken by the English in 1810, he 
removed with his family to the French settlement of Chandernagore, in India. He 
died there' in 1839. His wife died at an advanced age in India, in the year 1836.
