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“If I invite a group of women to come and listen to me speak about domestic violence, the
result would be an empty room. If | invite this same group of women to come to a beautiful
couture fashion show, the room would be packed,” said Tracey Mayer, a development
consultant for WINGS, designer, and a survivor of domestic violence. “It's time we begin
talking openly about domestic violence and encourage everyone to join us in our
movement. Domestic violence is a huge problem to tackle, but we believe we can solve it if
we all work together. WINGS is jumping on the momentum that is being built in the beauty
industry to bring awareness to domestic violence: like YSL Beauty UK ‘Abuse is not Love’ and
Sephora CARES ‘You are not Alone’ programs,” said Mayer.
