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An artist of unprecedented reinvention, Gathie Falk has mesmerized the Canadian art world for 
more than six decades with works in painting, drawing, sculpture, ceramic, installation, and per-
formance. With diverse materials but a distinctly personal vision, she transforms everyday items 
like fruit, shoes, and furniture into objects of wonder. From modest Mennonite beginnings, Falk 
rose to fame in Vancouver in the mid-1960s and has continued to garner international acclaim.  
A new book explores her fascinating life and groundbreaking contributions to contemporary art.

May 27, 2022, FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE—One of Canada’s most captivating artists, Gathie Falk 
(b.1928) is a stalwart of the Vancouver scene who radically transformed West Coast art with her eclec-
tic and innovative work. A pioneer of performance and installation art in the 1960s, Falk found early 
success as she challenged audiences with playfully surreal experiences and environments. Through-
out her long career she has created countless series of works dedicated to simple subjects that are 
personally significant, like piles of fruit, cement sidewalks, night skies, and picnics. Her handcraft-
ed explorations of the world around her have earned her a pivotal place in Canadian art history. In 
celebration of this beloved artist, the Art Canada Institute (ACI) is pleased to announce the release of 
Gathie Falk: Life & Work by Michelle Jacques, a new open-access online art book—available free of 
charge, in both English and French. 

Now in her ninth decade and still devoted to making art, Gathie Falk was born in what she describes 
as “the little sheep town” of Alexander, Manitoba, in 1928. Her parents were German-speaking Men-
nonites who had fled Russia to settle in Canada two years earlier. After her father died of pneumonia 
while she was still an infant, the family struggled financially. Since her early teens Falk picked straw-
berries, cleaned houses, worked in factories, and eventually embarked upon a short-lived teaching

career to help support her mother before following her dreams in pursuit of a life in art. Her humble 
upbringing and the Mennonite belief in simplicity are reflected in Falk’s singular artistic approach, 
which she characterizes as the “veneration of the ordinary.” 

“Falk has spent her career transforming everyday objects that we often ignore into transcendent and 
iconic artworks,” says Sara Angel, Founder and Executive Director of the Art Canada Institute. 196 
Apples, 1969–70, is one of the most admired and recognizable of Falk’s creations. Each ceramic fruit is 
individually handcrafted and slightly different than the next. Together they are carefully arranged into 
a glistening red pyramid, like one we might encounter in a grocery store. Falk made more than two 
dozen of these “Fruit Piles,” and the series can now be found in public and private collections across 
the country and around the world. All bearing the mark of her hand and translated through her mind’s 
eye, Falk considered these “fleshy, sexy” stacks of produce to be the apotheosis of beauty. 

As Michelle Jacques reminds us, Falk’s remarkable facility in sculptural ceramics is matched by her 
“painterly and compositional prowess,” her mysteriously symbolic works in performance, and her 
infinitely evocative environments or installations—she has created a body of work that “has never 
veered from her playful, purposeful, and unapologetically personal vision.”  

Gathie Falk: Life & Work forwards ACI’s mission to create a central digital resource to share Canada’s 
most important artists, and works of art, with the world. ACI is an indispensable resource for explor-
ing and learning about Canada’s visual arts heritage. To date, ACI has published 51 expert-authored 
digital books that are available free of charge. As well, the Art Canada Institute has recently devel-
oped Canada’s only comprehensive art education guides for teachers and students from kindergarten 
to grade 12—content that is also free and available online and serves over 700,000 educators.
