US SUPREME GOURT PAVES WAY FOR EXTRADI

n a major development, the US
ISupreme Court has paved the way for

Pakistani-Canadian national and 26/11
attacks case accused Tahawwur Hussain
Rana’s extradition to India where he will
face trial in the Mumbai terror strikes case.
The US apex court early this week
dismissed Rana’s review petition (writ of
‘certiorari’) filed on November 13, 2024
challenging his extradition to India. With
the rejection of his petition, Rana has
exhausted all his legal options to evade his
extradition to India. Now, Rana’s
extradition to India has become
imminent.
In the past, Rana had lost similar pleas,
both in US Court of Appeals in San
Francisco and several federal courts, to be
sent to India for prosecution of charges in
the November 26-29, 2008 attacks case, in
which 166 people were killed and 300
others injured.
During the hearing in his latest plea in
December 2024, the US Solicitor General

case for rejection of Rana’s review petition
on the ground that the Lashkar-E-Taiba
(LeT) operative was not entitled for relief
from extradition to India.

A former medical officer in the Pakistani
army, Rana had migrated to Canada in
1990 where he became a citizen before
moving to Chicago. As per US law, if he is
not extradited to India, he will be deported
to his home country Canada after the
completion of his prison term in 2027.
Rana is currently lodged in a Los Angeles
prison for his involvement in plotting a
terror attack on the Danish newspaper
Jyllands-Posten.

Rana had contended that he was tried and
acquitted by a federal court in Illinois
(Chicago) on the charges pertaining to the
26/11 case, for which India sought his
extradition. However, Prelogar had
strongly opposed Ranas plea. Rana is
accused of significant involvement in the
26/11 attacks case.

Ajmal Kasab was among the ten Pakistani
terrorists who had carried out brazen

Pakistani-origin Canadian businessman Tahawwur
Rana. The US Supreme Court has cleared Mumbai
attack convict Rana’s extradition to India, dismissing
his review petition against the move PTI

attacks on Mumbai. While nine of the ten
terrorists were killed by the security forces
during the attack, the remaining one-
Mohammed Ajmal Kasab - was caught
alive by the police at Girgaum Chowpatty
on the intervening night of November 26-
27, 2008. After his conviction in the case,
Kasab was hanged to death in the 26/11
attacks case in Punes Yerwada central
prison on November 21, 2012.

Rana is one of the two masterminds who
are yet to be brought to justice, while the
other is Sayed Zabiuddin Ansari alias Abu
Jundal, an Indian operative who worked
for the Lashkar terror group. He was
arrested in 2012 after being identified by
Kasab and is currently behind the bars in
Mumbai.

Welcoming the impending extradition to
India, senior advocate Ujjwal Nikam, who
was the Special Public Prosecutor in the
26/11 attacks case, said: “This is major
success for India because the Supreme
Court of America has dismissed the
review petition of Tahawwur Rana.
Tahawwur Rana and David Headley are

the close links behind the terror attack of
the 26/11 Mumbai attacks. By extraditing
Tahawwur Rana, India will get more
information and evidence of the
involvement of some of the Pakistani
people, including the Pakistan security
apparatus. I am very optimistic that the
extradition of Tahawwur Rana will give
more evidence about the involvement of
some of the security apparatus of
Pakistan,”

Rana is a close aide of the Pakistani-
American terrorist David Coleman
Headley, who was also wanted by India
for the 26/11 hit, carried out by 10 heavily
armed Pakistan terrorists.

In an amended criminal complaint in the
Illinois court against Headley and his
accomplice Tahawwur Hussain Rana, on
October 21, 2009, the FBI had given
details about the reconnaissance done by
Headley in India and his links with Rahul
Bhatt, whom he (Headley) had befriended
during his trips to India. Bhatt and his
fitness instructor friend Vilas Pandurang
Varak had subsequently confirmed

having met Headley during his visits to
India.

It may be recalled that on September 26,
2023, the Mumbai crime branch sleuths
had filed a 405-page supplementary
charge-sheet against Canadian
businessman of Pakistani origin Dr.
Tahawwur Hussain Rana based on fresh
evidence against him.

Among other things, the supplementary
charge-sheet had alleged that Rana had
stayed in India for 11 days - from
November 11, 2008 to November 22,
2008. Of these days, he spent two days in
Mumbai, where he stayed at Hotel
Renaissance at Powai.

In its charge-sheet submitted before the
trial court, the crime branch police had
added Unlawful Activities (Prevention)
Act (UAPA) section 39A (offence relating
to support given to a terrorist
organisation) against Rana in the
case”We have gathered some fresh
evidence against Rana in the form of
statements and documents,” a senior
crime branch officer said.

President Murmu bats ONOE

President Droupadi Murmu on
Saturday advocated for the “One
Nation One Election” initiative, asserting
it has the potential to redefine “good
governance” in the country by
promoting consistency in governance,
preventing policy paralysis, mitigating
resource diversion, and alleviating
financial burdens on the state.

In her address to the nation ahead of the
76th Republic Day, she emphasised the
government’s ongoing efforts to
“eliminate remnants of a colonial
mindset that have lingered in the
country for decades” and cited the
replacement of the British-era criminal
laws with three new modern laws.

“We have been witnessing concerted
efforts to change that mindset... Reforms
of such magnitude require an audacity of
vision,” she said.

Highlighting the significance of the
proposed bill aimed at synchronising

election schedules across the country,
Murmu noted, “The ‘One Nation One
Election’ plan can offer numerous
benefits, including enhanced governance
and reduced financial strain”

In discussing legal reforms, she pointed
out the need to replace the Indian Penal
Code, the Code of Criminal Procedure,
and the Indian Evidence Act with new

laws reflective of Indian traditions.

She mentioned the introduction of the
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, the Bharatiya
Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita, and the
Bharatiya Sakshya Adhiniyam, which
prioritise the delivery of justice over
mere punishment and place a strong
emphasis on addressing crimes against
women and children.

Reflecting on the significance of the
Constitution, the President highlighted
the progress achieved over the past 75
years.

“At the time of Independence, many
parts of the country faced extreme
poverty and hunger. However, we
maintained a belief in ourselves and
created conditions for growth,” she said.
Noting the contributions of farmers and
labourers, she said India’s economy now
plays a pivotal role in global economic

trends, asserting that this
transformation is rooted in the
framework  established by  the
Constitution.

