US SUPREME GOURT PAVES WAY FOR EXTRADI

n a major development, the US
ISupreme Court has paved the way for

Pakistani-Canadian national and 26/11
attacks case accused Tahawwur Hussain
Rana’s extradition to India where he will
face trial in the Mumbai terror strikes case.
The US apex court early this week
dismissed Rana’s review petition (writ of
‘certiorari’) filed on November 13, 2024
challenging his extradition to India. With
the rejection of his petition, Rana has
exhausted all his legal options to evade his
extradition to India. Now, Rana’s
extradition to India has become
imminent.
In the past, Rana had lost similar pleas,
both in US Court of Appeals in San
Francisco and several federal courts, to be
sent to India for prosecution of charges in
the November 26-29, 2008 attacks case, in
which 166 people were killed and 300
others injured.
During the hearing in his latest plea in
December 2024, the US Solicitor General

case for rejection of Rana’s review petition
on the ground that the Lashkar-E-Taiba
(LeT) operative was not entitled for relief
from extradition to India.

A former medical officer in the Pakistani
army, Rana had migrated to Canada in
1990 where he became a citizen before
moving to Chicago. As per US law, if he is
not extradited to India, he will be deported
to his home country Canada after the
completion of his prison term in 2027.
Rana is currently lodged in a Los Angeles
prison for his involvement in plotting a
terror attack on the Danish newspaper
Jyllands-Posten.

Rana had contended that he was tried and
acquitted by a federal court in Illinois
(Chicago) on the charges pertaining to the
26/11 case, for which India sought his
extradition. However, Prelogar had
strongly opposed Ranas plea. Rana is
accused of significant involvement in the
26/11 attacks case.

Ajmal Kasab was among the ten Pakistani
terrorists who had carried out brazen

Pakistani-origin Canadian businessman Tahawwur
Rana. The US Supreme Court has cleared Mumbai
attack convict Rana’s extradition to India, dismissing
his review petition against the move PTI

attacks on Mumbai. While nine of the ten
terrorists were killed by the security forces
during the attack, the remaining one-
Mohammed Ajmal Kasab - was caught
alive by the police at Girgaum Chowpatty
on the intervening night of November 26-
27, 2008. After his conviction in the case,
Kasab was hanged to death in the 26/11
attacks case in Punes Yerwada central
prison on November 21, 2012.

Rana is one of the two masterminds who
are yet to be brought to justice, while the
other is Sayed Zabiuddin Ansari alias Abu
Jundal, an Indian operative who worked
for the Lashkar terror group. He was
arrested in 2012 after being identified by
Kasab and is currently behind the bars in
Mumbai.

Welcoming the impending extradition to
India, senior advocate Ujjwal Nikam, who
was the Special Public Prosecutor in the
26/11 attacks case, said: “This is major
success for India because the Supreme
Court of America has dismissed the
review petition of Tahawwur Rana.
Tahawwur Rana and David Headley are

the close links behind the terror attack of
the 26/11 Mumbai attacks. By extraditing
Tahawwur Rana, India will get more
information and evidence of the
involvement of some of the Pakistani
people, including the Pakistan security
apparatus. I am very optimistic that the
extradition of Tahawwur Rana will give
more evidence about the involvement of
some of the security apparatus of
Pakistan,”

Rana is a close aide of the Pakistani-
American terrorist David Coleman
Headley, who was also wanted by India for
the 26/11 hit, carried out by 10 heavily
armed Pakistan terrorists.

In an amended criminal complaint in the
Illinois court against Headley and his
accomplice Tahawwur Hussain Rana, on
October 21, 2009, the FBI had given
details about the reconnaissance done by
Headley in India and his links with Rahul
Bhatt, whom he (Headley) had befriended
during his trips to India. Bhatt and his
fitness instructor friend Vilas Pandurang
Varak had subsequently confirmed having

met Headley during his visits to India.

It may be recalled that on September 26,
2023, the Mumbai crime branch sleuths
had filed a 405-page supplementary
charge-sheet against Canadian
businessman of Pakistani origin Dr.
Tahawwur Hussain Rana based on fresh
evidence against him.

Among other things, the supplementary
charge-sheet had alleged that Rana had
stayed in India for 11 days - from
November 11, 2008 to November 22, 2008.
Of these days, he spent two days in
Mumbai, where he stayed at Hotel
Renaissance at Powai.

In its charge-sheet submitted before the
trial court, the crime branch police had
added Unlawful Activities (Prevention)
Act (UAPA) section 39A (offence relating
to support given to a terrorist
organisation) against Rana in the case”We
have gathered some fresh evidence against
Rana in the form of statements and
documents,” a senior crime branch officer
said.

India and Indonesia on
Saturday agreed to give a

“We held extensive
discussions on various aspects
of our bilateral ties,” the prime
minister said, adding that
India and Indonesia have
agreed to work jointly on
defence manufacturing and
supply chains.

President Murmu bats ONOE

President Droupadi Murmu on
Saturday advocated for the “One
Nation One Election” initiative, asserting
it has the potential to redefine “good
governance” in the country by
promoting consistency in governance,
preventing policy paralysis, mitigating
resource diversion, and alleviating
financial burdens on the state.

