Those items not 
included in the price pages should be quoted as Open Market items to complete the sale. 

Fees Delivery Charge 
A non-taxable, optional delivery charge of $6.00 per loaded mile is allowed for the delivering 
dealer.  This fee is not per machine; it’s per load.  The agency must agree to the fee.  If charged, 
the fee must appear on the quote or purchase order.  Use Google Maps to calculate the mileage. 
 
Training Fee Allowed  
$130 / Hour for services that go beyond normal commercial delivery and set-up services only. 
Charge must be itemized and included on quote (prior to PO being issued) otherwise fee may 
not be charged. 
 
Attachments / Accessories Fee Allowed 
$130 / Hour may be charged to the agency for the installment of attachments and accessories 
in lieu of the additional set-up allowances (using published MST hours) per the dealer 
reimbursement schedule. If you opt to charge the agency, the charge must be included on 
quote (prior to PO being issued) otherwise it may not be charged to the agency. 

Financing Allowed:  For non-state agencies only, if their rules and guidelines allow.  This 12-60 month 
financial product require payments and enables ownership of the equipment.
