e A strong Special Education program providing a continuum of services to
students with Individualized Education Plans.

e An active PTA providing strong parental and community support for
school programs.

e A fully integrated PBIS behavior support program that provides a
framework for acknowledging positive behaviors throughout the school.

community circles and instruction on self-regulation while strategically
building relationships between staff and students.
