Our reading specialists and math resource teacher work alongside teachers
to ensure rigorous learning experiences for all students. Staff members
work to support parents in understanding curriculum standards and how to
provide support at home.

The academic experience at Hollifield Station is enriched through our arts
department, which engages students in a variety of high performing musical
ensembles, the visual arts, and other opportunities where students develop
their artistic skills.

The HSES Parent Teacher Association provides many activities for families
and supports our school in a variety of ways. Students benefit from many
PTA instructional assemblies, as well as CommUNITY Nights, Movie Nights,
and the Read-A-Thon fundraiser.

Hollifield Station has successfully participated in a long-standing partnership
with Towson University as a Professional Development School, which
allows us to provide rich learning experiences for teaching staff and the
development of teaching interns from the university.
