A Really, Really Big, Joyous God


Two Fundamentally Important Things:


1.) God is an invisible being with great power and 
dominion over everything He created.

2.) God is personal. He has personality. 

          He thinks. He wills. He feels. He values.

Self-sustaining, Self-sufficing, All-powerful, Self-determined

God is an immaterial, intelligent, free personal being, of 
perfect goodness, wisdom, and power, who made the 
universe and continues to sustain it, as well as to 
govern and direct it in His providence.     (18)


—> That is the Being upon whom a life without lack 
relies. Such a life is guaranteed for those whose minds 
are set upon this God in faith.     (19)
