The Heart Directs the Life


Those with a WELL-KEPT HEART are persons who are 
prepared for and capable of responding to the situations 
of life in ways that are good and right. Their will 
functions as it should, to choose what is good and avoid 
what is evil, and the other components of their nature 
cooperate to that end. They need not be perfect, but what 
all people manage in at least a few times and areas of life, 
are managing life as a whole.


The human heart, will, or spirit is the executive center of 
a human life…where decisions and choices are made for 
the whole person.

The Six Basic Aspects of Human Life


 Thought — images, concepts, judgments, inferences


 Feeling — sensations, emotion


 Choice — will, heart, spirit, decision, character


  Body — action, interaction with the physical world


  Social Context — personal & structural relations with others


  Soul — integrates all of the above to form one life   

     - the invisible computer that keeps everything running


5 Functions of a human being:

      Think - Feel - Choose - Behave - Interact

The ideal of the Christian spiritual life… 

All of the essential parts of the human self are 
effectively organized around God, as they are 
restored and sustained by Him.


Spiritual formation in Christ is the process leading to 
that ideal and, and its result is:


Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your 
soul and with all your mind and with all your strength.


Love your neighbor as yourself.


The human self has been fully integrated under God.


The salvation or deliverance of the believer in Christ is 
essentially holistic or whole life.

The Human Self is Not Mysterious  (26/31-32)


God’s creation is inherently intelligible.


They have parts, these parts have properties, which in 
turn make possible relationships between the parts to 
form larger wholes, which in turn have properties to 
make possible relationships between larger wholes, 
that forms still larger wholes, and so on.


Such as…Atom, grain of salt, solar system, galaxy, 

thought, feeling, whole person or social unit

The Will (Heart/Spirit) — Freedom & Creativity 

   The inner “Yes” or “No” of the individual alone to 

   originate good or evil.


The thought of sin is not sin. Temptation is the 
thought plus the inclination to sin—possibly 
manifested by lingering over the thought or seeking it 
out. But sin itself is when we inwardly say “yes” to 
the temptation, when we would do the deed, even 
though we do not actually do it.           (28::33)

   The acts of willing form the spirit.   (34)

The spirit is unbodily, personal power.  


It must be given a godly nature 

to govern the entire personality. (28::34)

The heart in the human system

is the core of its being.  (28::34)


To choose, one must think and have a feeling about 
the thought, the object of choice. No choice does not 
involve both. What we choose to think about and 
allow our selves to feel is critical to the practical 
methods of spiritual formation.


The fact that feelings and thoughts are largely a 
matter of choice is not widely understood—especially 
feelings.  (29/34)

Such transformation is not the result of mere human 
effort and cannot be accomplished by putting pressure 
on the will, heart, spirit alone.
