“Out of the Furnace of Feeling (part 2)



When “good” is not driven by “desire”, 

     telling the truth is a good thing!


Feelings are lord. They are holy.

Feelings are good servants,

but they are horrible masters.


“Instead, speaking the truth in love, we will grow to 
become in every respect the mature body of him who 
is the head, that is, Christ.”    Ephesians 4:15



What do we do now if we have decided to not only follow Jesus, 
but to no longer be driven by our feelings? 

1. Identify the feeling pulling us off the course of 


      Christlikeness…requiring careful, honest searching.


2. Decide to not gratify the feeling. 


       I’m no longer emperor of my empire.


3. Pray, “Lord lift this!”. We will learn God answers us.


4. Act to deny the feeling in a way to transform us.


5. Seek ministry and prayer of others to overcome feelings.

How to Escape the Tyranny of Feeling



A demon is simply a compound of thought and feeling that 
is sufficiently developed to lead a life of its own.

~ ~ ~
At the root of it all now must be the resignation of living to 
fulfill our feelings. 



“Anything you can do with anger, 

you can do much better without it.”


The twin cousin of anger is contempt. It is one of the most 
powerful and destructive feelings in human life. I'd like to 
encourage you to believe that you can live entirely free of 
contempt. Contempt means that you regard them as 
worthless.   “Well, but I’m right!"


The mistake - "I must go out and do that.”  No! 

   You don't solve problems of contempt by trying 

   not to be contemptuous. You change inwardly.

I can stand for what is right, and I can stand in a way that 
people may have to kill me, but they cannot make me angry, 
and they cannot make me have contempt for them if I have 
taken care to let the mind and personality of Christ move 
into my life.

1) You cannot deal with feelings head on.	 


2) As adults, we are responsible for our feelings.	


3) We can master all “sin generating” feelings by 
grace and wise action.


“Therefore, since Christ suffered in his body, arm 

yourselves also with the same attitude, because whoever 

suffers in the body is done with sin. As a result, they do 

not live the rest of their earthly lives for evil human 

desires, but rather for the will of God.”    I Peter 4:1-2

Wisdom with Feelings



We do not fail to receive healing of life in Christ 
because of lack of will. That's not the problem. It is 
because of lack of intelligent order and decision and 
removing the things that defeat will, that’s what we 
have to work on.
