GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS FOR FILING APETITION
Persons allowed to file a Petition are as follows:
a. Any Lumbee Member may file a Petition.
b. The Tribal Chairman may file a Petition on behalf of the Executive Branch of

Government.

c. The Tribal Speaker may file a Petition on behalf of the Legislative Branch of
Government.

Place of Filing:

b. The Petition will be stamped the date it is received by the Tribal
Administrative Court or the Lumbee Tribal Office.

Enter the Respondent’s full name on the line with the word Respondent. Please enter
the Respondent’s mailing address.

The Petition will be mailed to the Respondent by certified mail or hand delivered,
with signature required, to verify receipt.

State the nature of the Petition. Any issue brought to the court must involve a case or
controversy arising out of an alleged violation pursuant to the Lumbee Tribal
Constitution, any duly adopted Tribal Ordinances or any program policy, procedure,
rule or regulation.

Upon receipt of the Petition the Respondent has fifteen (15) days from the date of
service to answer the Petition, except in cases where we are mandated to follow set
appeal rights. In those cases there may not be a need or requirement for an answer by
the respondent. Service will be deemed the date of receipt by certified mail. The
answer must be sent to the Petitioner and the Tribal Administrative Court Office by
certified mail to verify receipt.

The Tribal Administrative Court will then review the Petition and additional
information to determine whether to hear the case. If there is a decision not to hear
the case, the Petitioner and Respondent will be notified by mail. The Petitioner will
be advised of any further appeal rights. If the Court decides to hear a case, the
Petitioner and Respondent will be notified of the date, time and place of the hearing.

Please note that the Petitioner has a right to waive his or her right to personal
appearance before the Administrative Court. If the Petitioner decides to do this, he or
she should complete the attached Waiver and submit it with the Petition. The Court’s
decision will then be made on the written. Both Petitioner and Respondent will be
given ample time to submit any additional evidence. IF A WAIVER IS NOT
COMPLETED THE PETITIONER and RESPONDENT WILL BE
EXPECTED TO APPEAR FOR THE HEARING WHEN SCHEDULED.
