4.4.	 Speeding unnecessarily or otherwise driving unsafely,

5.5.	 Not waiting for a back-up officer when otherwise available and appropriate,

6.6.	 Breaking/leaving cover unnecessarily, and/or 

7.7.	 Making poor safety/tactical decisions,

I hereby give you PERMISSION to call me out, confront me, correct me, or give me advice 
WITHOUT fear of pushback, complaint, punishment, or ridicule.   

I also pledge to do the same for you.
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
