Mr. Voronkov calls for regional cooperation across national boundaries at a
conference of the Regional Anti-Terrorist Structure of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization in Uzbekistan

Tashkent, Uzbekistan, 2 November 2018 - Under-Secretary-General Vladimir VVoronkov, the Head of the
United Nations Office of Counter-Terrorism (UNOCT), concluded a visit to Tashkent, Uzbekistan today.

Mr. Voronkov spoke at the Sixth Scientific Conference of the Regional Anti-Terrorist Structure of the
Shanghai Cooperation Organization (CSO RATS) entitled “Combating Terrorism — Cooperation without
Boundaries”. In his statement, he said that regional cooperation across national boundaries is essential to
counter the evolving threat of terrorism. He praised the SCO RATS for “leading the way in facilitating the
exchange of intelligence, implementing joint investigations and carrying out anti-terrorism exercises of
Member States”.

The Under-Secretary-General also commended the collaboration between CSO RATS and the United
Nations Counter-Terrorism Centre (UNCCT), the capacity building arm of UNOCT, on the Joint Plan of
Action for the Implementation of the United Nations Global Counter-Terrorism Strategy in Central Asia.
“The Joint Plan of Action, the first regional initiative of its kind, has become an example to other regions
about what can be achieved with collective action, leadership and political will”, he stated.

On the margins of the conference, Mr. Voronkov signed a Memorandum of Understanding with Mr.
Novikov, the Head of the Commonwealth of Independent States Anti-Terrorism Center to strengthen
cooperation, coordination and promote the implementation of the UN Global Counter-Terrorism.

During the visit, Mr. Voronkov also met with high-level representatives of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
of the Republic of Uzbekistan, Ministry of Interior of the Republic of Uzbekistan, Special representative of
the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan for Afghanistan as well as heads of UN agencies based in
Tashkent.

The United Nations Office of Counter-Terrorism, was established in June 2017 to provide leadership on
the implementation of General Assembly counter-terrorism mandates, to enhance coordination and
coherence, and to strengthen the delivery of the United Nations counter-terrorism capacity building
assistance to Member States.

The primary goal of the Office is to support Member States implementing the UN Global Counter-
Terrorism Strategy. Adopted by the General Assembly in 2006, the Strategy provides a comprehensive
blueprint to guide Member States’ efforts to counter terrorism and prevent violent extremism conducive to
terrorism. The strategy comprises four pillars: (i) measures addressing the conditions conducive to the
spread of terrorism, as well as measures to (ii) prevent and combat terrorism, (iii) measures to build states’
capacity to prevent and combat terrorism with support by United Nations and (iv) measures to ensure
respect for human rights for all and the rule of law as the fundamental basis of the fight against terrorism.