The poster referred to Kejriwal as
being “honest” “Kejriwal ki
imandari sare beyimano par
padegi  bhari [Kejriwal’s
honesty will prevail over all
the dishonest people],” reads
the poster.However, the
inclusion of Rahul Gandhi
signalled that the gloves are off
for AAP. The AAP and Congress

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Misrod police recue man after attempted suicide at Jalsa Hotel

isrod police rescued a
Mman from Jalsa Hotel
located in Misrod area

after he ate 30 sleeping pills and
sent a suicide note to his fami-
ly claiming that he is fed up with
life. When the family informed
the Misrod police, he was res-
cued and admitted to the hos-
pital.

The incident was reported on
Friday evening around 7.30 pm.
Information was received that a
youth Ashish Rajput (52) has
consumed 30 sleepng pills with
the intention of committing
suicide in Jalsa Hotel.
Immediately the team was sent
to the spot. It was seen that the
door of the hotel was locked
from inside. A police personnel
entered the room through the
window and opened the gate
and immediately took him to
Nobel Hospital and admitted

him. Where his treatment is

going on.
It is found he is a relative of for-
mer Congress minister

Rajkumar Patel.

According to Misrod police
Ashish Singh Rajput lives in
Vidyanagar Baghsewania. He
left home on Friday evening.
After some time he reached
room number 302 of Hotel Jalsa
located on Narmadapuram
Road.

From where he sent a suicide
note to the mobile number of his
family members. In this, he
talked about suicide and wrote
that I am going to commit sui-
cide of my own free will. No one
is responsible for this. I am fed
up with life.

After reading the suicide note,
the family got scared. After
this, Misrod police station in-
charge Manish Raj Singh
Bhadoria was called. The police
station in-charge immediately

sent a team to Hotel Jalsa. The
policemen broke the window of
the room and entered inside.
Saw that he had eaten about 30
tablets. Seeing his health dete-
riorating, the policemen imme-
diately picked him up and took
him to the nearby Nobel
Hospital. Where treatment is
going on. Police station in-
charge Manish Raj Singh
Bhadoria said that the reason for
which Ashish was going to
commit suicide has not been
revealed.

In a separate incident a 38-year-
old man committed suicide by
haning with the ceiling late on
Friday night. The family mem-
bers have told the police that he
committed suicide after a quar-
rel with his wife under the
influence of alcohol.

The deceased used to quarrel
with his wife every day under
the influence of alcohol.
Investigation has been started by

registering a case in the matter.
Raju Rajak (38) was a resident
of Bhim Nagar Sabji Mandi. He
used to work as a labourer. He
was addicted to alcohol. The
family has a daughter Priyanshi
and 11 year old son Yash. Wife
Naini also works as a domestic
help.

On Friday night, Raju returned
home after drinking alcohol. He
had an argument with his wife
while intoxicated. After this, he
went to his room. Late at night,
his wife saw the body hanging
from the noose. With the help
of neighbors, the body was
taken down from the noose.
After this, the police were
informed. The police have reg-
istered a case and started an
investigation. Police say that
no suicide note has been found
from the scene of the incident.
Further action will be taken after
detailed statements of the fam-
ily members.

Icy winds from the North bring severe chill to Madhya Pradesh

adhya Pradesh is
Mcurrently experi-
encing a sharp dip

in temperatures due to icy
winds coming from the
north. On Friday, the day
temperature in Bhopal
decreased by 6.8 degrees,
reaching 22.6 degree celsius.
Similar drops were recorded
in other cities like Indore,
Ujjain, Gwalior, and Jabalpur.
Khargone witnessed dense
fog on Saturday, with visi-
bility dropping to a mere 50
meters.

The Meteorological
Department has warned that
this chilly weather is likely to
continue for the next three
days, with temperatures
expected to drop further,
particularly at night.

The cold wave has been trig-

gered by a shift in wind pat-
terns since Thursday night,
with northern winds sweep-
ing across the state. These
winds, combined with a
powerful jet stream blowing
at high altitudes, have caused
the mercury to fall. In
Bhopal, the temperature
reached alow of 22.6 degree
celsius on Friday, while cities
like Indore, Ujjain, and
Gwalior also experienced a
significant drop in day tem-
peratures.

The weather pattern is con-
sistent across the state, with
day temperatures falling
noticeably in many districts,
including those in Bhopal,
Ujjain, Rewa, Jabalpur, and
Sagar divisions.

The chill is expected to
worsen in the coming days.
The night temperatures are
also forecast to fall sharply,
with several regions likely to

experience a further dip of
up to 3 degree celsius by
Saturday. The continuing
influence of cold winds from
the northern hills, where
recent snowfall has intensi-
fied the chill, is contributing
to this sharp decline in tem-
perature. The minimum
temperature in the state on
Friday was recorded at 10
degree celsius in Mandla,
and hill stations like
Pachmarhi experienced
temperatures hovering
around 10.2 degree celsius.
The severe cold is expected
to persist for three to four
more days, according to
meteorologists.

The temperature drop is
especially significant in dis-
tricts such as Bhopal, Ujjain,
and Gwalior divisions,
where both day and night
temperatures have fallen
appreciably.

Meanwhile, regions in
Narmadapuram, Indore,
and Rewa have experienced
a rise in night tempera-
tures. As the cold front
intensifies, the situation may
become harsher, with severe
cold being felt throughout
the state for the next few
days.

The weather will start to
shift after January 29, when
a new western disturbance is
expected to arrive in the
western Himalayan region,
bringing some relief by rais-
ing temperatures. However,
the respite may be short-
lived, as the cold is expect-
ed to return once the system
passes.

This reflects that the state
will continue to experience
severe cold conditions in the
near future, with the chilly
spell set to impact daily life
in many parts of the state.

The selfless deci-
sion of the donor’s family to
give the gift of life paved the
way for this groundbreaking
procedure.
A dedicated team of
Cardiothoracic and Vascular
Surgeons (CTVS) from
AIIMS Bhopal undertook
the challenging task of organ
retrieval. The team depart-
ed from Bhopal at midnight,
reaching Jabalpur in the

In a historic milestone

The heart was donated by the
family of a 61-year-old brain-dead
patient admitted to NSCB
Medical College in Jabalpur.

paved the way

early hours to begin the
organ harvest. By 10:30 AM,
the heart was successfully
retrieved and promptly air-
lifted to Bhopal at 10:50
AM.

With the meticulous plan-
ning and seamless coordi-
nation among officials, the
heart was transported via a
"green corridor” from Raja
Bhoj Airport to AIIMS
Bhopal within minutes.
Executive Director of AIIMS
Bhopal, Prof. (Dr.) Ajai
Singh, and Medical
Superintendent, Prof. (Dr.)
Shashank Purwar, were pre-
sent to receive the organ and
commended the efforts of
the entire team involved in

the procedure.