In her address to the nation ahead of the
76th Republic Day, she emphasised the
government’s ongoing efforts to
“eliminate remnants of a colonial
mindset that have lingered in the
country for decades” and cited the
replacement of the British-era criminal
laws with three new modern laws.

“We have been witnessing concerted
efforts to change that mindset... Reforms
of such magnitude require an audacity of
vision,” she said.

Highlighting the significance of the
proposed bill aimed at synchronising

election schedules across the country,
Murmu noted, “The ‘One Nation One
Election’ plan can offer numerous
benefits, including enhanced governance
and reduced financial strain”

In discussing legal reforms, she pointed
out the need to replace the Indian Penal
Code, the Code of Criminal Procedure,
and the Indian Evidence Act with new

laws reflective of Indian traditions.

She mentioned the introduction of the
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, the Bharatiya
Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita, and the
Bharatiya Sakshya Adhiniyam, which
prioritise the delivery of justice over
mere punishment and place a strong
emphasis on addressing crimes against
women and children.

Reflecting on the significance of the
Constitution, the President highlighted
the progress achieved over the past 75
years.

“At the time of Independence, many
parts of the country faced extreme
poverty and hunger. However, we
maintained a belief in ourselves and
created conditions for growth,” she said.
Noting the contributions of farmers and
labourers, she said India’s economy now
plays a pivotal role in global economic
trends, asserting that this transformation
is rooted in the framework established by
the Constitution.

Days after former Delhi Chief Minister
Arvind Kejriwal said that he would
not respond to Rahul Gandhi’s attack on
him, the Aam Aadmi Party on Saturday
released a poster putting Congress MP
Rahul Gandhis name among a list of 11
“corrupt” people and claiming that the
former Delhi Chief Minister will take on
them.

Besides Rahul, the poster also has images
of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, Home
Minister Amit Shah, Uttar Pradesh Chief
Minister Yogi Adityanath, BJP leaders
Virendra Sachdeva, Anurag Thakur,
Parvesh Verma, Vijender Gupta
and Ramesh Bidhuri and
Congress Ajay Maken and
Sandeep Dikshit. The poster
with an image of security
personnel making way for
Kejriwal and his wife Sunita
has a tagline, “Kejriwals
honesty will be trouble for the
corrupt”

The poster referred to Kejriwal as
being “honest”. “Kejriwal ki
imandari sare beyimano par
padegi  bhari  [Kejriwal’s
honesty will prevail over all
the dishonest people],” reads
the poster.However, the
inclusion of Rahul Gandhi
signalled that the gloves are off
for AAP. The AAP and Congress

corrupt leaders

are part of opposition bloc TINDIA,
however, are not fighting the Delhi
election together.

While Congress leaders have attacked
Kejriwal on the corruption front, Rahul
has not referred to graft allegations against
AAP though he had likened Kejriwal to
Modi on “propaganda and false promises”.
Rahul had targeted Kejriwal on the issue of
development over his governance track
record, claiming that he cannot match the
achievements of former Delhi Chief
Minister and Congress leader Sheila
Dikshit.

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Tight security arrangements in Punjab,
Haryana in view of R-Day celebrations

Ahead of the Republic Day
celebrations on Sunday,
security has been stepped up
across Punjab, Haryana and the
Union Territory of Chandigarh.

Security arrangements
have been strengthened at vul-
nerable places and key instal-
lations, bus stands, railway sta-
tions and government build-
ings at the district headquar-
ters, officials said.

Security has also been
strengthened in and around the
venues where the Republic-Day
celebrations will be held,
including where top digni-
taries will unfurl the tricolour.

Dog and bomb squad
teams have been pressed into
service to ensure fool-proof
security in vulnerable places
across Punjab and Haryana, the
officials said. Checkpoints have
been set up at several places

across the two states and vehi-
cles are being thoroughly
checked.

Punjab’s Director General
of Police (DGP) Gaurav Yadav
had recently said the state
police is fully prepared to
ensure secure and peaceful
Republic-Day celebrations and
that security has been
enhanced across the state. All
the police officers were
instructed to heighten securi-
ty measures, increase patrolling
and intensify night-domination
operations, the DGP had said.

Punjab Governor Gulab
Chand Kataria will unfurl the
national flag at a state-level
event on the occasion of
Republic Day in Ludhiana,
while Chief Minister Bhagwant
Mann will hoist the flag in
Patiala.

Haryana Governor
Bandaru Dattatreya will unfurl
the tricolour in Faridabad,
while Chief Minister Nayab

Singh Saini will do the same in
Rewari.

The Haryana Police has
also strengthened security mea-
sures across the state in the
run-up to the Republic Day.
Senior officers, including com-
missioners and district super-
intendents of police, have been
directed to ensure an elaborate
security cover at all important
venues for the Republic-Day
celebrations, officials said.

Police personnel are keep-
ing a close vigil at sensitive loca-
tions to maintain law and order.
A close vigil is also being kept
at strategic locations, such as
busy markets, bus stands and
railway stations. Hotels, guest-
houses, parking lots and restau-
rants are also being checked, the
officials added.

Tight security arrange-
ments have also been made in
Chandigarh, the common cap-
ital of the two states, in view of
the Republic-Day celebrations.

Focus on rectification of black

spots to check road accidents in Pb

Punjab state road safety
council and National
Highway Authority of India
organized a one-day work-
shop on the topic
“Improvement of Black Spots
and Their Impact on Road
Accidents and Fatalities” to
reduce road accidents and
fatalities on Saturday.