The heart transplant was
performed on a 53-year-old
patient from Itarsi by a
skilled surgical team led by
Dr. Yogesh Niwariya, Dr.
M. Kishan, Dr. Surendra
Yadav, Dr. Rahul Sharma,
Dr. Vikram Watti, and Dr.
Aditya Sirohi. Cardiology
specialist Dr. Bhushan Shah
also played a vital role in the
procedure.

The cardiac anesthetists’
team, guided by Dr. Vaishali
Waindeskar and led by Dr.

The accused said that he
slapped him while trying to
intervene.

The rally, to be held at Dr.
Ambedkar’s birthplace in
Mhow, will serve as a platform
for Congress leaders and
Ambedkar's followers to raise
their voices against the BJP,
RSS, and the Modi govern-
ment, vowing to protect the
Constitution and uphold its
principles.

Criticizing the Modi govern-
ment, Singh alleged that it
seeks to alter the Constitution,
something the people of India
will never tolerate. Referring
to past incidents like the sus-
pension of MPs from
Parliament and the disquali-
fication of Rahul Gandhi’s
membership, Singh said, “The
BJP conveniently forgets the
Constitution when it suits
their agenda. But now, as
their slogan of crossing 400
seats dwindles to 240, they
have suddenly realized its
importance.

attempts by the BJP to under-
mine the Constitution?”
Singh also accused the BJP of

He further criticized the BJP-

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Fire at three-storey building at Khanugaon
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fire broke out in a three-
Astorey building in

Khanugaon, Bhopal, on
Saturday morning around 8 am.
The fire started in a sewing cen-
tre on the first floor, which was
rented by Yunus Qureshi. The
centre, filled with sewing
machines and bundles of clothes,
quickly became engulfed in
flames. Eyewitness Fahimuddin
Chaudhary, a nearby resident,
recalled that a worker from the
centre ran out shouting for help,
prompting him to notice smoke
coming from the building. He
immediately alerted the fire
brigade.<At the time of the fire,
there were 10 workers in the
sewing centre, while other parts
of the building housed multiple
families living on rent. Many res-
idents were still asleep when the
fire broke out, which added to the

panic. Women with children
rushed out of the building, and
gas cylinders were thrown out to
prevent explosions. Local resi-
dents rushed to evacuate the
building, waking up others by
making noise.
Despite the quick response from
the residents, the fire quickly
spread, reaching the third and
round floors, where several
families lived.
The flames were reported to be
rising 10 to 15 feet, and the fire
consumed the household items in
the flats. Additionally, a nearby
clothes godown also caught fire.
While the fire brigade was noti-
fied promptly, local residents
expressed concern over delays
due to procedural formalities,
which allowed the fire to spread
further. Had the fire engines
arrived sooner, the fire could have
been contained before causing
extensive damage.

For the first time in the coun-
try, two cities have been recog-
nised as wetland cities by
Ramsar. Indore and Udaipur
have been included as the first

two cities of the country. Other
cities of the world included in
the released list are: Trelew of
Argentina, Mechelen of
Belgium, Kasane-Kazungula,
Shakawe of Botswana, Valdivia
of Chile, Chongming, Dali,
Fuzhou, Hangzhou, Jiujiang,
Lhasa, Suzhou, Wenzhou,
Yueyang of China, Abbeville,
Arles, Hampigny of France,
Babol, Bandar Kiahar,
Gandoman of Iran (Islamic
Republic), Nagoya city of
Japan, Mehdia of Morocco,
Balanga city of Philippines,
Poznan of Poland, Gimhae,
Mungyeong of Republic of
Korea, Novi Sad of Serbia,
Geneva of Switzerland and
Victoria Falls of Zimbabwe
have also been included.

Notably, Indore was recently
nominated by the Central
Government for recognition as
a prestigious wetland city by
the Ramsar Convention.
Union Environment, Forest
and Climate Change Minister
Shri Bhupendra Yadav said
that this will give Indore and
Udaipur recognition with pos-
itive branding at the interna-

tional level.

Indore city was not only one of
the cleanest cities of the coun-
try and the state from the envi-
ronmental point of view, but
Indore also got the pride of
being the first wetland city of
the country.

ndia is set to showcase its mil-

itary prowess and rich cultur-
al heritage and display a sym-
bolic confluence of 'virasat' and
'vikas' on Kartavya Path here to
mark the 76th Republic Day on
January 26 when the nation will
also commemorate the plat-
inum jubilee of the enactment of
the Constitution.
Indonesian President Prabowo
Subianto will be the chief guest
on the occasion. A 352-member
marching and band contingent
from Indonesia will be partici-
pating in the parade.
Subianto will be the fourth
Indonesian president to attend
India's Republic Day celebra-
tions. Sukarno, the first president
of Indonesia, was the chief guest
at India's first Republic Day cel-
ebrations in 1950.
While 75 vyears of the
Constitution is the focus of cel-
ebrations this year, the theme for
the tableaux is'Swarnim Bharat:
Virasat aur Vikas'.
Sixteen tableaux from across
states and Union Territories
and 15 from central ministries,
departments and organisations
will roll down the ceremonial
boulevard on Sunday.

CCPA imposes 3 Lakh penalty on Vision [AS for misleading UPSC exam advertisements

he Central Consumer

Protection Authority
(CCPA) has imposed a penalty
of Rs 3 lakh on Vision IAS for
deceptive advertising about its
students' success in the civil ser-
vices examination. The author-
ity found that Vision IAS delib-
erately withheld specific course
information, creating a mis-
leading impression about its
success rates in such exams, a
statement by Ministry of
Consumer Affairs, Food &
Public Distribution said. The
institute's advertisement
claimed "10 in Top 10 selections
in CSE 2020 from various pro-
grams of Vision IAS" and
prominently displayed success-
ful candidates and pictures.
Vision IAS mentioned the
course opted by AIR 1- UPSC
CSE 2020 i.e. GS Foundation
Batch Classroom Student but

deliberately concealed infor-
mation regarding the courses
chosen by the other nine suc-
cessful candidates.