The focus was on improv-
ing accident-prone black spots
and assessing their impact on
road accidents and fatalities.
Additional Chief Secretary of
Transport, D.K. Tiwari com-
mended the role of the Road
Safety Force and encouraged
officials from various depart-
ments to adopt well-coordi-
nated measures to minimize
road accidents, especially dur-
ing foggy weather conditions,
and to discourage underage
driving.

Director General of the
Lead Agency for Road Safety,
R. Venkata Ratnam, pointed
out that the number of fatali-
ties due to road accidents in the

state is alarmingly high, with 14
deaths occurring daily. He
urged road-related agencies,
including NHAI, PWD, Punjab
Mandi Board, and the Local
Government Department, to
put in more efforts to rectify
black spots on roads and prop-
erly evaluate their impact to
reduce fatalities.

Furthermore, he emphasized
the importance of accurately
documenting road accident
data to facilitate better planning
and ensure optimal utilization
of government funds allocated
for accident prevention.

Additional  Director
General of Police (Traffic),
A.S. Rai, highlighted the per-
formance of the Road Safety
Force and stated that due to the
effective operations of the force
over the past 11 months, there
has been a significant decline
in road accidents and fatalities
in Punjab, which is a testament
to the efforts of the current
Punjab government.

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Palestinians prisoners released in ceasefire deal arrive in West Bank

housands of Palestinians
in the West Bank city of
Ramallah celebrated the arrival
of buses carrying dozens of
prisoners released as part of the
Israel-Hamas ceasefire.
Israel said it released a total of
200 prisoners after Hamas
freed four young, female Israeli
soldiers.
The prisoners include 120 who

were serving life sentences
after being convicted of dead-
ly attacks on Israelis. Around 70
were released into Egypt.

Hamas militants handed over
four captive female Israeli sol-
diers to the Red Cross in Gaza
City on Saturday after parading
them in front of a crowd. Israel
followed with the release of 200
Palestinian prisoners or
detainees as part of the
fragile ceasefire in the Gaza

They were likely acting under
duress, with previously released
hostages saying they were held
in brutal conditions and forced
to record propaganda videos.
Israel’s Prison Service later said
it had completed the release of
200 Palestinians. They include
120 who had been serving life
sentences after being convict-
ed of deadly attacks against
Israelis. Around 70 were

released into Egypt, according
to Egypts state-run Qahera
TV. Egypt had served as a key
mediator in the talks that led to
the truce.

Later, buses carrying the
remainder of the 200
Palestinian prisoners being
released made their way from
Ofer prison in the occupied
West Bank toward Jerusalem
and the city of Ramallah, where
crowds of relatives and sup-
porters awaited.

As the four Israeli soldiers
were released, hundreds of
people cheered in Tel Aviv's
Hostages Square where they
were watching the drama
unfold on a big screen televi-
sion. “T'm speechless;” said Aviv
Bercovich, one of the onlook-

ers. “Thad goosebumps watch-
ing them. I just want the war to
end”” Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahus office later released
a video showing the freed
hostages being welcomed at an
Israeli army base. One of them,
Liri Albag, smiled, gave two
thumbs up and made a heart
shape with her hand before get-
ting into a van.

Israel insists on the release of
a civilian hostage: Netanyahu’s
office later said that Arbel
Yehoud, a civilian hostage held
by Hamas, was supposed to
have been released on Saturday.
It said Israel would not allow
Palestinians to begin returning
to northern Gaza, which had
been expected to begin by
Sunday, until she is freed. A

senior Hamas official said the
group has informed mediators
that Yehoud will be released
next week.

Meantime, an Egyptian official
involved in the negotiations
called the matter a “minor
issue” that mediators are work-
ing to resolve. Both officials
spoke on condition of
anonymity because they were
not authorised to discuss the
matter publicly.

The crowds in Tel Aviv and also
in Gaza City began gathering
early in the day in anticipation
of the second such exchange
between Israel and Hamas
since a ceasefire began in the
Gaza Strip last weekend. The
excitement in Israel was palpa-
ble, with TV stations filled

with live reports from smiling
news anchors and reporters
interviewing ecstatic friends
and relatives of the hostages.
The truce is aimed at winding
down the deadliest and most
destructive war ever fought
between Israel and the militant
group. The fragile deal has so
far held, quieting airstrikes
and rockets and allowing for
increased aid to flow into the
tiny coastal territory.

When the ceasefire started on
Sunday, three hostages held by
the militants were released in
exchange for 90 Palestinian
prisoners, all women and chil-
dren.

Who are the soldiers and
prisoners being released?:
The four Israeli soldiers, Karina

Ariev, 20, Daniella Gilboa, 20,
Naama Levy, 20, and Albag, 19,
were captured in Hamas’
October 7, 2023, attack that
ignited the war.

In exchange, Israel agreed to
release 200 prisoners, including
121 who were serving life sen-
tences, according to a list
released by Hamas.

The more notorious militants
being released include
Mohammad Odeh, 52, and
Wael Qassim, 54, both from
east Jerusalem. They were
accused of carrying out a series
of deadly Hamas attacks against
Israelis, including a bombing at
a cafeteria at the Hebrew
University of Jerusalem in 2002
that killed nine people, includ-
ing five US citizens.