This concealment created mis-
leading impression that the
remaining nine candidates were
also enrolled in the 'GS
Foundation Batch Classroom
Student' course which was not

true. Out of remaining 9 can-
didates- 1 took foundation
courses, 6 took test series relat-
ed to Pre and Mains stage and
2 took Abhyaas test. Further,
CCPA examined the digital
profiles and fee receipts sub-
mitted by Vision IAS and dis-
covered that the Foundation
course is the most expensive,

costing ?1,40,000/-, whereas the
Abhyaas one-time prelims
mock test costs only Rs 750. As
per the available information,
Rank 1 enrolled in the
Foundation Course 2018
(Classroom/Offline), and Rank
8 enrolled in the Online
Foundation Course 2015 of the
Institute. CCPA found that
Rank 2, Rank 3, Rank 5, Rank
7, Rank 8, and Rank 10 of UPSC
CSE 2020 enrolled in the GS
Mains Test Series. This comes
into play in Mains examination
i.e. after clearing prelims exam-
ination which is a screening test
wherein approximately only 1%
students able to clear the said
stage, making it the toughest
stage with the most competi-
tion.

The abovementioned students
took GS Mains test series which
is one of the various compo-
nents of the Mains examination
which implies that the afore-

mentioned candidates cleared
the prelims and Interview stages
on their own, without any con-
tribution of opposite party.
Additionally, Rank 4 and Rank
9 of UPSC CSE 2020 enrolled in
Abhyaas test, a mock test for the
Prelims exam. Rank 6 enrolled
in the GS Prelims Test Series.
This implies that the above-
mentioned candidates cleared
the Mains and Interview stages
on their own, without any con-
tribution of opposite party. By
deliberately concealing about
the specific course opted by each
of the successful candidates,
the Vision IAS made it look like
all the courses offered by it had
the same success rate for the
consumers, which was not right.
These facts are important for the
potential students to decide on
the courses that may be suitable
for them and should not have
been concealed in the adver-
tisement. CCPA has observed

that several coaching institutes
use the same successful candi-
date's names and photographs
in their advertisements while
deliberately concealing impor-
tant information about specif-
ic course opted by them to cre-
ate a deception that the suc-
cessful candidates were regular
classroom students at coaching
institute or were students of sev-
eral courses offered in the adver-
tisement.

The commission imposed a
penalty to protect "young and
impressionable aspirants” from
potentially deceptive marketing
practices, the statement said.
The CCPA has so far issued 46
notices to various coaching
institutes for misleading adver-
tisements and unfair trade prac-
tice. It has imposed a penalty of
Rs 74.60 lakh on 23 coaching
institutes and directed them to
discontinue the misleading
advertisements.

NHRC admits petition
on mysterious deaths
in J and K’s Rajouri

he NHRC has admitted a

petition filed by a Jammu-
based RTI activist over the
mysterious deaths of 17 people
from three Scheduled Tribe
families in a remote village in
Jammu and Kashmir's Rajouri
district during the past one-and-
a-half months.
In his petition to the National
Human Rights Commission
(NHRC), Raman Sharma
sought the statutory body's
intervention to ensure "justice,
relief and proactive measures to
safeguard the rights and digni-
ty of citizens in vulnerable
areas".
17 people, including 13 chil-
dren, died under mysterious cir-
cumstances in Badhaal village

between December 7 and
January 19. The patients com-
plained of fever, pain, intense
sweating, nausea and loss of
consciousness before dying
within days of their admission
to hospitals.

Investigations and samples col-
lected empirically indicated the
incidents were not due to a
communicable disease of bac-
terial or viral origin and that
there was no public health
angle, prompting police to set
up a Special Investigation Team
(SIT) after certain neurotoxins
were found in the samples of the
deceased. A central inter-min-
isterial team has also joined the
multi-agency probe to unravel
the mystery behind the deaths.
"The families and community of
Badhaal village urgently need
support.

Congress slams Election Commission on National
voters' day, alleging erosion of institutional integrity

The realisation of univer-
sal adult suffrage, extending to

the grassroots levels of panchayat
and urban local bodies embod-
ies the vision of our founders, he
said.

Therefore, safeguarding the
independence of our institutions
is essential to preserve our
democracy and uphold the con-
stitutional principles that under-
pin it," Kharge said.

The National Voters' Day has
been celebrated for the past 15
years to mark the inception of
the Election Commission (EC)
on January 25, 1950, a day
before India became a republic.
Congress general secretary in-
charge communications Jairam
Ramesh said, "There will be a lot
of self-congratulation today but
that will not obscure the fact that
the Election Commission as it

has been functioning makes a
mockery of the Constitution and
is an insult to the voters them-
selves."”

"Today has been celebrated as
National Voters Day since 2011
to mark the day on which the
Election Commission came into
being 75 years ago on Jan 25th,
1950," he noted. The Election
Commission is a Constitutional
body and its first Chairman was
the legendary Sukumar Sen
whose role in establishing the
foundations of our electoral
democracy was crucial, Ramesh
said. "He was the sole Chief
Election Commissioner for eight
years. His Report on the First
General Elections in India 1951-
52'is a classic. But the prepara-
tions of the draft electoral roll for
the first elections had been
completed before Sen took over,"
he said.

942 police personnel

he first constitution of the proposed
Akhand Hindu Rashtra has been
finalized and is set to be unveiled on the

Seeking freedom from
abuse, two UP women defy
norms and marry each other

In a courageous act of defi-
ance, two women from
Gorakhpur, tired of enduring
years of domestic violence
from their alcoholic hus-
bands, left their abusive
homes behind to marry each
other. Kavita and Gunja, also
known as Bablu, tied the
knot at the Shiva Temple,
commonly referred to as
Choti Kashi, in Deoria on
Thursday evening.

The duo, who bonded over
shared  experiences  of
physical and emotional
abuse, connected via social
media and grew close as
they offered each other
solace.

Over time, their
relationship blossomed into
a source of strength,
culminating  in  their
decision to embark on a life
together, free from violence.
During the simple yet
symbolic ceremony, Gunja
assumed the role of the
groom, performing the
traditional Hindu rituals of
applying sindoor
(vermillion), exchanging
garlands, and taking the
seven  pheras.  Kavita,
standing resolutely by her
side, embraced this new
beginning as they vowed to
build a peaceful life
together.

"Our husbands' drinking
and abusive behavior left us
with no choice but to take
control of our lives," Gunja
shared after the ceremony.
"We decided to leave behind
the pain and focus on a
future built on love and
mutual respect.

We plan to settle in
Gorakhpur and work to
sustain ourselves."

The temple priest, Uma
Shankar  Pandey, who
facilitated the ceremony,

described the event as quiet
yet significant.

"They came, performed
their rituals with garlands
and sindoor, and left. It was
a poignant moment that
reflects their determination
to escape their pasts," he
remarked.

Their story has drawn
attention to the pervasive
issue of domestic violence,
which often remains hidden
due to fear, stigma, and
societal pressures.