One woman killed as apartment
building collapses in Turkiye

Istanbul (PTI): Rescuers pulled the body of a 23-year-
old woman from under a collapsed apartment build-
ing in central Turkiye on Saturday, state-run media said,
as efforts continued to find a final person, believed to
be her husband. Three others were retrieved from the
wreckage and being treated in a hospital, Anadolu
Agency reported. The collapse comes amid renewed
focus on building safety following the deaths of 78 peo-
ple in a fire on Tuesday that ripped through a 12-story
hotel at a ski resort in northwestern Turkiye.
Investigators are examining whether proper fire pre-
vention measures were in place. Interior Minister Ali
Yerlikaya said on Saturday that 79 people were regis-
tered as living in the four-story apartment block in the
city of Konya, some 260 kilometers (160 miles) south
of the capital Ankara. Earlier, Yerlikaya said the last two
people remaining under the debris were Syrian nation-
als. He added that the cause of the building collapse was
not immediately known. “If there is a fault, negligence
or anything else, we will learn it together;” he told jour-
nalists. TV images showed emergency workers sifting
through a large pile of rubble Saturday morning fol-
lowing the building’s collapse Friday evening. Anadolu
Agency reported that four people were detained as part
of the investigation. The second anniversary of an earth-
quake that hit southern Turkiye and north Syria, killing
more than 59,000, is just two weeks away. The high
death toll at the time was due in part to building safe-
ty regulations being ignored. In 2004, a 12-story apart-
ment building collapsed in Konya, claiming the lives
of 92 people and injuring some 30 others. Structural
flaws and negligence were blamed for the collapse.

adison Keys of the United
MStates upset two-time

defending champion
Aryna Sabalenka of Belarus 6-3,
2-6, 7-5 in the Australian Open
final on Saturday night to collect
her first Grand Slam title at age 29.
By adding this win over the No. 1-
ranked  Sabalenka to an
elimination of No. 2 Iga Swiatek in
the semifinals on Thursday —
saving a match point along the
way — Keys is the first woman
since Serena Williams in 2005 to
defeat both of the WTA’s top two
players at Melbourne Park.
Keys, ranked 14th and seeded
19th, was playing in her second
major final after being the runner-
up at the 2017 U.S. Open.
She prevented Sabalenka from
earning what would have been her
third women’s trophy in a row at
the Australian Open — something
last accomplished by Martina
Hingis from 1997-99 — and her
fourth major title overall.
When it ended, Keys covered her
face with her hands, then raised

her arms. Soon, she was hugging
her husband, Bjorn Fratangelo —
who has been her coach since
2023 — and other members of her
team, before sitting on her sideline
bench and laughing.

Sabalenka chucked her racket
afterward, then covered her head
with a white towel.

The men’s final is Sunday, with
defending  champion Jannik
Sinner against Alexander Zverev.
Sinner is seeded No. 1, Zverev No.
2.

Sinner eliminated American Ben
Shelton in the semifinals, while
Zverev advanced when 24-time
Grand Slam champion Novak
Djokovic stopped playing because
of an injury.

Keys is the oldest woman to
become a first-time major
champion since Flavia Pennetta
was 33 at the 2015 U.S. Open. This
was the 46th Slam appearance for
Keys, which ranks as the third-
most major tournaments before
winning a trophy in the Open era,
behind only Pennetta’s 49 and
Marion Bartoli’s 47 when she won
Wimbledon in 2013.

It was the more accomplished
Sabalenka who was shakier at the
outset. Keys broke three times in
the first set, helped in part by

Sabalenka’s four double-faults and
13 total unforced errors.

Don’t for a moment think this was
merely an instance of Sabalenka

being her own undoing.

Keys certainly had a lot to do with
the way things were going, too.
She compiled an 11-4 edge in

sports 07

winners in that first set, managing
to out-hit the big-hitting
Sabalenka repeatedly from the
baseline.

For a stretch, it seemed as though
every shot off the strings of Keys’
racket — the one she switched to
ahead of this season to protect her
oft-injured right shoulder and to
make it easier to control her
considerable power — was
landing precisely where she
wanted.

Near a corner. On a line. Out of
Sabalenka’s reach.

Also important was the way Keys,
whose left thigh was taped for the
match, covered every part of the
court, racing to get to balls and
send them back over the net with
intent. On one terrific defensive
sequence, she sprinted for a
forehand that drew a forehand
into the net from Sabalenka,
capping a break for a 4-1 lead.
Never one to hide her emotions
during a match, Sabalenka
frequently displayed frustration
while trailing on the scoreboard,
kicking a ball after netting a
volley, dropping her racket after

missing an overhead, slapping her
leg after an errant forehand.
Sabalenka took a trip to the locker
room before the second set, and
whether that helped clear her
head or slowed Keys' momentum
— or both — ‘the finals
complexion soon changed. Keys’
first-serve percentage dipped
from 86% in the first set to 59% in
the second. Sabalenka raised her
winner total to 13 in the second
set and began accumulating, and
converting, break points.

When she sent a backhand down
the line to force an error by Keys
for a break and a 2-1 lead in the
second, Sabalenka shook her left
fist and gritted her teeth as she
walked to the sideline.