Baba Artatrana claims
to heal the incurable
with divine touch

The ongoing Mahakumbh
event is a mesmerizing
spectacle of faith, devotion,
and spirituality, drawing mil-
lions of pilgrims and seekers
from across the globe. Amid
this sea of humanity, the pres-
ence of extraordinary spiritu-
al figures adds an almost oth-
erworldly dimension to the
event.

With his grace, I can
cure even the greatest
illnesses in an instant. I don't
know why God chose me for
such immense power, but I
use it as He teaches-to heal,"
he said, his words sparking
wonder and devotion in the
hearts of his listeners.

The aura around Baba
Artatrana deepens when he
speaks of his role during the
COVID-19 pandemic. With a
tone of serene confidence, he
claimed, "During the
pandemic, I challenged the
Odisha government and
cured millions of people with
a simple touch." His influence
extends beyond India's
borders, as he shares tales of
traveling to foreign lands to
spread the benefits of his
divine powers.

he Maha Kumbh Mela in

Prayagraj is not just a spiri-
tual event for millions of pilgrims
but also a magnet for thousands
of beggars, many employing cre-
ative or deceitful tactics to evoke
sympathy and collect alms.
At Sangam Ghat, a woman sat
near the water's edge, writhing
in apparent pain while
displaying a deep wound on her
hand. With a plate placed
before her, she repeatedly raised
her injured hand, attracting a
steady stream of coins, notes,
and even grains from pilgrims.
By evening, she packed her
grains into a sack with the help
of a man and quietly
disappeared,  her tactics
carefully crafted to draw the
maximum charity from those
moved by the spirit of giving.
Pilgrims, however, seem
unfazed by the questionable
authenticity of such wounds.
"When you come to the
Kumbh, giving alms is part of
the faith," said Shyam Sundar
Yadav, a farmer from Hardoi.
"Whether the wounds are fake
or real is not my concern. My
dharma is to give."
A Surge in Beggars from
Across India

Before the event Dbegan,
authorities estimated around
7,000 beggars in Prayagraj.
Now, their numbers have
ballooned to over 50,000 as
beggars from districts like
Pratapgarh, Mirzapur,
Chitrakoot, Varanasi, and
Kaushambi, as well as states like
Bihar, Jharkhand, West Bengal,
and Madhya Pradesh, flock to
the Kumbh. For many, the event
represents a rare opportunity to
collect alms on a scale
impossible elsewhere.

"Beggars are a natural part of
religious events like this," said
Meera Devi, a teacher from
Kanpur. "For us, donating to
them is a way to earn good
karma. If they are lying or
deceiving, it is on them, not us."
The Mela's prime begging spots
include Sangam Ghat, Akshay
Vat, Akharas, and the Reclining
Hanuman Temple. In these
areas, beggars position
themselves strategically,
occupying fixed spots that they
return to daily. At Sangam
Nose, where devotees gather for
holy dips, over 100 beggars line
up to solicit alms. Many display
gruesome injuries-often fake.
According to locals, these
injuries are often crafted using
animal fat and other materials
to maintain the appearance of

fresh wounds while keeping
flies at bay. Pain-relief balms are
sometimes applied to create an
impression  of  genuine
suffering. These "wounds" are
refreshed daily, and the illusion
is enough to convince most
devotees. Adding to the
spectacle are children dressed
as deities, drawing particular
attention from pilgrims. Eight-
year-old Arti (name changed),
dressed as Radha near the
Hanuman Temple, shared her
story. "It takes me an hour to get
ready," she said, smiling.
"Mummy also dresses like me
and does the same work.
Yesterday, I earned ?500."
Sushma and her family arrived

from Koraon in Prayagraj a
week ago, capitalizing on the
massive influx of pilgrims.
Such stories are common in
areas like Sector 20, where
thousands of beggars, including
children, line the streets. A boy
from Jamalpur in Jaunpur
revealed that nearly 500 people
from his village alone had come
to beg at the Kumbh.

For some pilgrims, these
children are difficult to ignore.
"When a child dressed as Radha
or Krishna asks for alms, how
can you say no?" asked Sunita
Verma, a homemaker from
Agra. "It feels like giving to God
directly.

Police Struggles to Control the

Situation

The administration has been
trying to tackle the surge in
beggars. Vehicles frequently
patrol key areas, picking up
beggars and transporting them
to shelters or hospitals. "Every
night, the police come and take
many of us away," said Sandeep,
a disabled beggar near the
Hanuman Temple. "But we
always return the next day."
Vinay Kumar, a senior official
overseeing operations, said,
"We try to document every
beggar we pick up and
encourage them to return
home, but they keep coming
back. The tradition of charity
during Kumbh is too strong,
and they know they will get
alms here."

Despite these efforts, beggars
persist. Many see the Mela as
their best chance to make a
living, even if it means enduring
repeated evictions.

The practice of giving alms
during religious events like the
Kumbh is deeply ingrained in
Indian culture. "Charity during
such occasions is an age-old
tradition,”  explained Dr.
Dhananjay Chopra, a professor
at Allahabad University and an
expert on the Maha Kumbh.
"Bathing, meditation, and
donation form the triad of

spiritual ~ practices at the
Kumbh. This attracts not only
genuine beggars but also those
who exploit the generosity of
devotees."

For pilgrims like Ram Narayan
Singh, a retired school principal
from Ghazipur, the authenticity
of beggars is irrelevant. "This is
my way of connecting with
God," he said. "I don't care if the
person is genuinely needy or
pretending. My act of giving is
what matters."

Faith,  Generosity,
Deception

The Maha Kumbh, a grand
spectacle of faith, charity, and
devotion, also reveals the
complex interplay between
spirituality and exploitation.
While some beggars genuinely
struggle to survive, the
prevalence of deceitful tactics
raises questions about the
morality of exploiting faith. Yet
for most devotees, the act of
giving remains sacred, a way to
fulfill their spiritual duties and
earn divine blessings.

As the Kumbh continues, the
presence of beggars-both
genuine and feigned-serves as a
stark reminder of the enduring
power of faith and the many
ways it can be interpreted,
celebrated, and, at times,
manipulated.

On June 14, a small police
party headed by Rakesh
Balwal, the-then Srinagar

senior superintendent of
police, under Kumar's
supervision, stopped a

vehicle at Bemina on the
outskirts of the city, leading
to an encounter. The
officials said two hardcore

terrorists, including a
Pakistani, were eliminated
during the operation that
was conducted without the
assistance of the Army, the
Central Reserve Police
Force, and intelligence
agencies.

Kumar, who was later
promoted to additional
director general of police
and recently transferred to
the AGMUT (Arunachal
Pradesh-Goa-Mizoram and
Union Territory) cadre's
Delhi segment, Balwal and
five other police personnel,
received the gallantry medal
for their bravery.