When she broke again to go up 4-
1, Sabalenka marked the occasion
with a long and loud scream while
looking in the direction of her
team.

By the time the last set arrived, the
action was tight and tense,
without so much as a single break
point until its final game, when
Keys came through with one last
forehand winner.

Rohit named captain of
ICC’s T20 International
Team of the Year 2024

Rohit Sharma was on
Saturday named captain
of the ICC’s T20 International
Team of the Year 2024, which
was predominantly Indian in
its composition thanks to the
side’s memorable World Cup
triumph in the format.

The other Indian members of
the all-star XI were pace
spearhead Jasprit Bumrah,
who also featured in the ICC’s
Test Team of the Year, all-
rounder Hardik Pandya and
left-arm seamer Arshdeep
Singh.

The standout performers
from other nations to make
the line-up were Australian
marauder Travis Head,
England’s Phil Salt, Pakistan’s
Babar Azam, West Indies’
Nicholas Pooran, Zimbabwe’s
Sikandar Raza, Afghanistan’s
Rashid Khan, and Sri Lanka’s
Wanindu Hasaranga.

Rohit the Test captain and
Test batter has been under
considerable pressure in the
past few months owing to a
series of debacles for the team
as well as him personally. But
the 37-year-old’s credentials
in the shorter formats remain
strong.

In T20 Internationals, Rohit
had an unforgettable 2024,
both as a leader and a batter.
The seasoned opener amassed
378 runs in 11 matches at an
impressive average of 42.00
and a strike rate of over 160.
Rohit played a pivotal role in
India’s triumphant T20 World
Cup campaign in the USA
and West Indies, with three
half-centuries, including a
sensational 92 against
Australia in the Super Eight
stage.

“His astute leadership was
instrumental in guiding a
young Indian side through
high-pressure situations,
cementing his legacy as one of

India’s greatest T20I captains,”
the ICC stated in a tribute to
the 37-year-old, who was
recently forced to show up in
domestic red-ball games to
reignite his Test career.
Likewise, Pandya reaffirmed
his stature as one of the
world’s finest all-rounders,
playing a crucial role in India’s
successful campaign. In 17
matches, he scored 352 runs
and claimed 16 wickets,
finishing as the top-ranked
ICC men’s T20I all-rounder.
His standout performance
came in the T20 World Cup
final against South Africa,
where he defended 16 runs in
the last over, securing India’s
title victory. His best bowling
figures of 3/20 in the final
underlined his ability to
deliver under pressure.
Bumrah has exemplified
perfection in Indian cricket
this past season across
formats and T20 was no
different.

He led Indias bowling attack
and claimed 15 wickets in
eight ~matches at an
astonishing average of 8.26,
making him a nightmare for
opposition batters.

His lethal yorkers and
impeccable control at the
death overs played a pivotal
role in India’s success, and his
performances earned him a
nomination for the Sir
Garfield Sobers Trophy as
ICC Men’s Cricketer of the
Year. The winner of that
honour will be unveiled in the
next three days.

Young  left-arm  pacer
Arshdeep Singh emerged as
India’s most prolific wicket-
taker in 2024, scalping 36
wickets in 18 matches at an
average of 13.50.

His best figures of the year,
4/9, came against the USA
during the World Cup group
stage, a performance
emblematic of his brilliance
on varied surfaces.

With 97 scalps, Arshdeep is
now the highest wicket-taker
in the format for India.

Since his international debut
in 2022, Arshdeep has steadily
risen as one of Indias most
reliable pacers.

Arshdeep had a number of
impressive displays in the
year, not least when he ripped
through the USA in New York

during the T20 World Cup
group stage, bagging
remarkable returns of 4/9 in
his four overs.

But Arshdeep’s most
significant performance of the
year came on the biggest stage
of all, as he played a huge part
in helping India successfully
defend their total of 176 in the
final in Barbados.

Excellent with the new ball up
top, Arshdeep struck in the

powerplay to have the
dangerous South  African
skipper Markram caught

behind in just the third over.
And when India were in need
of a wicket in the middle overs
it was Arshdeep that provided
the breakthrough, dismissing
a set Quinton de Kock when
the Proteas looked to be in
control of the chase.

India’s collective effort at the
death was astonishing as
South Africa pulled up seven
runs short of their target, and
Arshdeep played a huge role
in that, returning to the attack
to bowl the penultimate over
with South Africa requiring
20 from 12 deliveries.
Arshdeep delivered a near-
perfect death over under the
greatest pressure, conceding
just four runs to leave Pandya
with 16 runs to defend in the
final over, a job that he
spectacularly did.

The PCB said that the tri-
nation series will be played in
a single-league format from
February 8 to 14 with the first

two matches at Lahores
Gaddafi Stadium. The final
league match and tournament
final would be held in
Karachi.

In preparation for the tri-

series, Pakistan and New
Zealand will train under the
lights at Gaddafi Stadium on
February 6. South Africa’s
first practice session at the
venue will take place on the
morning of February 9.

At the Gaddafi Stadium in
Lahore, the seating capacity
has been increased with the
addition of new chairs.
Additionally, 480 modern
LED lights have been installed

to improve broadcast quality.