Kumar, a standout officer
whose service record

YSRCP leader V Vijayasai Reddy resigns as RS member

YSRCP leader V Vijayasai

"I have submitted my
resignation to the vice president
and the chairman of the Rajya
Sabha, and he has accepted it,"

Reddy told reporters after
meeting Dhankhar. "I, hereby,
voluntarily resign from my seat
in the Rajya Sabha with
immediate effect as a member
representing Andhra Pradesh
from the Yuvajana Sramika
Rythu Congress party (YSRCP).
Requesting you to kindly accept
my resignation,” his short
resignation letter to the VP
stated.

In a post on X, Reddy also
shared pictures of his meeting
with the vice president "Today, I

submitted my resignation to the
Honble Vice President Shri
Jagdeep Dhankhar Ji. Honble
Chairman of Rajya Sabha is
pleased to accept the resignation
with immediate effect duly
recording the proceedings," he
posted.

Reddy said that before accepting
his resignation, the vice
president asked him specifically
what are the reasons he was
submitting his papers, and if it
was voluntary or is there any
coercion or undue influence.

Palestinians prisoners released in ceasefire deal arrive in West Bank

housands of Palestinians
in the West Bank city of
Ramallah celebrated the arrival
of buses carrying dozens of
prisoners released as part of the
Israel-Hamas ceasefire.
Israel said it released a total of
200 prisoners after Hamas
freed four young, female Israeli
soldiers.
The prisoners include 120 who

were serving life sentences
after being convicted of dead-
ly attacks on Israelis. Around 70
were released into Egypt.

Hamas militants handed over
four captive female Israeli sol-
diers to the Red Cross in Gaza
City on Saturday after parading
them in front of a crowd. Israel
followed with the release of 200
Palestinian prisoners or
detainees as part of the
fragile ceasefire in the Gaza

The four Israeli soldiers smiled
broadly as they waved and
gave the thumbs-up from a
stage in Gaza City’s Palestine
Square, militants on either side
of them and a crowd of thou-
sands watching before they
were led off to waiting Red
Cross vehicles.

They were likely acting under
duress, with previously released
hostages saying they were held
in brutal conditions and forced
to record propaganda videos.
Israel’s Prison Service later said
it had completed the release of
200 Palestinians. They include
120 who had been serving life
sentences after being convict-
ed of deadly attacks against
Israelis. Around 70 were

released into Egypt, according
to Egypts state-run Qahera
TV. Egypt had served as a key
mediator in the talks that led to
the truce.

Later, buses carrying the
remainder of the 200
Palestinian prisoners being
released made their way from
Ofer prison in the occupied
West Bank toward Jerusalem
and the city of Ramallah, where
crowds of relatives and sup-
porters awaited.

As the four Israeli soldiers
were released, hundreds of
people cheered in Tel Aviv's
Hostages Square where they
were watching the drama
unfold on a big screen televi-
sion. “T'm speechless;” said Aviv
Bercovich, one of the onlook-

ers. “Thad goosebumps watch-
ing them. I just want the war to
end”” Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahus office later released
a video showing the freed
hostages being welcomed at an
Israeli army base. One of them,
Liri Albag, smiled, gave two
thumbs up and made a heart
shape with her hand before get-
ting into a van.

Israel insists on the release of
a civilian hostage: Netanyahu’s
office later said that Arbel
Yehoud, a civilian hostage held
by Hamas, was supposed to
have been released on Saturday.
It said Israel would not allow
Palestinians to begin returning
to northern Gaza, which had
been expected to begin by
Sunday, until she is freed. A

senior Hamas official said the
group has informed mediators
that Yehoud will be released
next week.

Meantime, an Egyptian official
involved in the negotiations
called the matter a “minor
issue” that mediators are work-
ing to resolve. Both officials
spoke on condition of
anonymity because they were
not authorised to discuss the
matter publicly.

The crowds in Tel Aviv and also
in Gaza City began gathering
early in the day in anticipation
of the second such exchange
between Israel and Hamas
since a ceasefire began in the
Gaza Strip last weekend. The
excitement in Israel was palpa-
ble, with TV stations filled

with live reports from smiling
news anchors and reporters
interviewing ecstatic friends
and relatives of the hostages.
The truce is aimed at winding
down the deadliest and most
destructive war ever fought
between Israel and the militant
group. The fragile deal has so
far held, quieting airstrikes
and rockets and allowing for
increased aid to flow into the
tiny coastal territory.

When the ceasefire started on
Sunday, three hostages held by
the militants were released in
exchange for 90 Palestinian
prisoners, all women and chil-
dren.

Who are the soldiers and
prisoners being released?:
The four Israeli soldiers, Karina

Ariev, 20, Daniella Gilboa, 20,
Naama Levy, 20, and Albag, 19,
were captured in Hamas’
October 7, 2023, attack that
ignited the war.

In exchange, Israel agreed to
release 200 prisoners, including
121 who were serving life sen-
tences, according to a list
released by Hamas.

The more notorious militants
being released include
Mohammad Odeh, 52, and
Wael Qassim, 54, both from
east Jerusalem. They were
accused of carrying out a series
of deadly Hamas attacks against
Israelis, including a bombing at
a cafeteria at the Hebrew
University of Jerusalem in 2002
that killed nine people, includ-
ing five US citizens.

One woman killed as apartment
building collapses in Turkiye

Istanbul (PTI): Rescuers pulled the body of a 23-year-
old woman from under a collapsed apartment build-
ing in central Turkiye on Saturday, state-run media said,
as efforts continued to find a final person, believed to
be her husband. Three others were retrieved from the
wreckage and being treated in a hospital, Anadolu
Agency reported. The collapse comes amid renewed
focus on building safety following the deaths of 78 peo-
ple in a fire on Tuesday that ripped through a 12-story
hotel at a ski resort in northwestern Turkiye.
Investigators are examining whether proper fire pre-
vention measures were in place. Interior Minister Ali
Yerlikaya said on Saturday that 79 people were regis-
tered as living in the four-story apartment block in the
city of Konya, some 260 kilometers (160 miles) south
of the capital Ankara. Earlier, Yerlikaya said the last two
people remaining under the debris were Syrian nation-
als. He added that the cause of the building collapse was
not immediately known. “If there is a fault, negligence
or anything else, we will learn it together;” he told jour-
nalists. TV images showed emergency workers sifting
through a large pile of rubble Saturday morning fol-
lowing the building’s collapse Friday evening. Anadolu
Agency reported that four people were detained as part
of the investigation. The second anniversary of an earth-
quake that hit southern Turkiye and north Syria, killing
more than 59,000, is just two weeks away. The high
death toll at the time was due in part to building safe-
ty regulations being ignored. In 2004, a 12-story apart-
ment building collapsed in Konya, claiming the lives
of 92 people and injuring some 30 others. Structural
flaws and negligence were blamed for the collapse.