Defending champion Jannik Sinner plays Alexander Zverev in the men’s final

t’s not often that a man

is able to follow up his
first Grand Slam title by
repeating as the
champion at the same
tournament a year later,
which is what Jannik
Sinner will be trying to
do Sunday when he faces
Alexander Zverev in the
Australian Open final.
The last time it happened
was nearly 20 years ago:
Rafael Nadal
accomplished that sort of
repeat at the 2005 and
2006 French Opens. He
turned out OK.
For the No. I-ranked
Sinner, the past year also
included the doping case
that is still unresolved.

He tested positive for a
trace amount of an
anabolic steroid twice in
March, which didnt
become public until his
exoneration was
announced shortly before
the start of play at the
U.S. Open — which he
won. There is a hearing
in the World Anti-
Doping Agency’s appeal
scheduled in April.

“He finds playing tennis
matches to be his safe
place. That’s where he
can go and do his thing
and feel like this is what
he knows, this is what he
understands, what is
what he’s good at. It
become a home for him
to step on to the court
and play tennis,” said one

of Sinner’s two coaches,
Darren Cahill, who will
leave the team after this
season.

“There’s been a lot of
pressure around him for
the last nine months now,
since April last year. He
deals with it as well as
anybody that I've ever
seen deal with pressure,”
Cahill said. “He’s an
amazing young man
that’s been able to put
that to one side. ... He has
a clear conscience.”

Over these two weeks in
Australia, Sinner also
dealt with health issues.
He got medical attention
when he felt dizzy and
had an upset stomach
during his fourth-round
victory against No. 13

the emotional lives of its protagonists.

vulnerability that made him a standout in
the first season. This time, Hathi Ram is not
just chasing criminals but grappling with
his own insecurities as a father and a man.
His interactions with Ansari, now a
successful IPS officer, form one of the
show’s most poignant arcs with themes of
fellowship, professional jealousy, and
unspoken respect.

Additionally, Sharma defies the standard
police procedural rules. The genre gives
depth and dignity to side characters, who
are sometimes reduced to mere story
gadgets. Every subplot enhances the overall
story, from Rose’s heartbreaking search for
comfort to Meghna Barua’s played by
Tillotama Shome, battle to be accepted as
an Assamese woman in a system that is
controlled by men.

Director Avinash Arun’s cinematography
captures the duality of Paatal Lok: the
grimy chaos of Delhi and the landscapes of
Nagaland. The visuals serve as more than
just backdrops; they echo the themes of
division and alienation that permeate the
story. The action sequences are tightly
choreographed serving only justice to the

story rather than overshadowing it.

The writing, too, deserves special mention
for its ability to balance the personal and
the political. While the first season was a
hammer blow to societal structures, this
season is more of a scalpel, dissecting issues
like the migrant crisis, unemployment, and
the fragile peace in conflict-ridden regions.
Abhishek Banerjee, who played Hathoda
Tyagi in a killer Season 1, has also written
two episodes in the series.

The cast shines across the board. Ahlawat
is, as expected, a tour de force, but it’s the
supporting cast that truly elevates this
season.
nuanced performance as Meghna, a
character who challenges both societal and
viewer biases. Merenla Imsongs Rose is
hauntingly tragic, while Nagesh Kukunoor’s
turn as a shadowy bureaucrat adds a layer
of intrigue.

In order to
ensure transparent governance,
my Government has adopted a
Zero Tolerance Policy towards cor-
ruption and trap cases were regis-
tered by Punjab Vigilance Bureau
against Gazetted Officers, Non-
Gazetted Officers and private per-

sons who were caught red
handed  while accepting illegal
gratification.
FARISHTEY SCHEME

The state Government has

notified the FARISHTEY scheme,
in order to save the life of accident
victims and encourage the gener-
al public for their hassle-free par-
ticipation towards helping the acci-
dental victims. The state
Government will offer a finan-
cial reward of Rs. 2000 to com-
mend their noble deeds. Apart
from financial reward, a certificate
will be issued to such persons and
they have been provided immunity
from legal complications and police
inquiries.

LAW AND ORDER

Despite being a border state,
Punjab has emerged as an Oasis of
peace and progress in the country
and Punjab Police has started
various initiatives in the form of
operation CASO in this regard.
Launching of Anti Gangster Task
Force (AGTF) and PGD Portal
have also acted as a pivotal to check
the crime in the state. AGTF has
spearheaded dedicated operations
against gangsters and criminals in
the state and other parts of the
country, leadingto the arrest of
several wanted gangsters and
criminals and busting various
gangster  modules along with
recovery of huge cache of arms
and ammunition.

In order to enhance the man-
power in the Police department for
enhancing its efficiency, the state
government has already decided to
recruit 1800 Constables and 300 Sub
Inspectors every year in Punjab

Police to overcome the scarcity of
cops. For these 2100 posts every year
around 2.50 lakh candidates are
expected to apply for these posts so
all the aspirants will get involved in
academics as well as in improving
their physique for clearing the tests.