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Australian Open: Keys upsets Sabalenka in women's final for first Grand Slam title

adison Keys of the
MUnited States upset
two-time  defending

champion Aryna Sabalenka of
Belarus 6-3, 2-6, 7-5 in the
Australian Open final on
Saturday night to collect her
first Grand Slam title at age 29.
By adding this win over the No.
I-ranked Sabalenka to an
elimination of No. 2 Iga
Swiatek in the semifinals on
Thursday — saving a match
point along the way — Keys is
the first woman since Serena
Williams in 2005 to defeat both
of the WTA' top two players at
Melbourne Park.

Keys, ranked 14th and seeded
19th, was playing in her second
major final after being the
runner-up at the 2017 U.S.
Open.

She prevented Sabalenka from
earning what would have been
her third women’s trophy in a
row at the Australian Open —
something last accomplished
by Martina Hingis from 1997-

99 — and her fourth major title
overall.

When it ended, Keys covered
her face with her hands, then
raised her arms. Soon, she was
hugging her husband, Bjorn
Fratangelo — who has been her
coach since 2023 — and other
members of her team, before
sitting on her sideline bench
and laughing.

Sabalenka chucked her racket
afterward, then covered her
head with a white towel.

The menss final is Sunday, with
defending champion Jannik

Sinner against Alexander
Zverev. Sinner is seeded No. 1,
Zverev No. 2.

Sinner eliminated American
Ben Shelton in the semifinals,
while Zverev advanced when
24-time Grand Slam champion
Novak Djokovic  stopped
playing because of an injury.

Keys is the oldest woman to
become a first-time major
champion  since  Flavia
Pennetta was 33 at the 2015
U.S. Open. This was the 46th
Slam appearance for Keys,

which ranks as the third-most
major tournaments before
winning a trophy in the Open
era, behind only Pennettas 49

and Marion Bartoli’s 47 when
she won Wimbledon in 2013.

It was the more accomplished
Sabalenka who was shakier at

the outset. Keys broke three
times in the first set, helped in
part by Sabalenkas four
double-faults and 13 total

unforced errors.

Don’t for a moment think this
was merely an instance of
Sabalenka being her own
undoing.

Keys certainly had a lot to do
with the way things were going,
too. She compiled an 11-4 edge
in winners in that first set,
managing to out-hit the big-
hitting Sabalenka repeatedly
from the baseline.

For a stretch, it seemed as
though every shot off the
strings of Keys racket — the
one she switched to ahead of
this season to protect her oft-
injured right shoulder and to
make it easier to control her
considerable power — was
landing precisely where she
wanted.

Near a corner. On a line. Out of
Sabalenka’s reach.

Also important was the way
Keys, whose left thigh was
taped for the match, covered
every part of the court, racing
to get to balls and send them
back over the net with intent.

Rohit named captain of
ICC’s T20 International
Team of the Year 2024

Rohlt Sharma was on
Saturday named captain
of the ICC’s T20 International
Team of the Year 2024, which
was predominantly Indian in
its composition thanks to the
side’s memorable World Cup
triumph in the format.

The other Indian members of
the all-star XI were pace
spearhead Jasprit Bumrah,
who also featured in the ICC’s
Test Team of the Year, all-
rounder Hardik Pandya and
left-arm seamer Arshdeep
Singh.

The standout performers
from other nations to make
the line-up were Australian
marauder Travis Head,
England’s Phil Salt, Pakistan’s
Babar Azam, West Indies
Nicholas Pooran, Zimbabwe’s
Sikandar Raza, Afghanistan’s
Rashid Khan, and Sri Lanka’s
Wanindu Hasaranga.

Rohit the Test captain and
Test batter has been under
considerable pressure in the
past few months owing to a
series of debacles for the team
as well as him personally. But
the 37-year-old’s credentials
in the shorter formats remain
strong.

In T20 Internationals, Rohit
had an unforgettable 2024,
both as a leader and a batter.
The seasoned opener amassed
378 runs in 11 matches at an
impressive average of 42.00
and a strike rate of over 160.
Rohit played a pivotal role in
India’s triumphant T20 World
Cup campaign in the USA
and West Indies, with three
half-centuries, including a
sensational 92 against
Australia in the Super Eight
stage.

“His astute leadership was
instrumental in guiding a
young Indian side through
high-pressure situations,
cementing his legacy as one of

India’s greatest T20I captains,”
the ICC stated in a tribute to
the 37-year-old, who was
recently forced to show up in
domestic red-ball games to
reignite his Test career.
Likewise, Pandya reaffirmed
his stature as one of the
world’s finest all-rounders,
playing a crucial role in India’s
successful campaign. In 17
matches, he scored 352 runs
and claimed 16 wickets,
finishing as the top-ranked
ICC men’s T20I all-rounder.
His standout performance
came in the T20 World Cup
final against South Africa,
where he defended 16 runs in
the last over, securing India’s
title victory. His best bowling
figures of 3/20 in the final
underlined his ability to
deliver under pressure.
Bumrah has exemplified
perfection in Indian cricket
this past season across
formats and T20 was no
different.

He led India’s bowling attack
and claimed 15 wickets in
eight matches at an
astonishing average of 8.26,
making him a nightmare for
opposition batters.

His lethal yorkers and
impeccable control at the
death overs played a pivotal
role in India’s success, and his
performances earned him a
nomination for the Sir
Garfield Sobers Trophy as
ICC Men’s Cricketer of the
Year. The winner of that
honour will be unveiled in the
next three days.

Young  left-arm  pacer
Arshdeep Singh emerged as
India’s most prolific wicket-
taker in 2024, scalping 36
wickets in 18 matches at an
average of 13.50.

Arshdeepss ability to swing the
ball early and deliver pinpoint
yorkers in the death overs
made him indispensable to
the Indian squad.

Arshdeep named ICC Men’s
T20I Cricketer of the Year

Indian left-arm  seamer
Arshdeep Singh was on

Saturday crowned the ICC
Men's T20I Cricketer of the
Year 2024 for his influential
role in the team’s World Cup
title triumph, which cemented
his reputation as one of the
leading short format bowlers.
The 25-year-old took 36
wickets in 18 matches last
year.

He was also named in the ICC
T20I Team of the Year 2024
earlier in the day alongside
Rohit Sharma, Jasprit Bumrah
and Hardik Pandya.