The state government has also
decided to recruit 10,000 new cops
in Punjab Police for which notifi-
cation has already been issued.
ELIMINATION OF CONTRACTUAL
SYSTEM

It is a matter of immense pride
and satisfaction that by eliminating
the word contractual prefixed before
the posts of employees the state gov-
ernment has regularized services of
12710 teachers by overcoming all the
legal and administrative hiccups.
With the regularizing of services
these teachers will get an annual
increment of 5% in their salaries
coupled with other benefits includ-
ing holidays. This will ensure that
these teachers become an active
partner in socio- economic devel-
opment of the state.
RS 1 CRORE TO MARTYRS

Recognizing the immense con-
tribution of jawans of Armed forces,
Paramilitary forces, Police and even
Agnivirs in safeguarding unity and
integrity of the country, the state gov-
ernment gives financial assistance
worth Rs 1 crore to the family in case
the jawans attain martyrdom in line
of duty. This financial assistance is
given as a mark of respect for the
supreme sacrifice made by the hero
for the country. This humble initia-
tive of the state government is in
recognition of the immense contri-
bution of this son of soil towards pre-
serving the unity, integrity and sov-
ereignty of the country.
DSR TECHNIQUE

In order to save the precious
underground water in the state and
to enhance the yield of farmers, the
state government has encouraged
the farmers to adopt Direct Seeding
of Rice (DSR) technique. Punjab
Government has been offering
Rs.1500 per acre as a financial assis-
tance to motivate farmers to choose
the DSR method over traditional
paddy transplanting. This has yield-
ed results as there has been a sig-
nificant 44% increase in the area
dedicated to DSR compared to last
year and the acreage sown using the
water-conserving DSR technique
has risen to over 2.48 lakh acres from
1.72 lakh acres during the Kharif
season of 2023.
PROCUREMENT OF CROPS

The state government has set a
new benchmark in hassle free and
smooth procurement and lifting of
the farmer's produce as soon as it
arrives in the mandis. The of farm-
ers is lifted from the grain markets
in a smooth, timely and hassle free
manner to ensure that food grow-
ers do not face any sort of problem
while selling their produce. In anoth-
er initiative instead of only eight
hour power supply in the past the
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farmers are now being given regu-
lar and uninterrupted power supply
during the entire day.

SPORTS POLICY

The Aam Aadmi Government
had notified the State's new Sports
Policy in 2023 to restore Punjab's
glory in the field of sports and under
the new Sports Policy for the first
time, a whopping amount has been
given to sportspersons from the
state, selected to represent the coun-
try in the Asian and Olympics
Games. For the first time, play-
ers from Punjab bagged 20 medals
in the Asian Games, which is the
highest medal tally since Asian
Games started in 1951 and they were
given a cash reward of Rs. 29.25
crore without delay. The players
from the state have now performed
extremely well in the Paris Olympics
which is the result of this new inno-
vative Sports policy and it is a mat-
ter of immense pride that 10 play-
ers in the Bronze medal winner
Indian Hockey squad were from
Punjab.

The role of Punjab assumes spe-
cial importance in conceiving the
vision of 'Viksit Bharat 2047'. Punjab's
is not only the leading player in the
agriculture and food security sphere
but its contribution is also unparal-
leled in the industrial, cultural &
social advancement.

Today, on this occasion, first and
foremost, I extend special heartfelt
congratulations to the Punjab
Government which has followed
the constitutional values and ideals
illustrated by Baba Saheb Dr.
Bhimrao Ambedkar Ji and ensured
free, impartial & transparent
Panchayat as well as the Local Body
elections which are sure to acceler-
ate the rural and urban development.

Punjab, which has been the
foundation of the food security of the

Nation since long, has not only
maintained its position but also
absorbed the new age concepts of
Water Conservation, Organic
Farming and Crop Diversification
thus enriching the agricultural sec-
tor in an immense measure and mak-
ing it a profitable venture.

Due to the efforts of the State
Government, 72 percent of canal
water is being used for the irrigation
purpose which till a few years ago was
mere 21 percent. Apart from this, the
process to commence construction
work of 150 KM long 'Malwa Canal'
which would irrigate approximately
2 Lakh Acre land of the State.

The Punjab Government also
made ita point to lift Wheat & Paddy
during the procurement seasons in
a hassle free manner besides credit-
ing the payments to farmers without
delay.

Schools of Eminence besides those of
senior secondary schools.

Apart from this, the implemen-
tation of the National Education
Policy 2020 would help the higher
education institutes of Punjab mould
themselves in accordance with the
needs of changing times and becom-
ing the frontline centres of education
of the country. The policy would not
just bring about an improved quali-

The State Government is mak-
ing continuous efforts to further
streamline the health services mech-
anism and has undertaken multiple
steps to ensure this. A total of 881
Aam Aadmi Clinics have been estab-
lished in the state besides dedicating
325 hitech ambulances to the people.
In Mohali, "Punjab Institute of Liver
and Biliary Sciences' has been set up
which is country's second and
Punjab's first institute to provide ultra
modern treatment in the field of liver
& biliary sciences.

In order to provide adminis-
trative services at the doorsteps of the
people, the Government is ensuring
that citizen centric services are
given to the common people right
at their homes. Of these, 43 services
are such which are deeply connect-
ed with the daily works of the 99 per-
cent of people.

The Punjab Government is also
making herculean efforts to provide
employment to the youth on merit
and in a transparent way and until
now, over 50,000 youth of the State
have been given jobs in Government
sector with services of 12,710
Teachers regularized. In the previous
financial year, 1,11,810 youth were
given employment through 1332
placement camps, job fairs and self-
employment camps.