In the T20 World Cup in the
Americas, Arshdeep
showcased his mastery in both
powerplay and death bowling
and ended the tournament as
the joint highest wicket-taker
alongside Afghanistan’s
Fazalhaq Farooqi with 17
scalps at an average of 12.64
across eight matches.

His standout performance was
one of the major factors
behind Indias campaign
culminating in a dramatic
seven-run victory over South
Africa in the final in
Barbados.

In the final, he claimed 2/20,
dismissing South African
captain Aiden Markram early
and breaking a threatening

partnership by removing
Quinton de Kock during the
middle overs.

Tasked with bowling the
penultimate over, Arshdeep
conceded just four runs,
setting the stage for Hardik
Pandya to seal the win.

A Stellar Year

Arshdeeps T20I record in
2024 further underscores his
dominance - 36 wickets in 18
matches at an average of 15.31
and an economy rate of 7.49.
His strike rate of 10.80 was a
testament to his wicket-taking
prowess, especially given his
challenging role in the
powerplay and at the death.
Only four players in the world
took more T20I wickets than
Arshdeep in a calendar year -
Saudi Arabia’s Usman Najeeb
(38), Sri Lanka’s Wanindu

Hasaranga (38), UAE’s Junaid
Siddique (40) and Hong
Kong’s Ehsan Khan (46) -
with all four playing more
matches. Of those bowlers,
only Hasaranga featured for a
full-member nation.

His best figures of the year,
4/9, came against the USA
during the World Cup group
stage, a performance
emblematic of his brilliance
on varied surfaces.

With 97 scalps, Arshdeep is
now the highest wicket-taker
in the format for India.

Since his international debut
in 2022, Arshdeep has steadily
risen as one of Indias most
reliable pacers.

Arshdeep had a number of
impressive displays in the
year, not least when he ripped
through the USA in New York

during the T20 World Cup
group stage, bagging
remarkable returns of 4/9 in
his four overs.

But Arshdeep’s most
significant performance of the
year came on the biggest stage
of all, as he played a huge part
in helping India successfully
defend their total of 176 in the
final in Barbados.

Excellent with the new ball up
top, Arshdeep struck in the

powerplay to have the
dangerous South African
skipper Markram caught

behind in just the third over.
And when India were in need
of a wicket in the middle overs
it was Arshdeep that provided
the breakthrough, dismissing
a set Quinton de Kock when
the Proteas looked to be in
control of the chase.

India’s collective effort at the
death was astonishing as
South Africa pulled up seven
runs short of their target, and
Arshdeep played a huge role
in that, returning to the attack
to bowl the penultimate over
with South Africa requiring
20 from 12 deliveries.
Arshdeep delivered a near-
perfect death over under the
greatest pressure, conceding
just four runs to leave Pandya
with 16 runs to defend in the
final over, a job that he
spectacularly did.

PCB to test CT venues in

Pakistan Cricket Board
(PCB) will test its newly
renovated stadiums in
Karachi and Lahore for the
upcoming Champions
Trophy by holding a tri-
nation ODI series
involving South Africa and
New Zealand from
February 8.

The PCB issued the official
schedule of the tri-series on
Saturday with the final
slated at the National
Stadium in Karachi on
February 14. The
Champions Trophy will be
held from February 19 to
March 9.

The Board, which has spent
around 1.2 billion rupees on
the upgrade and
construction of new
buildings at its two Test
venues, is under scrutiny on
whether the stadiums

would be ready on time for
the eight-team Champions
Trophy.

Pakistan face New Zealand
in the opening match of the
Champions Trophy here.
The PCB said that the tri-
nation series will be played
in a single-league format
from February 8 to 14 with
the first two matches at
Lahore’s Gaddafi Stadium.
The final league match and
tournament final would be
held in Karachi.

In preparation for the tri-
series, Pakistan and New
Zealand will train under the
lights at Gaddafi Stadium
on February 6. South
Africa’s first practice session
at the venue will take place
on the morning of February

9.

At the Gaddafi Stadium in
Lahore, the seating capacity
has been increased with the
addition of new chairs.

Additionally, 480 modern
LED lights have been
installed to  improve
broadcast quality.

Two large digital replay
screens have been added for
better fan engagement. A
state-of-the-art hospitality
enclosure for players and
officials is also nearing
completion.

Similarly, the National
Stadium in Karachi has
been upgraded, with the
addition of 350 LED lights
for  better  broadcast
visibility,  two  replay
screens, and the installation
of 5,000 new chairs.

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Defending champion Jannik Sinner plays Alexander

t's not often that a man is

able to follow up his first
Grand Slam title by
repeating as the champion at
the same tournament a year
later, which is what Jannik
Sinner will be trying to do
Sunday when he faces
Alexander Zverev in the
Australian Open final.
The last time it happened
was nearly 20 years ago:
Rafael Nadal accomplished
that sort of repeat at the 2005
and 2006 French Opens. He
turned out OK.
For the No. 1-ranked Sinner,
the past year also included
the doping case that is still
unresolved.  He  tested
positive for a trace amount
of an anabolic steroid twice
in March, which didn't
become public until his

exoneration was announced
shortly before the start of
play at the US. Open —
which he won. There is a
hearing in the World Anti-
Doping Agency’s appeal
scheduled in April.

“He finds playing tennis
matches to be his safe place.
That’s where he can go and
do his thing and feel like this
is what he knows, this is
what he understands, what is
what he’s good at. It become
a home for him to step on to
the court and play tennis,
said one of Sinner’s two
coaches, Darren Cahill, who
will leave the team after this
season.

“There’s been a lot of
pressure around him for the
last nine months now, since
April last year. He deals with
it as well as anybody that I've
ever seen deal with pressure,”

Cabhill said. “He’s an amazing
young man that’s been able
to put that to one side. ... He
has a clear conscience.”
Over these two weeks in
Australia, Sinner also dealt
with health issues. He got
medical attention when he
felt dizzy and had an upset
stomach during his fourth-
round victory against No. 13
Holger Rune, then cramping
late in his semifinal win over
No. 21 Ben Shelton.

“There’s a lot of things going
on, on and off the court. I try
to isolate myself a little bit,
trying to be myself on the
court. Sometimes it's a bit
easier. There are days where
it's easier, days where I
struggle a little bit more,
said Sinner, a 23-year-old
from Italy who can become
the youngest man to win
consecutive championships

at the Australian Open since
Jim Courier in 1992-93.

“I'm just happy to put myself
in this position again,
Sinner said, “to play for a big
trophy again.”