The Punjab Government is
ensuring free power to 90 percent of
the households since 2022 which are
getting zero bills. Besides, farmers of
the state are also getting the free
power facility which is proving to be
of huge relief to the poor and mid-
dle class households too.

Apart from this, giving fillip to
the renewable energy in the state, the
Punjab Government has set up solar
power plants of 3.3 MW capacity on

the rooftop of 604 government build-
ings. Apart from this, 20,000 solar
pumps for agricultural purposes
would be installed too and 3191 LED
based solar street lights have been
installed in 166 villages also.

In industrial field too, the Punjab
Government has made giant strides
owing to which the State is well on
course to become a world renowned
centre in the spheres of Textiles,
Machinery and Startups.

With a view to ease the transi-
tion towards industrial development,
a single window portal named
"Punjab Business First Portal has been
made available which comes in
handy to provide services such as 140
regulatory permissions, 36 financial
ones and many more.

Also, a colour coded stamp
paper has been issued in respect of
the acceptance of CLU (Green Stamp
Paper) which is necessary for mak-
ing regulatory clearances faster and
easier.

The villages, which comprise the
backbone of Punjab, have been
ensured water supply via pipelines
with a view to achieve the 100 per-
cent water to rural households where-
as, Punjab has become the 5th State
in the country to get the 'Har Ghar
Jal' status. Apart from this, all the vil-
lages in the state have achieved the
Open Defecation Free (ODF) status
under the Swachh Bharat Mission
(Grameen).

Under MGNREGA, during the
FY 2024-25, Rs. 797 Crore were spent
on giving human employment worth
Rs. 1.73 Crore.

As per the AMRIT-1.0 scheme
of the Government of India, works
worth Rs. 10120 Crore stand com-
pleted out of Rs. 2765 Crore and
works worth Rs. 1740 Crore have
been awarded and are in progress.

The Punjab Government has
rolled out anti corruption helpline
number in order to ensure trans-
parency and fix accountability. The
main aim of the initiative is to take
strong action against corruption and
providing an easier medium to the
public for lodging their complaints
against corruption.

'Sadak Surakhya Force' has been
constituted by the Punjab
Government to increase safety and
security on the roads. The initiative
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involves saving the precious lives of
the victims of road accidents. Also,
"Farishtey' scheme has been launched
in which the people taking injured
persons to the hospital would be
given a financial assistance worth Rs.
2000 and a commendation letter.

To put a stop to the crime in
Punjab and from security point of
view, 'Anti Gangster Task Force' has
been formed which has arrested
many gangsters and criminal ele-
ments as well as their gangs. In order
to empower the police force, every
year 1800 constable and 300 sub
inspectors would be recruited over a
period of four years and furthermore,
advertisement has been issued for
recruitment of 10000 new policemen.

The State Government is hon-
ouring the sacrifices made by the
armed forces, paramilitary forces,
police and agniveers by giving the
financial assistance of Rs. 1 crore to
the families of martyred soldiers.

The State Government has
implemented a new sports policy for
re-establishing the pristine glory of
state in sports. The athletes from
Punjab won historic 20 medals in the
Asian Games. The eight players of
Punjab in the Olympic Bronze win-
ning Indian hockey squad were
rewarded with the prize money of Rs.
1 Crore each. The Olympic partici-
pants were given Rs. 15 Lakh each
with Rs. 15 Lakh per player for the
preparations.

Along with this, the Punjab
Government has appointed 11
prominent players of the State as
Punjab Civil Services (PCS) and
Deputy Superintendent of Police
(DSP) officers in a historic step
towards honouring their immense
contribution and boosting the morale
of sporting talent of the state.

Harmanpreet Singh from Punjab has
been felicitated with the 'Khel Ratna'
award and hockey players
Jarmanpreet Singh from Amritsar
and Sukhit Singh have been con-
ferred''Arjuna Award'.

This unit pos-
sesses modern technique and the
paraphernalia which would be effec-
tive in keeping vigil on drug smug-
glers and supply chains.

Although, Punjab is in the front-
line ranks and is serving the country
well but despite that the pollution and
the paddy straw management is a big
challenge for us.

During this Kharif season, a
considerable reduction of 70 percent
has been registered in the paddy straw
burning incidents whereas 58
Compressed Biogas (CBG) projects
have been accorded approval in the

state for tackling the paddy straw
burning problem. Out of these, 7 pro-
jects are operational.

The inadequate management
of water pollution, air pollution and
industrial waste are posing grave
implications for the environmental
stability in the state. Here, I would
like to make a special mention of
the Buddha Nala which was a
clean and life giving stream of water
once but is now a victim of pollu-
tion and apathy.

The resolution of these issues
occupies primary importance not
only from environmental point of
view but is also significant when con-
sidered from the aspect of the health
of the people and the future of the
coming generations.

As the Administrator of the UT
Chandigarh, I am glad to inform that
Chandigarh has a world class infra-
structure pertaining to sports. Our
efforts are focused in the direction of
developing Chandigarh as a sports
powerhouse of the country within
one year and organize more & more
National and International level tour-
naments in Chandigarh.

Punjab is surely going to be a
lighthouse in the journey towards
'Viksit Bharat 2047' given its hard-
working people, rich cultural legacy
and fierce determination. I am fully
confident that Punjab would play a
frontline role in the journey and
would present a new philosophy of
development, progress and unity to
the entire Nation.
